This convention shall take effect from the
date of the exchange of ratitications, and
shall continue in force until annulled by
mutaal cousent, or until one yeur trom the
date of notice given by one of the two de-
partments to the other of its desire to ter-

It i3 understood that the acconnts be-
tween the two offices shuil be estublistied
L respeetive letter-bills in the proper
v of the dispatehing office; bat the in-
ternutional postuges on the unpaid or insuf-
ficiently paid letters shnll be eompnted in
the woney of the receiving conntry.  In
entering the fore A 0u the letter-
bill in tho woney of the dispatching office,
the cent of the United States and one and
ionr-fifths skilling of Denmark shall be
taken a5 equivalents,

ARTICLE XV,

The quartorly accoants shall be prepared
by the respective postal administrutions,
and stisll be bused u nowledg-
wents of receipt. A recapitulation of thege
aceonnts, showing the definitive results
alike for the debit und cvedit, shall be pre-
pired by the United States offiee, and sunll
then Do transmitted, with the aceoants on
which it is based, for the exuwination of
the postuttice at Denivark.

ARTICLE VL
In the event of the death, prevention, or
nlsence of Consuls General, Consuls, Vice

Consuls, Conaulur Agents, their chuncellors
or seoretaries, whose official character may
have previously been made known to the
rnspi-uti\'u nuthorities in Germauy or in the
United States, may temporarily  exervise
their functions, aod, while thus acting, they
shall enj: y all the rights, prevogatives, und
immuuitivs granted by this conveution to
the incumbents,

ARTICLE VIL
Consuls General and Consuls may, with
the approbation of their respective rovern-
wents, appoint Viee Consuls and  Consulur
Azents iu the cities, ports aud places within
their consular jursdiction.  These otficer
wny be citlzens of Gennany, of the United

States, or any other country, Thoy shall be
furnished with & commission by the Consul
who appoiots thew and nuder whose orders
thes ure to aet, or by the governmient of
country which be mpresents. They
Al enjoy the pmivileges stipuluted for
copsitlur offioers in this convention, sulject
to the exevptions specitiod in article three.

ARTICLE VIIL

Consuls  General, Consuls, Viee Consnls
end Consular Agents shall bave the right to
appiy to the suthorities of the respéctive
countries, whether federal or local, judiond
or exevutive, within the extent of their con-
sulur districet, for the rodress of eny intrie.
ton of the treaties nod conveutions exist-
ing between the pwo cona ries, or of inter-
uationul law; to sk information of said
anthorities, and to address suid anthoritios
to the end of protecting the rights and in-
terests of thoir couutrymen, espécially in
cases of the absence of the latters in which
cusos such consuls, ¢to,, shull be presumed
to be their legal representatives. 1f dne
notice should not e tuken of such applica-
tion, the consolar officers aforesuid, in the
alisence of a diplomutic sgent of their
conntry, may apply dircetly to the govern-
went of the country where they reside,
