THE LEGISLATURE,

This body will assemble to-morr
nnder the eall of the execative, for a ses-
sion nominally of ten days. Like many
other bodies of representatives thut have
been herstofore called togel on differ-
ent oceasions, they will be met with grmve
and important duties. In their hands
will be placed the responsibility toa large
extent of scttling many of the disputed
points of the election.

The objects of legislation for which the
Governor ealled them together have not
vit been nnnounced, and we are in no bet-
ter condition or prepsmtion to divine
them than uny of our readers, But that
the ten days, wore or less, of the session
will be devoted to the best interests of the
state wo havo no renson to doubt.

In the first place, however, we cxpect
there will be a complete organization of
both Houses by the election of a Speaker
and wll other officers, the appointment of
ecommittees nnd the settlement of the
minor details which nsually oceupy several
duys in the first of every session. What
action the General Assembly mey deem it
wise or necessary to tuke nt the extrn sos-
sion with referenco to officials who have
premuturely forced themselves into posi-
tions to which they aspired. and for which
they hold commissions from the Goveérnor
or friendly letters from Mr. Blanchard,
we can not forotell.  Possibly nothing wiil
be done in their cases until the regular ses-
sion, snd until after the inaugnration of the
new Governor. We Lave no idea, however,
that such men as Judge Elmore will long
be permitted to cut his shines in a court
which onee boasted such n presiding officer
58 Dibble by any Legislature that has any
regard for lnw or equity.  However high-
Iy this jurist mey be regarded by his
friend, counselor New, he has already
fallen in the estimation of others of his
fellow conntrymen, und is already spoken
of as a proper subject for ananddress to
the Governor.  And this, not alone on
account of the irregular and undignified
mauner in which Le obtsined his
seat, but for the more powerful rea-
son that he has been too much influ-
enced by others in the outset of his judi-
cial eareer.
