THE LEGISLATURE,
This body will assemble to-morrow, j 

under the call of the executive, for a ses­
sion nominally of ten days. Like many 
other bodies of representatives that have 
been heretofore, called together on differ­
ent occasions, they will be met with grave 
and important duties. In their hands 
will be placed the responsibility to a large 
extent of settling many of the disputed 
points of the election.

The objects of legislation for which the 
Governor called them together have not 
yet been announced, and we are in no bet­
ter condition or preparation to dit ine 
them than any of our readers.^ But that 
the ten days, more or less, of the session 
will be devoted to the best interests of the 
State we have no reason to doubt.

In the first place, however, we expect 
there will be a complete organization of 
both Houses by the election of a Speaker 
and all other officers, the appointment of 
committees and the settlement ol the 
minor details which usually occupy several 
days in the first of every session. What 
action the General Assembly may deem it 
wise or necessary to take at the extra ses­
sion with reference to officials who have 
prematurely forced themselves into posi­
tions to which they aspired, and for which 
they hold commissions from the Governor 
or friendly letters from Mr. Blanchard, 
we can not foretell. Possibly nothing will 
be done in their cases until the regular ses­
sion, and until after the inauguration of the 
new Governor. We have no idea, however, 
that such men as Judge Elmore will long 
be permitted to cut his shines in a court 
whic h once boasted such a presiding officer 
as Dibble by any Legislature that has any 
regard for law or equity. However high­
ly this jurist may be regarded by his 
friend, counselor New, he has already 
fallen iu the estimation oi others of his 
fellow countrymen, and is already spoken 
of as a proper subject for an address to 
the Governor. And this, not alone on 
account of the irregular and undignified 
manner in which he obtained bis 
seat, but for the more powerful rea­
son that he has been too much influ­
enced by others iu  the outset ol his judi­
cial career. But he is probably safe for 
the present. Not much is expected in re­
gard to municipal affairs for the reason 
that there will not be time enough to give 
the important subject that careful consid­
eration which its merits require.

The Legislature will be largely Repub­
lican in both branches, thus securing at 
the proper time a Republican l  nited 
States Senator in place of William P. Kel­
logg, who will, in ail human probability, 
be called to another sphere of duty. Thus 
it will be seen that despite the defection 
of trusted friends, the most persistent and 
strenuous efforts of open enemies, the old 
Republican party forms into line, with 
unbroken ranks and undaunted purpose 
to battle for its principles and the protec­
tion of the ignorant, the weak and help­
less. We hope the utmost harmony will 
prevail, and that all will be actuated 
by the common desire. to promote the 
public interest. The Legislature should 
regard itself move as an instrument of 
justice than revenge: the members should 
subordinate their private wrongs to the 
public good, and so shape their course 
that those who have been mindful of their 
rights shall have no cause to regret their 
toils, anxieties and sacrifices. Theirs is a 
trust confided to them by their con­
stituents, not an irresponsible lease ol 
power to be used for private interest or 
resentment of injuries, whether real or 
imaginary.

The more important business of legis­
lation will necessarily be postponed till 
the regular session. In fact, it is sug­
gested by some that it would be better to 
adjourn after effecting an organization and 
disposing of whatever urgent business 
may Vie brought forward. For there are 
so many subjects that may require atten­
tion that even the sixty days allotted to 
the regular session will be none too long 
for their proper consideration.

PHILADELPHIA AN EXAMPLE FOR NEW 
ORLEANS.

New York long enjoyed u supremacy in 
her communications with foreign coun­
tries as in the distribution of imported 
commodities by her liver and canal, and 
coastwise shipping.

FURTHER RETURNS DF THE ELECTION.
The Board of Returning officers have 

applied themselves to the duty of compil­
ing the returns of the late election with 
diligence since they have been formally 
recognized and authorized by the United 
States Circuit Court. We are enabled this 
morning to give several additional tables, 
including the vote for ail the State officers 
and for Presidential electors. It will be 
seen that the Republican majority on the 
State ticket- ranges from 16,000 to 18,000, 
which, though it shows a falling off since 
1870, is yet quite a satisfactory result under 
the circumstances of peculiar difficulty 
that have surrounded the party during the 
past year. Under ordinary circumstances 
the Republican majority of this State 
would foot up from 25,000 to 30,000. But 
we have no reason to complain. The 
main object has been achieved, the suc­
cess of our party is sufficiently assured, 
and our hopes for the future, at least for 
the next two years, of a lively and pleas­
ing character.

At the time of going to press, the can­
vass of the returns for members of Con­
gress had not been completed, but they, 
too, will be finished up as soon as the 
nature of the work will permit.

_ TEE EXTRA SESSION.

Although the Governor has not yet in­
dicated the objects for which he has con­
vened an extra session, he will probably 
make them known in the usual message 
upon the organizarion. The business of 
tbe session should be confined exclusively 
to the consideration of local matters, leav­
ing the more important objects of legisla­
tion, as well as the election of United 
States Senator until the regular session. 
After our present entanglements are 
smoothed and straightened out, the work 
of legislation can proceed decently and 
in order at the proper time and place.

AN0TEEE EILL IN EQUITY.

We publish in another column a peti­
tion in equity, filed yesterday by. C. C. 
Antoine, which seems to us to cover the 
whole case not included in the Kellogg 
proceedings. The parties aimed at are 
specially mentioned by name, and the 
things they are forbid*n to do clearly 
stated. According to the - injunction and 
restraining order prayed for, no one is 
permitted to molest or interfere with the 
returning board, or those declared
by them to be* elected; even the Sec­
retary of State, himself a member 
of the board is prohibited from sending to 
the Secretary of the Senate or the Clerk of 
the House the name of any party as a 
member of their respective house unless 
authorized by the board; the police are 
forbidden to obstruct the members or offi­
cers of the General Assembly ; and all 
the members whose names appear in the- 
“ tabulated” returns made ■ by the clerks 
of the Wharton-DaFonte board, and 
adopted by the Isabelle-Austin board, are 
prohibited from attempting to act as mem­
bers of the General Assembly, unless au-' 
thorized by the- Lynek-Hawkins board. 
This about closes out the contest, and 
will, we hope, restore tranquility to our 
agitated and faction-torn State.
