On the other bund, & former citizen of the
Austro Hungarian Monarchy naturalized in
the United States, who by or after his
cmigration has trunsgressed the legal pro-
cisions on military duty by any acta or
owiszions other than those above enumer-
ated in the clsnses numbered one, two und
three, can, on his return to hia originsl
conntry, neither be beld subsoquently to
wilitary servics nor remain liable to triul
and ponishment for the non-fulfillment of
Luis military daty. \

ARTICLE IIT,

The convention for the mutual delivery
of ecriminals, fugitives from justice, com-

citizen of the United States.

2 Relating to the second article of the
convention.

I » former Swede or Norwegiun, who,
unider the first article, is to_be held a8 an
adopted citizen of the United States of
Ameriva, has emigrated after he bas at-
tained the uge when he becomes liable to
military service, and returns again to his
original eountry, it is sagreed that he re-
mains liable to trial and punishment for an
action punisbable by the laws of his original
eonntry and committed befors his emigra-
tion, but not for the uct of emigration it-
self, unless thereby have been cemuwitted
any punishable detion against Sweden or
Norway, or against a Swedish or Norwegian
citizen, such as noo-fulfillment of military

BETVIC or desertien f{rom the military
force or from a ship, saving always the
limitation established by the lawa of
the originul conntry, and any other

romizsion of liability to punishment; and
that hie cun be held to fuldl, wecording to
the laws, his military rervice, or the remain-
ing part thereof,

3. Relating to the third article of the
conveation.

It ia farther agreed that if a Swede or
Norwegiun, who has become a nataralized
citizen of the United States, renews his
resideyos in Sweden or Norway withoutthe
intent to return to Americs. he shall be held
by the governwent of the United States to
bave renounced his American citizenship.

The intent not to return to America way
be held to exist when the persen so nut
uralized resides more thun two years in
Sweden or Norwny.
