New Orleans
To ilie Honorable the Senate and House of Repre­

sentatives of the State of Louisiana in Genera! 
Assembly convened:

Called by the provisions of the constitu­
tion *o succfed to the duties of Governor of 
the State. His excellency, after having 
convened the General Assembly in extra­
ordinary session, having declined to oom- 
vnunicate to you the objects which led him 
to convene jou, I deem it my duty to re 
commend such measures of legislation as, 
in my opinion, the public good requires.

I would call your attention to the pending 
impeachment against his excellency, and 
would recommend that in due form ol law 
a speedy trial of the same he had, to the 
end that public justice may be attained or 
the innoeency of his excellency be estab­
lished.

I would recommend that there should he 
instituted a most thorough investigation 
into the high-handed frauds alleged to have 
beon perpetrated during the recent general 
election, with which the public press is 
teeming, and of which there would seem to 
be such overwhelming proofs in the courts, 
so that the authors of these outrages upon 
the great rights of the people, if they be 
found to have been committed, may be 
brought to condign punishment, and the 
fair name and fame of the State may be 
purged from the obloquy with which it 
would otherwise be stained. Therefore, I 
would recommend that a committee to in­
vestigate these alleged frauds and irregu­
larities bo appointed, with the fullest pow­
ers and authorized, if necessary, to sit in 
vacation. The right of suffrage is, at the 
last, at the foundation of all other personal 
rights in a republic, and if this right is 
given but in name, it is not the 
right of the individual deprived of his 
vote which is stricken down, but it is 
a blow aimed at the liberties of all the peo­
ple. If, as is alleged, these frauds have 
taken such gigantic proportions and have 
been made to extend, like a sea, all over 
the State, it is your duty to have them and 
their authors thoroughly exposedf so that 
an example mav be made whicb will tend 
to deter lor all time all who are disposed to 
repeat such offenses. The Congress of the 
United States has dono much to prevent 
and punish these invasions of our most sa­
cred right, but if we would remain secure 
in its enjoyment we must co-operate with 
Congress to the fullest extent of our ability 
as legislators, and if further legislation is 
needed, as I think it is, this investigation 
will furnish much aid by showing the 
methods by which the people’s rights have 
been assailed, and will thereby suggest the 
most effective means of their further pro­
tection.

It is painful to contemplate the necessities 
which called into exercise tho power of 
Congress over the subject of voting in the 
States, and did that legislation need any 
vindication, I think it would be found in 
the election which has just taken place in 
our midst, at which it would seem that but 
for the wisdom of Congress, and the firm­
ness of the federal court, the right to vote 
would have been little more than a mock­
ery.

As the case at present stands, your ses 
sion is, by the proclamation of his excel­
lency, limited to the period of ten days; 
but if the good of the State shall seem to 
demand your longer presence as a General 
Assembly, I will take the suitable measures 
for tho extension of your session.

The people have complained of oppres­
sive laws. I would recommend that all 
laws which are justly obnoxious, or which 
bear oppressively upon any portion of the 
people of this State, whether political or 
economical, be modified or repealed, and 
that all your legislation be conducted not 
in the interests of any class, but with a 
view to protect the rights, and foster the 
interests of the whole people of this State.
