or their administration, have been deemed
by eome oppressive, sad their ﬂsvhlm:i.
iherefore, is an imperative duty devplve

wpon you ae the legislative department of

the State. The political, social and indus-
trial condition of the State was so unsertied
by the late civil strife s to make the duties
of the General Asscmbly exceedingly deli-
cate and difficalt, but conceding pare mo-
tives and integrity to your predecessors, it
is probably neither uncharitable nor unjast,
to assume thut they have failed lurgely in
realizing the reasonsble xpectations of the
oitizens, because they have nomsuiticiently
studied the condition and wants of the
State, as a condition precedent, to the enact-
went of laws for the govermment of the
same,  Juconsiderateness and haste have
heretofore constituted the vice of our State
legislation.

I respectfully suggest thut you, appreciat-
ing yoar obligatious to thé people whom
you represent, not us pirtisans, but as citi-
zens, address yourselves to the work of
correeting uny defects that may, by expe-
rienca, he found to lave attached to the
legislation of your predecersorg,' whether
the smiwe way be in the luws regulating the
political righta of citizens, such as registra-
tion and elovtion aets, or the finaneial inter-
est of the eame, such as the statates afivot-
ing the expenses of goyvernment, colleetion
of taxes and public securties; and would
edrnestly recommend your honorable bodies
fo enaot such registration and elgction lnws
as will gecure to cach citizen, upon the
busis of exact and equal justice, the pos-
session and exerc of the right of sul-
frage, so that it hall not be in the power of
uny officer or ofticers, charged with the ex-
coution of the luws, to reproduce the as-
tounding and anomnious condition anid
complieations that were exhibited in the
lute S ate election.

The rights of the suffrngans, without re-
spect to race or condition in life, equaliy
and pertectly gecured, so that the vote
of each citizen shull tell in the clection with
the purposes for which it was cast by the
vorer, we will have lad the foundation,
broad snd deep, for public order in the
Stute, and good will among its people,

The best interests of the people of Louis-
iana demand that we shall no Jonger live in
the semi-revolutionary condition thut has
characterized us for the last several years,
but there must be, by attention to the mat-
ters herem sugges(m]. established such sta-
Lility in the government of the State as will
produce the popular conviction that the
political rights of the citizens do not depend
upon perpetunl coups d'etal or exceptional
legislation for their security, Tho public
quict thus secured by u satisfuctory adjust-
went of the political questions that now
disturb the quict of the State, I would re-
spectfully suggest that you turther the pub-
lio content and prosperity, by initiating sud
perfeoting, such legislution us will reduce
taxation by providing not ouly for the re-
duction of expenses of the government, but
the more economical collection und frithfal
expenditure of the public revenues.

Reformatory Iegislation is not only need-
el but practicable in. the direction suyges-
ted, muFI urge such specific attention to the
subject as it gravity demands, In harmony
with the general suggestions horein contain-
o, and without anticipating or forestulling
the more elaborate recomendations that the
Governor-elect will make to you when you
shall meet in regular s n in January
next,] de it appropriate t
tention to sey eral particuiar
lation.

So preva-
lent is this opinion, that iy of vur most
substantial vitizens are indisposed to pay
their taxes, leust the same should go to
satisfy these illegal: public claims.  The
ciremmstances considered, jostice to the
taxpayers, no less than to the oredit of the
State, requires 1w heporable bodies to
taks adequate measures not only to ascer-
tain the amount of the pablic debr, but the
oluss of securitios that muke up the sume,
that yon may enact such laws in the
Jreniises. g are noeessary 0 protect both
the citizens and the State

THE PLINTING LAW.

The law nuw in ferce, thongh an improve-
ment on the one super L hy it isvery
tive. Whatever re may Lave ex-
isted to justify itk origiual enactment, its
continuance on the statute books can no
longer be viodiested, It is objectionab
not only because Hable to by used for purti-
wan purposes, but nlsn for its costliness, It
should be so mmended gs to simplify it,
restriot it to the needs of the Stute, und to
rewit, the subjsct mattor of printing to
the more immediato control of the cow-
mwunities and parties interested therein and
ohurged with the exponses of tho sgne.
