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OUR PLAN OF SALVATION.
Our political storm has now about spent 

its lury, and it remains for the business 
men of New Orleans to decide whether 
they will maintain the sullen, dogged atti­
tude of inactivity which has been assumed 
ever since the inauguration of a Repub­
lican government in this State, or take hold 
in a spirit worthy of enter; rising men and 
strive to build up the trade of this city- 
ami their own fortunes at the same time. 
It is quite manifest that the power of 
wealth and the patronage of private sta­
tion have lost to a greater extent their in­
fluence over political affairs here. Whether 
for good or evil, the voters of the State 
have declined to heed the alluring prom­
ises of such business men as have assumed 
to direct them in their political duties. 
There have been strenuous attempts 
to divide and antagonize the two ele­
ments, to place a line of demarkation be­
tween the poor voter and the rich citizen, 
in all political movements the latter class 
alone has been consulted. Their names 
have been solicited to give respectabili ty 
and finish to all proposed plans, while the 
men who were required to work for their 
daily bread, and could only vote, were uot 
invited to participate in the councils, 
whether in the ward, the parish or the 
State committees. But the material and 
weighty matters of the campaign were 
left to chance. The poor people were ex­
pected to vote for the candidates which 
were nominated and indorsed by- the so- 
called “old and respectable citizens,” but 
they very naturally refused to do this, and 
gave their suffrages to men of their own 
choosing, who, in most instances, are men 
of their own class. Such was the case in 
18G8, 1870, and alsd in 1872. This prac­
tice prevailed last canvass in a more 
marked degree in the country than in the 
city.

After each election, however, it has 
been the custom for the defeated party to 
retire into itself and boast of a determina­
tion not to recognize or have anything to 
do with the radicals, scallawags and car­
pet-baggers, by which titles they desig­
nated the Republicans. They were ne­
groes and the friends of negroes, with 
whom association, even in a business 
way, would be a species of moral pollu­
tion. As the R epublican has before 
warned them, the owner of a business 
stand would lease bis property to a mer­
chant, and, having nothing else to do, 
would lounge around and abuse the cus­
tomers of bis tenant if they happened to 
he negroes, or white Republicans, -the 
friends of the negroes. This foolish con­
duct produced disastrous results, which 
naturally recoiled upon the offender, for 
the customers were driven away from the 
^erchant, who in turn moved his stock 
away to a better market, and left the store 
vacant. Then the “ property owner” 
grumbled at radical rule and high taxes, 
and joined the tax-resisters.

In many instances, the traders have 
been driven into the country, to keep a 
cross-roads store, and sent for his supplies 
to St. Louis or Cincinnati. There has 
been such a change wrought, by such 
practices, and the altered relations of 
labor and capital, that there is a constant 
drain of money from this State to the 
Northwest, for supplies, which ought to 
run in this direction, and would, jf our 
merchants were as zealous in their busi­
ness matters as they an bigoted in their 
politics.

Now, it is our earnest desire to see all 
this changed, so as to enhance the profits 
of business men, not by heavier charges, 
bat by an expansion of business. Instead 
■ f inserting ail their advertisements in 
two or three Democratic papers, who 
flatter them by pandering to their preju­
dices, and which are all confined to nearly 
the same narrow limits, they should ad­
dress themselves to their customers 
through such mediums as are likely to 
reach all classes. They should act and 
talk as though there were no politics in 
business ; that though they may not like 
the principles of a Republican, they have 
no objection to inviting business relations 
with him.

When a merchant restricts bis cus­
tomers to a particular class, he virtually 
decreases ihe population of the locality on 
which he depends for support to the ex­
act number of the excluded class. Oar 
merchants have been doing this sort of a 
half business for five or six years, and 
they have grown poor at it. The party 
they favored in the late election has been 
defeated, as it was in 1808 and 1870. 
Now, unless they bring a little wisdom, a 
little common sense, to their aid, they will 
follow the old precedent, and poke along 
in the same profitless way as before, grum­
bling and complaining at the same time 
of the darkness caused by their standing 
in their own light.

