PETITIONS AND MEMORIALS.

Mr. Murrell, of Madison, introduced the 
petitions of Messrs. J. L. Desarzant and J. 
Nichols, which were referred to the Com­
mittee on Elections and Qualifications.

Air. Dewees, ot Red River, chairman c3 
The Committee on Elections and Qualifica­
tion!, submitted the following report:

Committee os Election* and (JrAiaricATtoNs, > 
December 17, 1B72. S 

To th e  Honorable Speaker and Members of the 
House of Representatives:

Your committee, to whom was referred 
the contested election cases of R. T. Thomp­
son and John Langles vs. J. J. Alellon and 
James Tituouy, from the first ward of 
Orleans, have had those eases under ex­
amination and have taken all the evidence 
offered, which has been printed by order 
of the House, and is this day laid upon 
the desks of the members.

The gentlemen whose seats are contested 
have been repeatedly notified that their 
cases were before this committee, and to 
appear with such evidence as they might 
see fit to offer in defense, but they have 
treated the notices with silence, and have

failed to appear or make anv response to 
the claims against their seats.

The.cases being identical (both contest­
ants running upon the same ticket) are sup­
ported by the same testimony, and the affi­
davits herewith presented show conclu­
sively that a series of systematic frauds 
were perpetrated throughout the ward for 
the purpose of defeating the Republican 
ticket, notwithstanding that the Demo­
cratic vote was divided by two sets of can­
didates for the same office, each of whom 
polled Wlurge vote, while the Republican 
vote was concentrated upon one ticket.

If appears in evidence that large numbers 
of colored men were prevented from regis­
tering by the manv illegal and frivolous ar 
rests madeby the State assistant supervisor.

It also appears that many men who had 
their registration certificates in proper 
form, and who offered to vote the Repub­
lican ticket, were refused the right so to 
vote by some of the commissioners of 
election, while many others who were not 
residents of the ward w7ere permitted to 
vote the fusion ticket without any hindrance 
on the part of said commissioners, Your 
committee find from the evidence 
submitted that more than enough votes 
were cast for both the contestants in this 
case to have elected them, but that said 
votes were suneptitiously and fraudu­
lently abstracted from the ballot-boxes be 
fore the final counting of the same, and 
others of the opposing candidates deposited 
in their stead. Your committee find other 
irregularities which militated against the 
contestants in this case, to an extent much 
more than sufficient to have elected them 
to the positions ‘claimed by them. And in 
view of the facts as shown in the printed 
testimony, your committee deem it but just 
and right to respectfully recommend that 
R. T. Thompson and J. Langles be declared 
the duly elected representatives for the first 
ward of the parish oi Orleans, and that 
they be sworn in and seated accordingly.

Your committee would further report that 
they have carefully examined the cases of 
David Wilson and E Prevost vs. J. J. Fin­
ney and .J. A. Rice, for the' second ward of 
the parish of Orleans, and have taken all 
the testimony obtainable by the committee 
on the subject, which has been printed by 
order of your honorable body, and is to-day 
laid upon the desks of the members. The 
evidence is of the same nature, only perhaps 
showing frauds to a greater extent than in 
the cases in the first ward, as reported on 
above; and, as all the evidence is printed 
in a manner easily read and understood, 
your committee do not deem it necessary to 
make an extended report thereon. They 
would therefore respectfully recommend 
(the evidence showing said contestants to 
have been elected, and no evidence being 
offered to the contrary) that David Wilson 
and E. Prevost be declared duly elected 
Representatives from the second ward of 
the parish of Orleans, and that they be 
sworn in and seated accordingly.

All of which is respectfully submitted,
