Bill to provide for the eonstruction of a
ghip canal mear Fort St, Philip, in the
Stute of Lonisinna.,

Whaergas, The Mississippi river is a
nativnal highway, the improvement and de-
fense of which concern the whole people of
this uation; and,

Whareas, The copstruction of a ship canal
to cunnect the navizable waters of J:n Mis-
sissippi and the Gulf of Mexico, of suflicient
dimensions for the passage of vessels of the
largest tonnage, will aftord great prot n
as » military work, and will be ot vast i
porisnce to the United Stutes In fucilitating
and increasing the commeres betyesn the
United States ; and

Whereas, Said cnnal should be construocted
and controlled by the Goversment of the
