S e c t i o n ). B o it enacted b y  the Senate 

and House of Representatives of the State 
of Louisiana, in General Assembly con­

thorized to institute or continue in the name 
of the State of Louisiana any suit or jud i­
cial proceeding, and all other persona are 
prohibited from doing the same, provided 
that nothing herein shall be construed to 
prevent the executive of the State from di­
recting the institution of any proceeding in 
the State courts which in bis opinion his 
duty as executive may render necessary.

Six:. 2 Be it further enacted, etc., That 
the said A. P. Field is authorized and in ­
structed to discontinue any and all pro­
ceedings instituted in the Supreme Court of 
the United States by H. N. Ogden or any 
other person in the name of the said State.

said Field has been duly commissioned as 
th e  A ttorney General of this S 'ate; and. I

General Assembly, and domiciled in the 
parish of Orleans, shall be a party, or be in­
terested, where the amount in dispute shall 
exceed the sum of one hundred dollars, and 
said court shall have appellate jurisdiction 
from the justices of the peace in the parish
