Cr.AfMiNt. t h e  O f f ic e  o f  A t t o r n e y  G e n ­

e r a l .— M e. / / ■  A'. Oyden in the Criminal 
Court —Mr 11. N. Ogden appeared yester­
day morning before Judge Abell and moved 
that, having been duly elected Attorney 
Genera! of Louisiana, be be permitted to go 
on witli the business of the State. He said 
that it was a well-known fact that he was 
duly commissioned, and his commission had 
been spread on the minutes of the First Dis­
trict Court. Therefore, he claimed to be 
entitled to recognition.

Judge Abell answered as follows:
This is a distinct branch of government— 

the judiciary. By the theory of the govern­
ment and the first principle of right, all 
power emanates from the people; and who­
ever 'lias received the greater number o* le­
gal votes, in the opinion of this court, is the 
Attornoy General of the State of Louisiana 
d: jure. The power to decide that question 
does not properly belting to a subordinate 
court, especially in troublesome times such 
as we have now iallcn into. 1 behove in ail 
countries it is used to recognize tin* powers 
that be, until brought judicially before

1 *1 lind a government existing in the State 
of Louisiana, in which I rocoguize sufficient 
power, aided by the government of the 
l  a,ted, Stat.-s, to control courts and people. 
Under the circumstances I feel it my duty 
to recognize the existence of that govern­
ment, and to execute the laws a.- 1 find 
them with fidelity and impartiality. 1 
therefore respectfully overrule the motion 
to recognize (dr. Ogden as tlie Attorney 
General"ol the existing government, and 
will now proceed to the business ot tue 
State,

Mi .’Ogden said :
In making this motiou I have been actu­

ated by the rumple desire to do toy duty as 
an elected officer of the State, belonging to 
the regular government, wiiieii nui-t  ̂even­
tually lie restored. To keep tnysell in a 
proper position belore this court and the 
countrv generally.

1 waiit to say this, if your honor please, 
that my commission as Attorney General 
was issued bv Governor W aruioth wticu lie 
was unquestionably Governor oi the State, 
betore luip.-ucliuient was thought ol. and 
that commi-M-m exhausted the execu­
tive power to issue commissions. \Y nether 
Piueubaek be Governor ol the State or not, 
he can not issue a commission to another 
party claiming to be Attorney General until 
inv commission as such has been dull re­
voked. Therefore, it it please the court, 1 
ask. as Attorney General of the State ot 
Louisiana, lea we to tile a protest am! have 
it spread on the minutes, against the as­
sumption of this office by any one but my­
self. and more especially by Colonel Field.

Colonel Field, in reply to Mr. Ogden, 
Stated that lie did not consider himsell as 
an intruder in office, and that he had lived 
too long in Louisiana and was too tho­
roughly identified with if to place himsell 
in antagonism with the people. He dir- 
lered from the vi«*w oi the ease presented 
by Mr. Ogden, that no commission could be 
issued after the one given him by Governor 
YVarmoth. On the contrary, you may go 
beiiind a commission as well as behind any 
other document. He wished it understood 
that Jre had no desire to engage in a scram­
ble for office, and if at any time the courts

should decide against him, no one would 
more gracefully and cheerfully yield to 
their decrees than he.

Judge Abell said he had no objection to 
Mr. Ogden's protest being entered on the 
minutes, ami the following entry was made 
upon the minutes of the court:

Hon. H. N. Ogden appeared this day in 
court, and claiming to be the Attorney 
General of the State of Louisiana, declared 
himself to be ready to proceed with the 
business of the State as such, which said 
motion was refused for reasons already de­
livered in open court.

I pon which ruling of the court, the Hon. 
H. N. Ogden, claiming to be the Attorney 
General of the State ot Louisiana, asked 
leave ot the court to protesfiagainst any 
other person being permitted to appear as 
Attorney Gr-neml in this court, which leave 
was granted.

Cause and Effect tn New Orleans.
There is good sense in the subjoined arti­

cle from the Houston Union:
We begin to think that the notoriety of 

New Orleans for bad government must be 
owing to something wrong in the people. 
Perhaps it would be unjust to say that its 
business classes are composed largely of 
men who have gone there, not to grow with 
the growth of the city, helping and being 
helped, but to make fortunes by hook and 
crook. Nevertheless, we have heard New 
Orleans business men, who were not Re­
publicans, bragging on Warmoth’s shrewd 
rascality in a way which led us to believe 
that they w ould like very much to imitate 
it in their own spheres of operation.

