Tariff on Licorice.
The Washington special of the Louisville 

Courier■ Journal telegraphs:
An effort is now being made to have lico­

rice, paste, mass and stick, placed on the 
free list. A bill to effect this was passed by 
the House a t the la s t  session, but failed jn  
the Senate, and all th a t was effected was a 
reduction of the duty from ten cents to nine 
cents per pound. The importation of lico­
rice iu the last fiscal year was 2,090,558 
pounds, valued a t $302,455, on which there 
was levied a tariff duty  of $206,055, being 
sixty-six per cent on an article which en­
ters as an essential* constituent into the 
manufactured tobacco of the country. This 
last branch of manufacture pays $31,000,- 
000 into the treasury under au excise duty 
of twenty cents per ponnd.

The licorice under this last tax pays a 
second duty, estimated a t 125 per cent. It 
is believed 'that this tariff duty on licorice 
is not only burdensome to the manufactur­
ers of plug tobacco, but a blow to the export 
trade of the article. It has caused an ex­
port to Canada of raw leaf of 4,805,496 
pounds, valued a t $555,660, the secret ot the 
export being tha t the Canadian manufac­
turer gets this and other essential ingre­
dients free, using licorice paste in his work 
a t fourteen cents per pound, whereas the 
American manufacturer has to pay from 
twenty-six to th irty  cents currency per 
pound for his licorice, thus adding largely 
to the cost of his export article, and giving 
the Canadian manufacturer an advantage 
to that extent in the foreign market for both 
countries.

A comparison ot the amount ot leaf and 
manufactured tobacco exported shows that 
the export oi leaf tobacco last year was 
265,046.892 pounds, and of manufactured 
tobacco only 9,565,981 pounds, or a. propor­
tion of twenty-eight to one, which is ex­
plained partly a t least by the heavy tax on 
this article. There are a few licorice manu­
facturers in the United States who contend 
that this tax should be kept up to protect 
their industry. To this it is answered that 
the tobacco manufacturers use the domestic 
product to a very limited extent, for the 
reason that the foreign article is much su­
perior m quality for their purpose. Tlie 
home-made article is used chiefly iu chem­
icals for medical purposes.

8 bi|i|iiiiR F ac ilitie s .
[From tlie St. Louis Democrat.]

St. Louis has been more cramped in her 
commerce through a lack of cars to carry 
licr goods southward than by any other 
re risen. To the usual interrogatory as to 
‘ business,” the reply made is tha t “it would 
be better if we could only get cars enough 
to till half eur orders w ith "  “ Why, sir,” 
said a prominent miller on ’Change yester­
day, “you don’t begin to realize the damage 
tliis lack of shipping facilities in the winter 
is to this city. 1 have orders now on file 
from Southern firms for Hour, which would 
require fifteen cars per day to till. I can't 
get three cars per day. W hat am T to do ?”

To all such queries there can be but one 
reply. First call a public meeting ot steam­
boatmi n and merchants on ’Change, and 
pass a memorial requesting the Congress of 
the United States to appropriate a t its 
present session $500,000 tor the purpose, of 

putting wing dams on all the bad places be­
tween here and Cairo, so th a t our steamers 
need never lay by or be banished to Bel­
mont and Cairo when navigation is not 
impeded by the running of ice. There have 
been but lew days thus far this winter, 
when, if  there had been p lenty  of water, 
the boats might not nil have pm  with com­
parative safety. The trouble lias been 
low water, and not ice Tlie next 
step should tie to build another railway on 
an air line to New OtJeanR, making direct 
connection with as many other crossing and 
diverging lines as possible. There can not 
be a doubt hut tha t inside of five years the 
business of importing via the Gull will have 
achieved proportions so important as to 
give another direct lino to New Orleans a 
large smuttier business in bringing up light 
and valuable goods. It is certain, too, that 
the express trade in tropical Iruits will 
very largely increAe, and form a large 
item in the earnings of a new road, espe­
cially an air line, managed in the same 
prompt and liberal manner many American 
roads are now manag<

St. Louis merchants must learn to help 
themselves more promptly and effectively 
than they do, and the sooner they call a 
meeting to urge this w ing dam resolution 
upon the attention of Congress, the sooner 
they will be pursuing a path which will 
eventually measurably help them out of 
their present difficulties. It hashing  been 
the fashion in St. Louis to drive a big trade 
for a fi w months in the year, and then take 
a few months for recreation. All this is 
pleasant, and we feel something of regret 
tha t any other course is made necessary ; 
hut the restless spirit ol competition is 
rushing aud roaring in every direction 
around us, and admits of no repose on our 
part—no relaxation of etfoit. To pause is 
to lose our trade. Consequently, we must 
oe up aud doing. If our w inter thorough- 
lares are not comprehensive enough, h t us 
enlarge them at once.
