Baid Mr. Ellis in bls specch up town last
Baturday night (see Times r port), "Girant
having triumphed by a majority of the elee-
toral college, we eoncluded to lot the mn
Jority rule.” llence uothing was on the
prograwme looking toward a refusal o re
coguize the head of the general govern-
went. It wua purely on Btate ufifirs, and
ila msnugers desired no outside inter-
ference, us they intended none,

Within a few days muoch indignation had
been exponded, and resolutions had pasaed
to close up all the places of Lusiness and
oome out on the sireet prepared to sce Mr.
McEnery instelled, and to prevent interfe-
rence from the cmissaries of the * usurping
Pinchback government.” This was the
canse of the concentrating of 50 muny peo-
ple at Lafayette square and ita vicinity,

At nine o'clock the erowd was notably
lurger than usual, eompossd mainly of list-
lese, indifferent loungers. Abont this time
% battalion of the Ninetoenth lafantry
passed up to the corner of Magazinmafid
Julia streets, going into quarters at the
lsrge wurehouss heretofors cocupied by
them, while Company L of the Seventh
Uuited States Cavalry moved up to Tiveli
Circle, just one square in reagy of Geneggral
Emory's headgyuarters, where thoy dis,
mounted, hitched their horses $0 the iron
fruca of the circle, and remsined awxiting
orders. -

This quiet movemen® of the federal
troops excited moch comment, the steadily
incressing crowd seeming in doubt as to
what action had been or would be tuken
by the 5tate and federal authorities in view
of the proposed political demonstrasion of
the day. Many wondered whether the
State and national auflorities would work
en rapport with esach other, while others
made encourngement for themselvas and
others by eircolating rumors that Presideat
Grant had refused to longer recognize the
“Pinchiback crowd.”

For a long time the queation waa nsked
whers the political bodies on which =0 wnch
of the public interest centered, were Lo us.
eomble. It trunspired that soms aavs 6zo
the use of Lyscum Hall had been refused
by the eity counci!, in private session, with
ont a disseuting vote of that body. Turner
Hall was likewisa refused by ita board of
directors, as was tho Dentsche Cowmpany
ITall on the coruer of Bienville street and
Exchange alley. The large leoture room in
Exposition Building was songht for, butit
appedred that Celonel J. Davidéon [Hiil,
though oozing with love for the caose of
“the people,” so far as the seutiment was
consistent with bis ideas of business coono.
my, raised so many ohjactions when the use
of bis property came in quaeation, that pe-
gotiations were speadily abandoned, Odd
Fellows' Hall was secured at the last hour.

A few winutes before noon a pational
flag waas displayed from the gallery of this
handaome building: the crowd sorged
lhron.ugh to Camp wireet, and it became
known thut & pluce ln which to sssemble
the experimentul legislatare and organizes
auvother State government had been seoured.

THE STATE HOUNE.

There was not the least excitement about
the State House yeaterday. Peaco and
order held complets away in the neighbor-
hood where the execeutive and legislative
branclies of our State government are di-
reoted to meot and perform their duties
The public passed in and out of the State’s
citadel without let or bindrance, and there
wus nothing there that partook of the wob,
or gave indications of mob viclence.

The Senate, according to adjournment,
was called to order by President Harris at
ten o'clock yeaterday morning. The Secre-
tary called the roll, and there being no
quorum present, on motion of Senator In-
graham the Henate took a recess until
eleven o'clock.

When that hour arrived the Senate was
sgain called to ordes, and there beiong
twenty-three Scnstors present, on fotion
of Senntor Ingrabsm the Senate went into
exeontive session. This lasted but a short
time, when the Senate again resumed busi-
nees with open doors.  On motion the reso-
lution, previously offered, inquiring by
what authority the Attorney General ap-
plied for, and under what law the judge of
the Buperior Court issued en injunction
restraining the Auditor and Troasarer from
paying the iaterost on oertain State bonds,
was taken up and passed.

A committee from the Hounse wias an
nounoed informing the BSenate that the
House had pleted the b of the
extra gession, and was ready to adjourn
sine dic when information to that effect
was received from the Senate. On wotion,
Senators Barber and Noland ‘wers appoint.
ed a commities to inform the House that
the Sennts kad uo further business to com-
municate to the Houas, and was ready to
adjourn the extra session sine die.

On fotion che extra session of the Senate
then adjourned sine ase, and at twelve
o'eloek Prosident Harria ealled the Senate
%0 order, in rogular session.  Thero being a
quernm present, the resignation of Secro”
tary Merritt was reseived and aceepted,
sud the Senate eleeted Mr. P. H. Beehtel,
the conrteons and attentive sasistant seore-
tary, to the cffice of SBecretary of the Senate.

On motion Senators Bureh, Weber and
Jenks were uppointed & committee to iu-
form the House of the Senate's organization
in regular session for the year 1573, After
appointing members of a joint committce to
wait upon the Governor sand inform him of
tho orgunization of the Legislature in regu-
lar session, the Senate ajourned until te-day
at twelve o'clock M.

The House yesterday met pursuant to ad-
Journment, and wiss culled to order at half-
past nine o'clock by Speaker Lowell. The
clerk called the roll, snd there being no
gquorum preseut the House took n recess
until eleven o'cluck. It waa called to order
agein precisely at that hour, and there
being sixty-four meombera present the House
prooecded to businesa.

