In your issus of this morning appesrs an
article in anawer to the communiestion of
Mr. 8. H. Kennedy, in whioch you bave re-
tivoted un the character of the Btate En-
gineers, whose duty it is o mensare tho
work porformed by the Leves Oumg:n_v.
Since the organization of the ot
State Evgineers, thers have been 271 levees
built und weasured; the list of which, giv-
ing the name of ench leves, the name of the
sub-contruntor, and the number of eubie
yards in each, w th a 1ull repors of our pro-
ooedings isin your office for publication for
the General Assembly, wherein will be
founu the following pursgraph:
“Aveording to lew, the commissioner of
engineers visita esoh locality, and deter-
mines upon snd presoribes the dimensions of
the levees to be built. This commission then
notifieathe Buard of State Engineers of these
fuets, aud directs a detailrd survey to be
wade, and the notes furnished to the leveo
company for constructing the leveea. The
State engineers then survey the levees,
giving all the necessary staken, and furnish
10 the company compicte pluns, profiles, es-
timates and epecitigations,  Upon these
potes the company build, or sub-let the
work, nnd their engineers superintend its
construction. When the work is complets,
the Biate engineers are notified of the faet,
and then another survey and complete
measurcment is made, the regult of which
i® aoted upon by the Beoard of State En-
ginecrs, and certificates sre issucd for thé
levee company to settle with their sub-
eefitraotors, and ss data for the commission
of persons to fssun sheir certificates ac-
cording to law. This may look like cir-
cumlooution, but it guarsntees the sub-
contractor his full messurewent, and it -
sures the State against fulso estimates and
messurements by inereasing the number of
shecka.™

Death of Ex-Emperor Napcleon.

The newn that eams over the wires to us
yosterday afternoon, apnouncing the sud-
dem desth of the ex-Emperor of Franee, in
his quiet exile home in Eoglaod, eaused Ht-
tle evmpment. Bearcely the death of any
wan so widely known eould have ocenrred
wud beon revcived with snok o jeeling of in-
difference. Yet, had this news flanhed
across the coutinents u couple ot years ago,
it would have unsettled the money market
of every metropolitan eity, and, perhaps,
bsve cavsed a fluuneinl panie.

The career of Louis Napokon has been
an extreordinary und a romantic one. From
poverty to a throne, and from & throne to
outlawry, is A transition very seldom heard
of ouiside of France. Yet the eame oauses
that mude Louis Napoleon Emperor after-
waurd drove bim into exile.

There was mnothing 8o remarkable aboat
Napoleon ax a man ss there is abous the
Freueh ss & nation—a reatlesa people, fail
of eontradictions, impatient at routine and
order,

There i mo reason why the grandehildren
of those who bebeaded the lovely Marie
Autolnette shou'd not re-srect monarchy in
the of the nephaw of Bonaparte, or
why they, in unother mood, should not
drive that monarch into exile or to death,
a5 they have done every ruler they have
had for a hundred years, and then shatter
the Column Vendoms to eiganlize the
breaking of power.

1t was much to Napoleon that he wae the
descendant of a gread man, wnd it was a8
onfortunate, perbaps, for him that the red
©oap s ua potent Lo its inspirations in Parls to-
dny as it was whon the maddened populace
struggled to possess the heads that rolled
down from the guillotine that they might
lap the blood that gusbed from the dissev-
ered arteries.

Unqoeationably Lous Napoloon was a
firm, judicious, disoreet rulcr of hia people,
yot he kad more of finesse than greatn ess;
be had more kmnowledge of the weak side
of the Fronch oharacter, and how to econ-
trol it, than @ conscientious regard for the
good of his people. Thus he fell, a8 many
*other men have done—some nearer bome—
shrough the ambition of others reacting
upon or reflooting from those very traits of
character.

Baid Victor Hugo: *Louis Napoleon bas
decelved the Freneh people twice—first,
when shey took him for a fool, and again
when they took him for a genins.” This is
as honest a tribute xa could be rendered by
any Prenchman, though it is the ntleranece
of one who has spent a third of a lifetime
in hating him.

The connection of Louis Napoleon with
the late Archduke Maximilian, when it is
written—as it will be, now that he is de. d—
will show the charaoter of the former in no
eavisble light, for on his head will rest 1he
responsibility of the blood of one who was
nothing elss than the vietim of kis dupl-
city. The diplomacy of 8t. Cloud was more
infamous than the muskete of Querstere
were eruel, .
