Orleans nod Vermilionville, are not 
promptly furnished by the New Orleans 
Mobile and Texas Railroad Company iu 
pursuance, of tbeir agreement with E 
B. Ward to that effect, made the 
sixteenth day of October, 1872, th 
the baid Lniisiana Central Railway 
Company are iu that event hereby author­
ized and empowered to make arrangements 
with other lailroad companies fortho trans 
portation of its passengers aud freight to 
and from New Orleans. To locate, extend 
and construct tbeir said lines of road, and 
to maintain, maDage and nso the same by 
running engines aud cars with one or inure 
tracks and suitable turnouts by such route* 
as its directors iiiht fix from its said fermi 
b u s  at Vermillionvilie to the city of New 
Orleans, and to this end and for this pur­
pose said Louisiaua Central Railway Com 
pany aro hereby invested with the, same 
and any and all powers nece«sarji4fcoreto, 
anil are also made subject to the aMio con­
ditions in respect to such extension as are 
herein conferred and imposed upon said 
Louisiana Railway Company for the build­
ing of *ai<l railway from Vermillionvilie 
to Shreveport, in the 8tate of Louisiana, 
as aforesaid.

provided, th a t the terms and specifications 
of this charter are complied witn.

Skc 22. Be it further enacted, etc., That 
no distinction or discrimination shall be 
made by the Louisiana Central Railway 
Company on account of race, color or pre­
vious condition, between the persons tin- 
ployed in tae cnstrno tion  and raainte 
nauce of their railways, or between pas­
sengers, ®ither in their rail way carriages. 
In their depot buildings or upon their ferry 
boats, within this State.

Bko 23. Be it further enacted, e to , That 
the said Louisiana Central Railway Com­
pany shall not employ any convicts that are 
under sentence iu the State Penitentiary in 
the construction or maintenance of said 
railways.

Sac. 24. Be it further enacted, etc , That 
this act shall take efleot and be in force 
from sad  after it* passage, and tha t all 
laws or parts of laws conflicting with the 
provisions of this act be- aud they are here­
by repealed.

shall have satisf.ictory evidoooe ot 
sittd disobedience, by proclamation or 
military order, to disband said disobedient 
or insubordinate organization, if in hi* 
judgm ent such course is deemed advisable, 
and to enforce the prompt, delivery of all 
arms or store* or other property of 
State helil by said officers or organizations, 
as a part of tho State militia.

Sec . 2. Be it further enacted, .etc., Tha* 
this act shall take effect from and aftrtr Lin 
passage of tbe same.
