Co n i o n , January  13 — A dispatch *0 the 

ngeut ot 1 be Associated Press, lrom a friend 
ol the Imperial family at Chisel hurst, gives 
a description of the scene there. The re­
mains of the late Emperor have been placed 
in a coffin.

The corpse is dressed in the uniform of a 
field marshal. The upper lip is bare, the 
moustache having been cut off to facilitate 
taking ol a plaster cast. The beard which 
remains is brow n and bushy. The, feat ires 
are. stern and careworn, anil hat e an ex­
pression of pain.

A grand cordon of the Legion of Honor 
lies across his breast, ll is  hands, which 
were ungloved, were disposed in an easy 
and natural manner, the right clasping the 
left. Oft the fourth finger of the left hand 
is a ring with several diamonds, which was 
placed there by the Empress; a small cross 
of exquisite workmanship lies on his breast, 
and on the corpse are placed three sprigs 
of holly, and over the head a crown of vio­
lets is suspended. At the foot of the coffin 
is the brass eump bedstead on which the 
Emperor died. Seated on either side, a t 
the lower end of the coffin, are the priests 
and religense. The furniture of the room, 
as well as of the whole mansion, is simple 
and unostentatious.

The body will be in state Tuesday at the 
entrance of the hall of the chapel. The 
general public will not be permitted to 
view the remains. No change has been 
made in the time and place ot the funeral 
aud burial as last announced. The cere­
monies w ill probably begin at noon Wednes­
day.

The Empress is overwhelmed with sor­
row, and her prostration is so great as to 
alarm her attendants.

The Prince imperial does all in his power 
To comfort her. The Empress has received 
letters of condolence from the Emperor of 
Russia anil the King of Italy.

Although none but the relatives and iuti 
mate friends of the deceased are admitted, 
Chiselhurst is crowded with visitors. Re­
ligious services were held this morning in 
the chapel, which was filled to repletion.

Princess Matliilde Rouher and Pielre, 
aud I)rs. Conn can and Corvisaip, were 
present. Father Goddard attem pted to 
preach, but was overcome by his feelings 
and compelled to leave the pulpit.

John lleneditti arrived at. Chiselhurst to 
day, and was received by the Empress.

M. Olivier and Marshal McMahon are ex­
pected there to morrow .

Princess Murat and suite arrived this eve­
ning.

Great numbers of people from France are
• xpected to come to the funeral. The 
Southeastern and Northern railroads of 
France have reduced their rate of faro for 
idle poorer classes attending the funeral.

It is reported th a t the Prince Imperial 
'lias already assumed the title  of Napoleou 
IV. This report is doubtless incorrect, but 
it, is certain that the Prince is now addressed 
*‘8ire” by all visitors a t Chiselhurst.

The impression is gaining ground th a t the 
Emperor died troni the effects of chloroform 
administered to assnage pain.

; Second Dispatch.*
Lo n d o n , January 13.—A dispatch from 

Chiselhurst announces th a t visitors con­
tinue to arrive there. The Empress Eu­
genie is seriously indisposed, and her con­
dition causes much alarm among her 
friends The arrangements for the luneral 
of the Emperor have been completed, and 
it will take place Wednesday morning at 
ten o’clock.

The body will bo conveyed to the chapel 
in a hearse drawn by eight horses. The 
Prince Imperial will follow as chief mourn
• r, next will come the princes of the im­
perial family, Prince of Wales (if present), 
inenibeis ot diplomatic corps, the arist*- 
emey, officers where attached to the house­
hold of the late Eiuperor, and friends of the 
family. In (he above-named order the 
lines will proceed t.o the chapel in advance
• if the funeral cortege. The procession will 
be of a very simple character.

P a r is , January 13.—It is said the French 
government will permit the final interment 
of Napoleon's remains in France if the fu­
neral is made strictly private and deceased 
is buried as ex Emperor, and not as Em 
peror. The ceremonies must be simply of 
a religious character.

The President is understood to have con­
ferred w ith the Minister of the Interior and 
the prelect of police, with the object ol 
preventing the funeral, if i t  takes p 'see in 
France, being made an opportune ol po­
litical manifestations.

Under the constitution 
each State aud the United States 
are so related that to support one is fidelity 
to both, and hostility toward each other is 
hostility to both, and the exercise of un­
warranted authority by either provokes 
collision. The federal power has become 
so great, the area of its operations so ex­
tended, all allurements to its service so 
seductive, th a t our most watchful care is 
necessary to preserve the proper dignity 
and just influence of the State. I t should 
a ttrac t the attention and excite se­
rious concern when local troubles and 
controversies growing out of matters 
wholly of State concern are made a pretext 
for the.interposition of federal authority and 
menace ol national arms. Surely you will 
agree with me tha t Indiana is a great com­
monwealth, and her people are so entirely 
capable of self government tha t every ques­
tion and controversy connected with her 
policy, growing out of her action, and with­
in the sphere of her reserved sovereignty as 
a State of the Union, must he settled anil 
adjusted according to her pleasure, and by 
her authority.

My conduct upon all questions th a t touch 
the relations between the State aud the 
United States shall be governed by an 
earnest deeire to preserve the legitimate 
authority of both, and to mainraiu most 
sincere harmony by a prompt and full dis­
charge of every duty and the exercise ot 
fraternal comity. I will labor to promote 
a cordial and enduring friendship between 
Indiana and other States.
