tSnpreme Court of Uoniwlnna—The Relum­
ing Board Controversy.

Yesterday afternoon the case of the rival 
returning boards came up for hearing in 
the Supreme Court, belore a full bench.

In answer to an interrogatory from Mr. 
Howe, Chief Justice L idding stated that 
this was a case of great public im p o rta n c e , 
involving the claims to office of two sets ol 
officers, trom the Governor down, and in­
volving questions which, if not speedily set­
tled, may result in civil war. and it would 
seem to be shrinking from duty not to dis­
pose of the case at as early a day as possi 
ble.

Mr. Semrnes was opposed to fixing the 
case foi triai and opening the same tor dis­
cussion to-day, beeause such a proceeding 
was not provided for in the rules governing 
this court.

The Chief Justice replied that the Attor­
ney General Lad -onceded the right ot the 
court to make such rule* as it* saw tit. and 
he can not but admit, therefore, the right 
of the court to set aside those rules, or to 
make an ex< ep*., n there to, when it : ■ >. •
necessary, as i; had been cone before :n 
other cases «t great moment. It i ■ ■ .- 
right that belonged t» all eourts in them­
selves, and he could see no reason why ai 
exception should be made in this case.

.Mr. .Semrnes. s ace t.'.is question had been 
disposed of. had no furth-r objection to 
urge, but asked To be allowed until this 
morning to prepare his answer to the argu­
ment ol the attorney cn the other side.

Mr. Fellows ttien proceeded to argue the 
ease in behalf of the Attorney General. He 
said: Iu attempting to'present the question 
involved in the controversy before your 
honors, I l'eel the grave responsibility rest­
ing upon every one connected with this 
cause, on account of the results of the trial. 
Were the results of an ordinary character, 
there would be no hesitation on the part ol 
any one. The facts are simple questions of 
law, and are few and easily disposed of.

There are preliminary matters first to be 
disposed of. There is" a point made as to 
the legality of the present Superior Court, 
and another as to to the right of the Attor­
ney General to appear in the suit. We 
are willing to submit these points, and the 
papers now before the Court.

This case has come up on an appeal from 
a judgment signed by the judge ot the 
Fuurth District Corn:'. It is a suit oi par­
ties alleged to be returning officers under 
the election law of the State of 1870, against 
other parties claiming to exercise the •ame 
functions. An injunction was prayed for 
in the Eighth District Court, restraining 
respondents from acting; a rule nm was 
heard, evidence taken, the rule n'xi was 
made absolute and the injunction issued. 
Then follows a rule for a new trial, ordered 
by a new party who claimed to be judge of 
the court, who permitted the rule to be 
made for a new trial after the order of his 
predecessor had been signed and promul­
gated. On the new trial being granted, for 
reasons made evident in the record, the in­
junction was ordered to be dismissed and 
suit dismissed without any hearing what­
ever. It was alleged That the law of 1870 
had been superseded by anew law recent- 
ly approved by the Governorot the State, 
and the board, appointed .here.mile; hail 
ceased to exist.

That court was shortly succeeded by 
the Superior District Court, the judge ol 
which recused bims n another judge 
signed the judgment and the appeal was 
granted.

Das the election Jaw of 1870 ever been 
repealed J It is claimed that it has been by 
an act promulgated on the twentieth m' 
November. 187*;. At *he t.me that rut oi 
the Legislature was promulgated, could 
the Governor, by signing it, give it i.ue 
character of a law * < learly,« uring a *• 
cess of the General Assembly, he can pro­
mulgate a law of that body; blit in this ease 
the term of the General Assembly had ex­
pired, and with it had expired all of its un­
finished legislation. When the Legislature 
ceases to exist, the Governor ceases to 
have acv power over the leg -dat.ion oi that 
body. On the fourth day ol November a 
new body of men h*.*l b* < ri .j:voted with 
legislative function*. An unsigned act 
could be approved and promulgated lpto 
the day of election, b t i it * ten ■ .ml.

Mlid the law—will examine the law itself 
as to it-, purpose ami intent.

