PREVENTING EVIL.
According to the Nation the interference 

of the federal authorities in Louisiana is 
a political error that should be terminated 
at once except to restore peace where it 
has been violated. That is to say, the 
.Vat ion is not willing the government shall 
arrest an incipient riot, but is only will* 
ing that it shall stop a riot that has al­
ready declared itself. No ounce of pre­
vention, but a full pound of force to cure 
the evil, is the advice the Nation gives to 
the President in regard to what his pro­
ceedings shall be in the settlement of 
troubles that are hard of management 
even by those who understand them. 
And it has the temerity to illustrate 
its suggestion by referring to the ac­
tion o f President Johnson in the case 
of the disturbances that occurred iu 
N'eW Orleans in J6C6, when f» body 
of gentlemen1 presumed to ineel in Me. 
chanics" Institute, and were assaulted and 
shot in the most savage and ,indiscrimi­
nate manner by the very parties who are 
so hard to hold .in peaceful sifbjectio* to 
the laws at present. The difficulty Vith 
the Nation and with many of its'Northern* 
contemporaries is jusf this, that they «lo> 
not understand the condition of the seoui, 
mnnity they propose to meddle with. 
General Sheridan did not understand it in 
1806, or he would have made preparation 
to preserve the peace; aud those men who 
think that the affairs of Louisians can  
be left to themselves in 1873 arc as 
far wrong as the United States com- 
mander was six years ago. The Pica­
yune properly states the ease when it 
says that if the federal bayonets were 
removed from preserving the peace in 
Louisiana, the questions at issue w’ould 
be decided in short order by the sudden 
assault upon and “immediate flight of the 
carpet-baggers to their Northern dens.’ 
This suggestion conveys the idea that the 
Nation must comprehend before it can 
discuss the aflairs of this State, that there 
is a mob in existence in New Orleans 
which constantly menaces the peace of 
the community. We are not situated as 
the people of New York or any other 
Northern community are, where the will 
of the majority is respected as the arbiter 
of public position. We live in a society 
where the local government is obnoxious 
because it sprung from the national au 
thority. The condition of resistance 
to the federal authorities still exists, 
and whatever exists by virtue of the 
national disposition is  accepted 
alien and inimical to the element that 
rose so suddenly and s» inhumanly to 
butcher the men who assembled at Me­
chanics' Institute in 1860, and which 
would have butchered the Legislature in 
1872 if it had not been that the soldiers 
overawed the iucipient riot. The true 
situation i» this, that without the inter­
ference of federal soldiers, the crowd that 
assembled on Lafayette square last Mon­
day, being strong and well armed, would 
have assaulted and dispersed the gathering 
at Mechanics’ Institute, without any regard 
to the rights or the legitimacy of the lat­
ter as the bona fide government. Is the 
Nation prepared to see a State government 
dissolved in this way ? Is any man pre­
pared to say that the Kellogg regime, as 
inaugurated last Monday, should have 
been submitted to the tender mercies of 
the same sort of mob that vented its wrath 
upon a peaceful gathering in that vicinity 
six years ago ?

When the Nation comprehends the situ­
ation in Louisiana, that the actual govern­
ment, equal in all respects to any rival 
authority, is threatened of its life by a 
party that pretends to have been success­
ful in the last contest, and that the only 
obstacle to the execution of this threat is 
the presence of the United States soldiers, 
it will certainly modify its opinion suffi­
ciently to admit that the troops are doing 
a peaceful duty, and that a people whose 
blood-thirsty propensities require such 
surveillance are never outraged when they 
are subjected to proper observation.

NOT VERY SOLID REASONS.

The Picayune urges as proposition No.

Here is a fine web of sophistry.
Mr. Kelley was never chairman of the 

House Judiciary Committee. He is not 
now. nor is he likely to be. He has never 
been, nor is he now, even a member of 
that committee. He is a member, third 
or fourth on the list, of the Committee on 

s and Means, and chairman of the 
unimportant Committee ou Weights and 

bins. He is not regarded iu any man­
ner as one ct the leaders of the party in 
Congress, but is nevertheless highly 

deemed for liis general good sense and 
devotion to the Pennsylvania coal and 
iron interests, lie  is not the author of 
the enforcement act. and there is no rec­
ord of his having given much attention to

A CURIOUS L IT IG A N T.

