TREATIES AND PROCLAMATIONS.

Postal Convention between the [nited
States of Awmericn and the Republic of
Ecuador,

The undersigned, John A. J. Creawell,
Postmaster Genersl of the United States of
America. in virine of the powers vested in
hitn by law, snd Antonio’ Flores, minister
ot the Repuablic of Eeuador at Waanington,
it the pame of his government, and by
virtue of the powers whioh he bas formally
presentad to this cftect, have sgreed upon
the fullowing articles, to wit:

ALTICLE L.

An exchangoe ol wails shall hereafter
take place between the Un States of
Awerica and the Republic of Eeouador, by
the ordineey means” of communication via
the Isthimus of Panasma, the governmoent of
the United States to bo at the expense of
the transportation thercof between New
York Ilul Poannma, San Francisco and
Pannma, so long as direct service by
United States steamers, including tie
Isthmus transit, is maintained under exist-
ing conditions; and the governwment of
Ecuador ta be ut tho ex;euse of the truns
vorticn  thereof between  Panama  and
E\ nador so lonz as the present or other
siwilar arrangement for the ooean mail ser
vies betweon Paunnia and Ecuador is oon
tiaued.
