KEFORTS OF COMMITTERS.

Mr. Anderson, chairman of the Commt-
tee on Judiciary, reported favorally on the
following bills, viz:

House bill No. 14, un set to fix the terms
of tle Third Judicial Distriet Courg of the
State of Louisiona.

Sevate bill No. 47, a bill $ be entitled an
act to provide for and regulate the o'cricay
foree in the Awditer's office, to fix their sal
aries, and to provide for the manver and
conditions under which the chief clerk can
act us Auditor, and for other purpeses.