A few simple remedies will effect won­
ders. Let our merchants, bankers, insur­
ance men, and everybody else except 
newspaper men and officials, eschew poli­
tics except at the polls or primary meet­
ings and throw open their doors wide to 
the public and treat every man as a man 
should be treated who presents himself as 
a customer. Let each man suppose he 
counts one at the polls (if he votes) and 
no more, no matter how his name 
figures on the assessment roll. Let it be 
understood that an aristocrat on a ten 
tlions; nd dollar basis is an essential feil- 
i vc. and to set • p f< r In in , • li i. ■ nth i • 
ij octal ie i n 1< ss than h ilf a million, with 
mi • tin r qualification, an egr 
d r.

THE SITUATION.

The public excitement that has pre­
vailed during the past three,or four weeks 
had nearly died away yesterday, and 
people were generally settling down to 
their accustomed habits and occupations. 
The bankers and financiers have not yet 
cashed any of the warrants issued by the 
Isabelle Legislature at par, nor any other 
price; the committee of one hundred—or 
two, we forget which number was finally 
agreed upon - has not yet departed for 
Washington, nor even, so far as we car. 
learn, raised the funds to pay the ex-, 
penses. That “special train” is therefore 
yet waiting for them. This reminds us 
that we are as famous for raising com­
mittees who are expected to do some great 
things as we are a: laying comer stones. 
Neither ever come to any degree of per­
fection. This committee of one hundred 
were yesterday discussing the questions 
involved in their organization—some were 
for two hundred, others for thirty-one, on 
the score of ecomony, while one member 
thought seven would be quite enough. 
The proposition that received the most 
favor at one time was to retain the services 
of that emine-nt citizen, J. Sella Martin, 
and send him on to Washington to repre­
sent “ this people.” The fate of this 
proposition is given by our reporter in 
another column.

This movement may be considered as 
ended. The gentlemen who own the re­
spectable names that were paraded before 
the public yesterday in the city papers 
feel very little interest in the matter, but 
were actually forced to give at least silent 
acquiescence, under threats of a loss of 
business. They have carefully abstained, 
however, from putting their names to any 
subscription paper, and are likely to re­
main firm in their refusal to be bled for 
any such wild goose mission.

Judge Hawkins, recently appointed to 
the Superior District Court, organized this 
tribunal and transacted some business, 
such as receiving a case or two from other 
courts, listening to seme motions £ixlren­
dering one judgment.

Tlie threatened emeuie with ihe State 
militia was averted by the prudence of the 
officers having the respective forces in 
charge, to the great gratification of every 
well disposed person in the city. The 
armory was peaceably surrendered to one 
of General Emory’s officers, and finally 
placed under charge of the police.

Thus the surface irritation which has 
unsettled business, provoked anxieties 
and raised some fears has nearly all dis­
appeared, and the city presents its ordi­
nary appearance.

TEE BUSINESS INTERESTS.
The committee of one. hundred did not, 

as they might have done, explain the in­
jury which our annual revolutions have 
done to the business interests of the city. 
The revolutions arc to determine who shall 
have the offices, salaries and contracts of 
State and city governments. It is cer­
tainly eminently proper that political 
leaders should be provided with the means 
of living and acquiring property. But is 
there no other class concerned * Factors 
of produce, merchants, by wholesale and 
retail, hotel keepers and other places of 
entertainment are alike interested in the
resort of peoplo to tbe city.