But it such a charge as that just sug­
gested would be imjust, we believe it is 
true that the people of New Orleans make 
nincompoops of themselves, and invite all 
the troubles that come upon them, by their 
maudlin devotion to the “lost cause,” and 
by following unteaehable teachers of obso­
lete Confederate politics Ie>ok, for ex­
ample, at an article in Saturday’s Picayune, 
which, after glorifying the South and South­
ern statesmanship and conduct as abso­
lutely per feet, and denouncing everything 
Northern as tyrannical and corrupt, con­
cludes thus :

“The war ended, their (the Northern) 
statesmanship nval3 its incipiency and con 
tinuance. They go deliberately to work, to 
enslave themselves. The hatred towards 
the South is used to accomplish this pur­
pose; and by the fourteenth and fifteenth 
amendments to the constitution, passed by 
force and fraud, they have made their long 
sought for policy of consolidation triumph­
ant; and a despotism now reigns in the 
United States, the most odious and oppres­
sive in Christendom, it is a despotism of 
the money power. It is a despotism of sec­
tions. It is a despotism of numbers, with­
out wisdom, and without remorse. There is 
the fruit of Northern statesmanship! Rev­
olution—discontent—tyranny.”

Now, we can not help thinking that a 
people who feed on such views as these, 
prepare themselves to be vietims ot enter­
prising rascality, just as a weak, wishy- 
washy constitution prepares a man for all 
sorts of floating diseases. We don't wonder 
that New Orleans is the butt of the world 
for lack of enterprise, just as she, is for had 
government. She is stuck in the mud ol 
effete notions and sentiments, and would 
probably spend more money to get up a 
tribute to Jeff Davis, or to a piece oi the 
old banner ot the Tigerville ruffians, than to 
build a railroad upou which the liie ot iter 
commerce is dependent. A people wiio 
have no more common sense than to be 
ruled at this time of day by old South Caro 
lina polities, by the idea that nothing right 
has been done since the days of Calhoun 
and Yancey, and by a narrow prejudice 
against everything Northern, deserve no 
pity, either for their commercial failures or 
for any political entanglement, no matter 
how disastrous, in which they may involve 
themselves.

The President—Wliat Beecher Says of Him.
We reproduce an extract from the speech 

of Henry Ward Beecher before the New 
England Society in New York:
.Since General Grant has been the Presi­

dent of the United States he has not had an 
easy time. I think that, if he had his 
ehoiee, he would prefer to go back and 
tight the battle of the Wilderness over 
again than to have to tight the battles which 
have beleaguered him since he has been 
President of the United States. I do not 
propose to discuss now the merits or de­
merits of General Grant as he stands in the 
light of the present day. I think we shall 
not know what he is until alter he is dead, 
or until he is out of office ten or fifteen 
years; and iu twenty years hence I think 
there will be scarcely any doubt that for 
general good, for sturdy honesty, for wis­
dom, gathering with experience, ho has 
proved not simply a good President, but as 
good a President as stauds iu the long list 
of Presidents that have sat iu that chair. 
[Cheers. I We all were glad to take his ser­
vices at the h -ud of the a* my, aad we did 
not stint our praises over the services which 
he rendered in these trying times, and it 
was not his ambition that took him to the 
presidential chair. He was a soldier essen­
tially, and not an educated politician. 
When he went to the presidential chair at 
the call of the people of the United States, 
the impression which tiie whole people had— 
a most mischievous impression—was that 
this government could fie run by the com­
mon people and the politicians be kicked 
out. Now, when you can run a manufactory 
with all the trained operatives turned out 
and young workmen put in; when you can 
run commerce wi’li all the wise old mer­
chants on one side and the inexperienced 
clerks on the other side managing the busi­
ness, then you can run this complicated 
government of the United States by ex 
eluding politicians. You ought to exclude 
poor ones, as you would exclude poor ma­
terials in every day life; but the govern­
ment must lie conducted by men who study 
government; men who are not amateurs, 
imt who make it the business of life. 
There should lie a public sentiment 
that would make young men consecrate 
themselves to political economy, to legis­
lation, to all the great questions which 
belong to and are connected with the 
institutions of such a great people as 
we are, and which they should make 
their life business; they would lie politicians 
in the better sense of the term—they would 
he patriots; and, instead of being excluded, 
should be, the men on whom to lean and 
trust. Now, General Grant went to the 
presidential chair bearing with him this 
foolish idea of wiping out the great mass of 
the politicians. They 'were described as 
bargainers, and corrupt, and desiring their 
own selfish ends. Doubtless; but it you 
don't have a government until you have 
angels to administer it, you will have 
a long interregnum in this country.
(Laughter. | And the first mistake that 
was made was made not by General Grant, 
but by tiie people who put him there, 
who told him to go to Washington 
and administer tiie government after a 
certain manner—and lie did, and what was 
the result f The result was that as soon as 
anybody else he saw his mistake, and lie 
began to leap towarSfclie politicians. He 
did not like them: be hated them. In 
making lfis early seieetions of confidential 
advisers, I don’t know that ho was the 
wisest man. 1 le was transplanted from a 
congenial to an uncongenial soil, but my 
impression is now that tiie four years he 
has been there he has been learning, and 
now he is better prepared to sit in the presi­
dential chair than any other we could have 
selected. [Applause.] You talk to me 
about a brilliant President—brilliancy is 
all very well; but 1 think that a man 
may be an orator, and not lie handsome, 
auii mav be handsome without being uu 
orator.