Mr. R. M. Bostner was aworn in as a
member feom the parish of Unlon.

Mr. Dewees asked and obtsined a
suspension of the rules in order to take
up Senate bill No. 19—substitute to
Houae bill No. 10—an act making an appro-
priation to pay the expensea of the extra
session. The bill was then taken up and
finally passed.

Mr. Benham, of Carroll, asked permis
slon to enter bis protest against the passage
of the appropriation bill, and have the
asme spread upon the journul of the House
This was refused by o very decided vote.

On motion of Mr. Dewees, the Clerk of
the House was iostructed to inform the
Senata thut the House had eoncluded its
work of the oxtra session, and with the
consent of the Senate would adjourn sine
die.

A message from the Governor was re-
ceived, anuouncing shat le bad signed the
bill prescribing the powers and duties of
the Goveruor in case of insubordination of
any portion of the State wilitia, eto.

A resohetion offered by Mr. Benham was
adopted, calling upon the Committee of

At twelvo o'clock Mr. Speaker Lowell
onlled the House to order in regular seasion
for 1573, and instrocted the clerk to eall
the roll as furnisked by the regular return-
ing board.

Thore being sixty throe members present,

A regolution indorsing the acts of the ex
tra scasion was offered by Mr, Alluin, of
West Baton Rowge, and adopted.

Gair, Sosir and Swart
wers appointed a committee to inform the
Senate thut tho House had organized in
regnlar session.

On wotion, a resolxtion was adopted con-
firming tho preseot officers of the House in
their positions during the present session.

Oa motion, Mr John Wiggin was aworn
in & member of the House from De Soto.

A eommittes from the Sesate, consisting
of Senatora Baroh, Weber aod Jenks, in-
formed the House of the Senate’s organizas-
tion in regular session;

Mr. Murrell, of Madison, made a motion,
which was adopted, that 4 committee of
five be appointed to act with a similar num-
ber nppoiated by the Senate, to wait upon
the Governor aud inform him of the orgun-
izution of the Legislutare in regular ses

sion,

Tus Speakar appointed npon this com-
mittes Messra. Marrell, Gair, Gantt, Sar-
tuin and Montaldo.

Stortly after, Mr. Murrell, on behalf of
the abova ecommittes, reported that the
( sraor had been informed of the organ-
on of the Legisiature in regalar session,
and that he had informed the committes
that he had nothing to communicate just
then. a

Mr. Yonng, of Concordin, moved thata
sommittes to revise the rules of the Honse
be appointed. This motion being approved
of by tha Houss, Speaker Lowell appointed
the following gentlemen as members of that
oommittee:  Memars. " Young, Devezin,
Wunds, Baker and Gantt,

On motion of Mr. Lawes, of East Feliclana,
the House then adjourned until 12 M, to-
day.

The Monctary Nituntion—Rair, Sleet an
Iciclen—Wreck of Telegruph Wires
Streets Badly Fiooded.”

New York, January 6.—The monotary
situation to-day was marked by incrossed
demand and lower rates of interest on call.
At an carly hour in the morning borrowers
on call supplird themselves at 7 currency to
7 gold, and the afternoon rate dropped w &
for a short time, but before three o'cluck
went to 7, and closed at that rate. FPrime
discounta are quoted nominally at 10 & 101,
Exchange firm, with only limited suppiy;
prime bankers sold at 9% 9%, and closed
at 9% less brokerage; some of the prime
drawers were asking 9% vet.  Gold opened
at 1115, sold at 111%, fell to 111%, remain-
ing steady ut H1% 4 111% pro ty much all
day. Loans ranged from 3 to 7 tor carry
ing. Governments quict and strong; prices,
as compared with those of Saturday's,
show an improvement of % @ %.

Yestorday morning shortly after ton
o'clock & rain storm began which soon
turned to slest, and continued until lute in
the afternoon. Everything became fringed
with jcicles. No snch speotacle was wit-
nessed in years before.

The treca were cased in ice. Locomotion
on the sidewalk became ulmost impossible,
and througbout the day the streets looked
desertod.  About half paat one o'clock telo-
graph commuunication with points ontside
of the city waa stopped.

The ice froze to the wirea and broke them
down. The pelice und fire alurm telegraphs
were destroyed throughout the city and
wire poles falling in tho streets and side-
waulks.

The whole of New York beeomes isolated
so far as concernes communication with
the outside world. It will tost §150,000 to
repair the fire alarm and police wires, and
the work can not be completed for some
time.

In the meantime extraordinary messures
have boen tuken to insure the prompt trans-
mission of fire alarms or other emergencies.
Moauated patrolmen are kept at the station
houses, and the police and firemen are te
work amioably togother in case of mn emur-
genoy.

No dispatches were received liere yeater-
day either from West or Eust. There waa
never so complete & wreck of telegraph
wires in this city; not even during the July
riot of ten years ago. Great damuge is done
to treea by breaking of limbs from the
weight of lee. At ten last night the bigh
wind inoreased to w gale from tho south-
west, clearing off the dense fog, and this
morning ia bright with fulling thermoms-
ter.

Aldthe streata baving low situations in
this city, Brooklyn, Jersey City, Willinme
burg, Hoboken, and other places are badly
flooded.