The law of 1872 says the returning boai-i 
will furnish the clerks of bo-h houses ol the 
General Assembly with a list of the mem­
bers thereof, upon the basis of which tb< 
Legislature shall be organized. It is well 
known that on account of death there ha*i 
ceased to be a quorum in the Senate of the 
State. Hence there could be no Senate till 
the returns were made, and no returns 
could be made until the Senate had elected 
returning otilcers. This would produce an 
absolute interregnum, from which there 
is no escape and for which there is no rem­
edy. It was clearly not the intention of the 
Legislature of 1872 to hold an election un­
der the old law and make the returns under 
the new one. Article 122 of the constitu- 
tution of the State requires that all officers 
shall continue to perform the functions of 
the offices field by them until their succes­
sors are inducted into office.

Hence it was necessary for the returning 
officers designated in the act of 1870 to go 
on and act, and canvass the returns in the 
same manner as is provided by both laws.

Now, passing by these preliminary ques­
tions, which was the legal returning board— 
the board competent to make up the re­
turns and decide who is elected in Louisi­
ana :' Fortunate it is tha* your honors are 
outside ot the influences of that election; 
that your term extends four years longer. 
If your offices had been in question in this 
contest, no [lower short of the national g o v ­
ernment could have ;-e established order in 
our midst.

The latv provides that the Governor, 
Lieutenant Governor, Secretary of State 
and Messrs. John Lynch and Thomas C. 
Anderson, or a majority of them, shall com­
prise the returning board. But at the last 
election two of these were disqualified 
from acting, they being candidates for 
office, and it devolved upon a majority ol 
the whole board remaining to fill the vacan­
cies. The Secretary of State had been 
meantime, suspended, as you have s in ce  
determined, arbitrarily and illegally. 
There was no one in the Secretary’s way. 
The office was filled by F. J. Herron as 
acting Secretary of State, by the Governor, 
and he was rect gnized as autli irized to act. 
ami w as. with Mr. Lynch, introduced to 
you, Mr. Chief Justice, as * t taber of t i ­
returning board *,nd comp- t- tit to tic 
sworn iu.

Up to this time the statement is uneon- 
tradicted, and is proved in the record.

Some say that on motion of Warmoth, sec­
onded bv Whaiton, F. H. Hatch and Durant 
DaPonte, w ere elected in place of I’inch- 
back and Anderson. Others say that Her­
ron moved, seconded by Lvneh, that James 
Longstreet and Jacob Hawkins be and 
thev were elected. Both Herron and Lynch 
claim to have voted for them, while Lynch 
voted against Hatch and DaPonte, and 
Herron protested. Mr. Bragdon, private 
secretary to Governor Warmoth, says ttiat 
when the president of the board put the 
vote Warmoth and Wharton voted yea, auu 
Lynch was silent. As* to this, probably Mr. 
Lvneh was best informed ls to i..* own 
action in the eus**.

But without regard to the vote, taken, 
there wore two nominations—P.i:***rlc axd 
Hatch by Warmoth. and Hawkins and 
Longstreet by Herron. The question s 

as to who Lad the right to vote. If 
Wharton had the right To vote and Herron 
not, then Hatch and DaPonte were elected. 
If Herron had the right to vote and Whar­
ton not, then Longstreet and iRiwums w*ere 
electee!. Now, but for the magnit ude of 
this case, this would be a « rnple thing to 
argue. The act of the Legislature says that 
the returning offieiers must take an oath be­
fore they can act, and yqur honor had ad­
ministered the oath to three members ol 
the board. There is m* pretense that 
AY liar ton ever took the oath o: office, anti 
wi bout it he had no right to vote or act. 
And thus it comes to a . between War­
moth and Lynch. But George E. Bovee 
was Secretory of State and returning offi­
cer. He was suspended from nitty a** Sec­
retary of State, and consequently from 
acting by reason of Lis suspension, at d 
Herron, acting iu lieu of P *vee, was com­
petent to exercise al! ot Lis functions.

All of the proceedings were had in their 
order, consecutively as it were, nut, it is 
stated, amid some' contusion. Governor 
Warmoth proclaimed DaPonte and Hatch 
elected, and Judge Cooley wait present ami 
swore them iu, but n the contusion they 
forgot to swear in Jack Wharton. _ It is a 
violent presumption tha* Herron atd Lvneh 
eat there in silence and let these parties te 
sworn in as a returning board,  ̂ ^