The Supreme Court *if the J-tate * J 
ouisiana presents at present a novel case, 

which the parties who set up a solemn 
lit t --ist and light against the prompt 

adjudication of their claims- Mr. Lawyer 
mnies. w ho pledges himsclt ler Wickliffe, 

'armotb. or McEnt-ry v. ,<h equal vuln- 
Hit}-, sets up a pretcn.se- in the Supreme 
ourt. by virtue of an appeal made from 

Eighth District Court, that Messrs, 
lwkins, Longstreet and Lynch were not 

proper persons to constitute the

returning board to count and 
clare the result of the 
election, and because the Supreme Court 
offers to try this iasue promptly, owing 
to its importance, the demandant in thc- 
case refuses to be gratified in his applied 
tion and begs and bullies for the usual 
delays that accompany cases before tlia  ̂
tribunal. Aud Judge Wyly, who has been 
neglecting his duties for two months, sup­
ports the application fof delay on the 
ground that his mind is still confused in 
regard to a question that every man in the 
State pretends to have formed an opinion 
about. And the Picayune, that should be 
overjoyed at the prompt action of the Su­
preme Court in settling a great case in 
which the entire people are concerned, 
makes haste to denounce the judges for 
their disposition to do their duties.

- Why jp this objection set up to* the ac* 
tion of the Supreme Court ? Why is Mr. 
Scmmcs- afraid to ha-ve the judgment he 
asked for delivered in accordance with liis 
demand ? Why does the Picayune require 
the case to  be held over if it has any con­
fidence in its petition for right * Because 
the judgment -of the Supreme Court will 
settle the entire matter and put at rest the 
groundless assumptions of the McEnery 
party that it was reported as elected by a 
competent board of returning officers. 
Here is the secret of Mr. Sernmes* opposi­
tion to thermal adjudication of his own 
case—that he is afraid of his own cause. 
And, more than that, he is fully aware 
that his suit is doomed to defeat and that 
the judgment of the court will settle be­
yond all controversy the status of the 
board that returned Kellogg as the duly 
elected Governor of the State of Louisiana

A TECHNICAL SUGGESTION.
It fell to the lot of Mr. Justice Wyly, 

while sitting in judgment in a case of the 
deepest gravity, in which the State is 
really the plaintiff, to suggest a technical 
plea that the relator, who is in fact a mere 
witness, had no such interest in the result 
as would give the appellate court jurjsdic. 
tion. The learned counsel for the de­
fendants in the controversy between the 
returning boards did not probably think 
it a good point to make, in which we 
concur, while the officer whose duty is 
supposed to be confined to that of a pas­
sive listener until the case is fairly before 
him, breaks out in open court as an asso­
ciate counsel and suggester of pleadings.

In contests between individuals, the 
rule is established that only rather high 
priced litigants can be heard in the Su­
preme Court; but it can hardly be that the 
State itself can not be heard before any of 
its tribunals in a matter involving its au­
thority and dignity. The right of the 
State to inquire into the title of men pre­
tending to be its agents in a matte, in ­
volving such momentous interests as are 
passed upon by the board of returning offi­
cers, ought not to be measured or limited 
by a pecuniary consideration or the want 
of it. However this may be, whether a 
plea of the sort, if urged at the proper 
time would operate as a bar to a trial of 
the case in the Supreme Court, it is cer­
tain that the Attorney General had such 
an interest in the suit as to entitle him to

hearing in the appellate court. In a 
case recently decided (23 An. 7081, the 
doctrine is maintained by the Supreme 
Court, that “a third party who shows 
an interest in a suit in amount sufficient 
to give the appellate court jurisdiction, 
may appeal from such judgment, and a 
mandamus will issue from the Supreme 
Coure, on application of such third party, 
directing the judge a quo to grant the ap­
peal.”

In the case before the court, there are 
numerous parties who have a deep, pecu­
niary interest, and one of them was before 
the bar at the time the Associate Justice 
made his inquiries.

MAKING FALSE CASTLES.

The fusionists build castles in the air 
every time the Republicans take a step 
that they do not understand. Their pres­
ent architectural enterprise is based upon 
a dissolution of the Republican party and 
the disorganization of the regular Legis­
lature, consequent upon the election of 
Mr. Pinchback to the United States Sen­
ate. This is an extremely sandy founda­
tion on which to construct such an 
edifice, seeing, as the architects should 
do. that what the Republican party 
has done, that it must uphold. The 
election of Mr. Pinchback has really 
united the party, since it has re­
moved the only cause of contention 
that existed within the party organiza­
tion. The fact being determined, there is 
no longer any occasion for dispute. The 
colored members of the party have c arried 
their point, and they will find that then- 
associates have nothing to say in opposi­
tion. Where, then, is a possibility of a 
disruption? We can not find any opening 
for a quarrel except in the willingness of 
the fusionists to see it occur; aud this pos­
sibility loses its danger when we consider 
that the opposition has not got tic sense 
to improve the opportunity should it r 
come to pass. The quarrels of the Repub­
licans will never profit the Democrats, 
because the latter dare not offend their 
own partisans by operating with the 
‘niggers.”