When the 
drinking house and the caucus are filled 
wirh men indignant at the crime of ex­
cluding them from office, does no one' 
think of • the poor, white and black, 
and of their old people and children, 
guiltless of all conspiracy against the 
t ights of any one. V/e may be pointed to 
the well known public and private 
charities of our noble city, but we find 
those charities limited by a depreciated 
credit and by stagnant industry. While 
the government of the United States has 
avowed its determination to execute the 
law of Congress according to its own con­
struction of that law. When the best ad­
visers of any business interests have coun­
seled the people to do no act. which wilj 
bring the State inarmed coliisirn with 
the federal government there is a duty 
which both parties, and all parties, should 
perform. It- i.s to spread abroad evidence 
that strangi rs may visit our city without 
personal danger; that capitalists may in­
vest their money without apprehension of 
loss; that shippers may consign to our 
factors without risk ot tire or failure-. 
These are all interests in which all are 
concerned without rc-spect to opinion. 
Depreciation of property v,.k: :■ effects 
every man who has a house. Discount of 
public warrants falls as well upon the poor 
school mistress as upon the highest sala­
ried officer. It may be retorted upon us 
that this has all be- u done by the iutro- 
dui tion oi federal tn ; -.

conflict, and the subsidence of the pas 
sions it has naturally engendered, we 
shall devote much of our columns to the 
business interests of the city. Especially 
will we nrge upon the Republican Con­
gress and executive the duty of awarding 
to Louisiana those measures for the de­
fense and development of the planting 
and commercial interests which may 
have been held in abeyance during the 
chronic conflicts of the past six years.

It is in this common interest that a thor­
ough reform of our legislation is required, 
and a higher standard of public economy 
and integrity necessary. The extrava­
gant appropriations for legislative ses­
sions, the immense cost to the State of the 
late campaign election, should all be re­
viewed, and in future reduced. We shall 
address ourselves iu good faith to insist on 
these reforms, and we give our own inter­
est as a guarantee to those that ask one.

It will be useless to attribute this over­
ture and avowal of purpose to any. wish to 
conciliate, or any apprehension of public 
responsibility. Our position is better as­
sured than it may have been heretofore, 
when violence, in place of order, was 
recommended. We avow thc-:~e sentimets 
because we can fearlessly utter them—in­
different to, as we are above, all ultraism 
and fear of consequences. It is done be­
cause the restoration ox Louisiana has 
been postponed to the distribution ot 
offices; because the wholetweight of these 
conflicts has fallen upon the commercial, 
the shipping and the planting interests, 
and because, for present or future, for 
woe or welfare, the interests of the R e ­
publican, and of its proprietors, are 
bound up with that of Louisiana. With­
out immigration and capital Louisiana 
must languish in her present lethargy. 
Tp secure these we must have peace and 
protection to property from ruinous ex­
actions of taxation, anil from irresponsi­
ble exercise of political power. Let us 
have peace, and prosperity will follow. 
What say the people ?

INTERESTING TO SUGAR PLANTERS.
It will be remembered that certain of 

our sugar planters who are of opinion 
that the sugar cane of Louisiana has de­
teriorated, appointed Mr. Lapice their 
agent to visit foreign countries, examine 
their productions, and send boms such 
varieties of cane as might in his opinion 
be advantageously introduced. Mr. La­
pice properly sought the aid of the fed­
eral government in this enterprise, and 
the Bureau of Agriculture, which has 
done so much to distribute throughout 
the Union all plants and seeds of probable 
advantage to the farmer, at once extended 
the aid of an introduction and commenda­
tion to our consuls abroad, and placed at 
the disposal of Mr. Lapice such facilities 
as were properly within its control. Mr. 
Lapice now writes a friend in this 
city that he has performed a parrot the 
mission entrusted to him by visiting 
Java, from which country he has brought- 
to Marseilles a large quantity of sugar 
cane cuttings, which will be sent around 
to Havre and to Southampton, to be 
thence shipped to New Orleans. As this 
letter is written from Paris the sixteenth 
of November, and announces that he had 
left these cuttings at Marseilles, we may ) 
anticipate that they will be received here j 

the end of the present month, 
the expectation of Mr. Lapice:
« procured about eleven thousand 
i ot a variety of ribbon cane, of a 
:>lor. It has made the fortune of

qualities required by trie soil 
of Louisiana, a firm rind, well 

developed ‘‘.yes, abundant leaves to protect 
it. it has strong roots. There are faint 
and minute stripes separating ihe eyes, and 
others across the Rtaik near the jednts. It 
wiil yield Sii hogsheads <:.-i acre, resisting as 
well ;l;e most obstinate drought and the 
most abundant rains. _ It yields from eight 
to ten feet fit for the mill, is about two 
inches in diametei; at eight months after 
being planted it is tit for the mill, and the 
juice stands at a consistency of from 8- toll 
Beanme. This cane originated in Cheribon 
and Batavia, ana has been introduced by 
Messrs. Gonsalves and Yander Brotie. by 
birth Hollanders, and among the richest in­
habitants of Java. The latter gentleman 
has made twenty thousand hogsheads of 
sugar this year.