A mui*. may he a President withoj: ■> par­
ticle ot brilliancy, and be wise, -(padfast, 
sagacious, sincere, standing by his triemls, I 
carrying out the behests ol the party that 
elected him: having iiis eye on tiie great in- 
t re-t of tne country, and not on iiis ow n 
petty interest. Grant has one fault which I 
will never pardon: he does not knowhow 
to cut a dash: [Laughter.] lie does not 
know ho 'o make a show tor the sake of 
enjoying i : he is modest: lie is simple. 
When he was called to le vc the chair w in u 
our lamented friend and neighbor. Mr. 
Greeley, la.v iu state he blushed like a 
school boy, walked down tiie broad aisle and 
ha cl the eyes of the congregation fixed on 
him. He w as to me a refreshing sight: a bed 
of tifiii's was not more refreshing than to 
see a blush ou the warlike face of the Presi­
dent oi the United States. He does not* 
make < g; cat deal of show. He does not 
like proec-sions. t > appear in uniform, or to 
make speeches; he is taciturn: and the 
American people could not have put iu tiie 
presidential chair a man so unlike the va­
riety of popular men as General Grant. 
Our ueop’e do like a show : nevertheless he 
lias grow u and is growing in tiie confidence 
of the g ifjt common people of tiie country: 
and my owu: impression is that in these four 
years he will show an administration that 
w ill au-wer all the great ends of a wise ad­
ministration. I believed in General Grant 
from the. beginning: I have never wavered 
tor* moment; I believe iu him more to day 
than four years ago, and when he shall 
have passed anothi r term and leave it 
finally, all m**n will consent that he has 
made a thoroughly good President; and 1 
congratulate you, gentlemen of New Eng­
land. that the loins of the man who main­
tains the church in the White House is a 
man whose grandfather was born in New 
England [laughter], and I have only to say 
that if General Grant is so great a man

when he was not born in New England, 
what would he have been if the fates had 
ordered him to be born there? [Laughter 
and applause ]

T h e  M u r d e r e r  W e s t—H e  T a k e s  i t  C o o lly .
Professor West, who is incarcerated in 

the jail at Newcastle, Delaware, for the 
murder of the colored man, and afterward 
mutilating his body, appears to take things 
coolly, as the following extract from a letter 
from him to a friend in Wilmington will 
show. lie says: *‘I have made a full, clear 
and unvarnished confession of all I did, 
much of which I do not remember. I have 
but little fear of the final result, as the pub­
lic can not be governed by passion till the 
time of m.v trial, and if reason prevails I shall 
be acquitted. I have Smitbers and Digby 
employed. My previous character is 
much in my favor, although the newspapers 
make me a perfect devil; but that is to their 
advantage. I should have delivered myself 
to the sheriff at once, but for my wife's deli­
cate health, and the age and health of my 
parents. I was afraid the announcement of 
being in jail might produce serious results 
betore the circumstances could be explained 
to them. I have a good leather bed,"plenty 
to eat. and that which is good—to be in 
jail—and. everything considered. I am com­
fortable. This is a page in my history I 
least expected. I am innocent of any crime 
before my Creator, and I trust it may be 
made sj to appear before mun.”