This new 
impulse to out  commercial interests is 
significant, that » new <er» of business 
harmony 5s upon ffis; that the remedial 
system of the politician is not deemed ade­
quate te th» restoration of trade, the re­
duction of public debt or the payment of 
enormous taxes. The merchants of New 
Orleans consider themselves competent 
advisers in their own affairs, and we coin­
cide entirely Willi them. Among many 
other measures of commercial policy, a 
committee has been appointed to confer 
With the Governor la regard to th? ap­
pointment of inspectors of Western pro­
duce. These merchants do cot propose 
any inquiry into the politics of inspec tors, 
but they have n right to require that the 
flour, hay and potatoes shall be passed 
upon by men who have knowledge of the 
articles inspected, and integrity in the 
opinions which they may publish by their 
brands.

The Chamber of Commerce is a neutral 
and impartial body, resolutely excluding 
all party questions from its action and de­
bates, and inviting to membership all 
respectable men of business, without 
respect to their party affiliations.

The merchants of New Orleans yield to 
none in their capacity or energy. They 
may have suffered in their interests from 
the want of associated enterprises. This 
liberal and energetic action of the Cham­
ber of Commerce promises to supply this 
want.

KNOCK DOWN. FOE BURCH.
The Picayune squandered a column of 

editorial space in attempting to prove that 
the colored Senator from Baton Rouge, 
Hon. J. Henri Burch, has been unfaithful 
to the reform party, at whose birth he 
served as accoucheur. But the Pic not 
only encountered a keener intellect than 
it bargained for, but a man infinitely bet­
ter posted in the later history of Louisiana 
politics than its own editor.

In a letter addressed to our contem­
porary, which we printed, but which the 
Picayune failed to do. Senator Burch es­
tablishes beyond refutation that the bad 
faith and trickery rested not upon him or 
his colored associates, but upon the Re­
form leaders and managers who designated 
the Picayune as their organ. By quoting 
from their speeches and their plat­
form and comparing with their promises 
their subsequent practices, does he 
convict these Reformers of a delib­
erate attempt to cheat and defraud the 
colored voters of this State. Thus out of 
their own mouths do they stand convicted, 
while the declination of the Picayune to 
print or answer the argument of Senator 
Burch must be recorded as a signal defeat 
of the “chivalry" by one of the “despised 
race.”

AMERICAN SCHOOLS IN ROME,
The Americans who rush 'd off to Rome 

at the first signal that the city was free Jo 
tke uses of all religious denominations, 
for the purpose of establishing Protestant 
schools and Protestant churches an that 
city, have not-wrought out the miracle of 
success they counted upon Wnea they 
started. They have aeithei made martyrs of 
themselves, tor bare they developed into 
practical and powerful missionaries of 
good- They went to work iu the wtong 
way. In the first place they failed to  study 
and comprehend the civil law, and this 
resulted in their violating the Roman 
statute^ and in their being forced t* elose 
theif doors. They lapated their schools in 
unhealthy localities, and the authorities 
forced them to better their selections. 
They mixed the boys and gills together, 
which seems to have been contrary to the 
law of Rome. They did not get permit* 
from the authorities, whic-U was a pre­
requisite. These* American* thought 
they were free to do ’•« Italy 
what they bad done in America, na both 
countries boasted of the name freedom. 
Iu this they were mistaken, and ih*-matter 
has been spread abroad iu a light mult vor- 
able to the government o f Italy. The 
truth is, o ;r countrymen were to blatue 
for their attempt to evade the Jock! law *: 
the Italian government; aud their effort 
has probably bad a bad effect in a very 
important mutter. American schools arc 
needed in Rome in order to teach the 
Italians genuine knowledge, and the peo- 
pie of that city testified to their faith in 
our ability to teach then* when they sent 
their children to the schools that our coun­
trymen did establish. But the failure of 
the opening enterprise luay have a de­
pressing effect. The men who rushed to 
occupy prematurely the field that Was 
waiting quietly for the proper reapers 
have set back the harvest, perhaps, aud 
it may be years before the effects of the 
mistakes can be removed. Others will 
essay the Work and gain the laurels, un­
less the present mistake is promptly cor­
rected.