At Bentenzong, the Governor's resi­
dence, Mr. Lapice has obtained the gen­
uine ribbon cane—such, we presume, as 
we have here—in all its perfection. He 
has a;-c obtained specimens of other varie-

He acknowledges the hospitalities ex­
tended to his mission, and though having 
encountered much fatigue, we are grati. 
fled to learn his health and energy is un­
impaired. This intelligence, considering 
the advanced age of Mr. Lapice, will 
gratify those who look with much anxiety 
to the result of his mission.

It is, however, to Tie inferred from this 
letter that he has no: attained the com­
plete objects of the expedition. He ex­
pected to leave Paris about the first to the 
fifth instant for New York, whence he pro­
poses to visit Washington to ask of Con­
gress an appropriation, which will enable 
him to return not again to Java -but to

combined authority of the whole. The 
mission of a few planters, whether of corn, 
cotton, or sugar, for recognition and aid 
in foreign countries, would have little in­
fluence, when, however, accredited ^nd 
indorsed by- a. powerful and world-re­
nowned nation—as the British traders in 
Abyssinia, the Scotch explorer in Nygami, 
or the agent of the sugar planters of Louis­
iana—the rights of individuals are re­
spected even by the most distant barba­
rians. _ _

MR. BOARMAN’S POINT.
Mr. Alexander Boarman, who has been 

flattered by the “tabulators” with the idea 
that he is a member of Congress, lias just 
made a brilliant point against the adminis­
tration, establishing, in his opinion, the 
rather damaging fact that the administra­
tion has been guilty of inconsistency in 
its Louisiana policy. We will give 31 r. 
Boarman’s case as it comes to us from 
Washington:

Mr. Boarman said ro Attorney General 
Williams that th* policy and friendship ot 
the administration seem to change with the 
seasons. Last-winter, when the Ron a fide 
citizens of Louisiana wanted to push War- 
moth from power in the State, the_ federal 
government was swift in furnishing him 
(Warmoth) with Gatling guns and bayonets, 
and this winter, when the same people are 
trying to keep Kellogg and the United 
States marshal from running rough shod 
over them, the administration is equally as 
eager to assist Kellogg aud his party with 
the army of the United States.

Now, as it appears that the Democracy 
of Louisiana has attempted to create a 
disturbance on two different occasions, in 
both of which they were quietly but firmly- 
opposed by the government, it stands in 
the light of being inconsistent. Last 
year they wished to drive Governor \\ ar- 
motk from the executive chair, but Presi­
dent Grant said no. . This year they at­
tempted to prevent the installation of 
Governor Kellogg, who was elected by- the 
same votes and i iff the same interests that 
heretofore sustained Governor Warmoth 
when he was wrestling with the 
disorderly Democracy. To this mo­
dest proposition the President, as before, 
returns a decided negative, and 3Ir. Boar- 
rnan thinks he has changed with the 
seasons. He has ordered liis officers to 
kc-ep the peace on two different occasions, 
on each of which he had the misfortune 
to oppose the Democracy, and 3Ir. Boar- 
man discovers palpable inconsistency ! 
That it happened to be the fortune to 
oppose Governor 3Varmoth in one ease 
aud enlist him as an ally in another may 
possibly be sufficient to the mind of a 
Boarman to sustain his point, but that 
will hardly be accepted in diplomatic 
circles. •-----------O---- ------- *

A NEW LICENSE BILL.
We observe in yesterday’s proceedings 

of the House that Hon. J. S. 31athews, cf 
Tensas, has introduced a bill to provide a 
revenue, to giant and collect licenses, etc. 
The bill contemplates the reduction cf 
rates of all licenses; and is, in fact, a pure­
ly reform measure, one earnestly desired 
by a large class of citizens. Its main 
provisions, so far as a hasty examination 
enables us to judge of it, are, in our judg­
ment, wise and proper, especially the part 
which reduces the compensation tc tax 
collectors for collecting the licenses.

The bill has passed a second reading 
and has been ordered to be printed.

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PROCLAMATION TO THE PEOPLE 

OF LOUISIANA.
Statu of Louisiana, ) 

Executive Department, > 
Ne^ Orleans, December 11, 1872.)

Whereas, Under the provisions of the laws of 
Louisiana, and such national legislation as the pro­
tection of the sanctities of citizenship demanded 
the good people of the State, did proceed on the 
fourth of November to cast their votes for Presi 
dent, Vice President and Congressmen, and also for 
Governor, Lieutenant Governor and othe 
State officers, aud for members of the Senate and 
Honse of Representatives of the State; and

Whereas, The Eoaid of Returning Officers cre­
ated by the statute to consolidate the primary re­
turns and proclaim officially the same, did no, 
only according to the forms of law. but under tlie 
guardianship and authority of the highest judicial 
tribunal having jurisdiction, proceed to canvass 
the ballots cast, and under oath duly promulgated 
and made reioril of the same; and

Whereas, The members of the Senate and House 
of Representatives thus returned, convoked by tbe 
Governor, did in General Assembly convene. Ue- 
ca-ruber 9, in the State House in the city of New 
Oilcans, and havi-g organized according to law, 
did proceed, as provided iu the constitution and 
statutes of the State, tto prefer articles of impeach­
ment against H. C. Warmoth, Governor of the 
State, charging him with grave crimes and misde­
meanors in office; and

Whereas, Said articles of impeachment, prepared 
by the Honse, were, through a duly appoiuted 
board of managers, presented to the Senate, and 
said Senate to..k order therein aud proceeded to, 
organize a high court ot impeachment for the trial 
of said Warmctli, with the Chief Justice of .lie 
Slate presiding, thus determining by the highest 
judicial recognition the legal status' of the General 
Assembly; and

Whereas, Said impeachment under the constitu­
tion operated a suspension in the instance of said 
Warmoth from the executive office, aud devolved, 
upon me executive duties and powers, which I 
formally assumed, as required by the constitution, 
and duly by proclamation made known lo the citi­
zens of Louisiana; and

Whereas, Notwithstanding the foregoing, certain 
evil-minded persons pretending to act as members 
of tlie General Assembly have conspired with 
said impeached and suspended H. C. 
Warmoth to organize a pretended General 
Assembly, and by proclamation, resolutions, threats 
and other unlawful and violent means, attempted, 
in violation of the peace and dignity of the State, 
to the great jeopardy of the public good, to sub­
vert the constituted authorities and obstruct the 
execution of the laws;

Now, therefore, I, P. 11. S. Pinelibaek, Lieutenant. 
Governor, and acting Governor of Louisiana, the 
premises considered, do issue this my proclama­
tion, declaring my purpose in the interest of the 
whole people to uphold the constituted authorities 
of the State, and to enforce the laws of the same; 
in the meanwhile enjoining all State 
officers to take note thereof and govern 
themselves accordingly, and warning and 
commanding H. C. Warmoth and his abettors 
to abstain from all further obstruction and infrac. 
tions of laws, and to disband and discontinue their 
illegal and riotous assemblies; and I appeal to all 
good citizens, without respect to party affiliations, 
to discountenance all efforts to produce discontent 
and disquiet in the community, aud to aid me by 
their countenance and co-operatisn in tho'enforce- 
ment of the laws.

Given under my hand and seal of the State this, 
eleventh day of December, A It. 1872, and of the in­
dependence of the United- States the ninety, 
seventh.
