The bill finally passed 
the  Senate.

S enato r Atiilerson, cha irm an  or the  J u d i ­
ciary  C om m ittee, m ade a  favorable repo rt 
on the bill re la tiv e  to  persons who have 
been conv ic ted  o f otien.-os anil pardoned.

T he Lour o f  one o’clock having  arrived , 
th e  S enate resolved  Itse lf in to  « co u rt of 
m peacbm ent. C hief Ju s t ic e  Ludeliug p re ­

siding. The b oard  o f  m anager* on  th e  
p a r t of the H ouse Vicing p resen t, the Chiet 
Ju s iice  read  an  opinion p repa red  for the 
occasion, which determ ined  S enators to  
vote for a  d iscontinuance of fu rth e r p ro ­
ceedings in  the  case vl the S ta te  agniout H ,
C. W arm oth. A fter which the co u rt of im ­
peachm ent ad journed sine die.

The S enate m et im m ediate ly  a f te r  the 
ad journm ent o f  th e  co u rt of im peachm ent, 
and  w as called to order by L ieu tenan t G ov­
e rno r Antoine. The ro ll was ca lled  and  a 
quorum  announced.

Senator G reene in troduced  an  ac t en titled  
an  a c t to  m ain ta in  the in teg rity  of tbe 
S ta te  governm ent, and  to  define th e  erime 
o f in trusion  in to  (d ice, an d  fix peua tics 
therefor, and  prov id ing  fo r the m anner of 
enforcing the a c t  The bill was read  twice, 
and  a l te r  a  good deal o f diecussiou, in 
which S enators G reene. B lackburn , B u tler,
Buroh, Ingraham  and  B rew ster partic ipated , 
re le rred  to the Ju d ic ia ry  Com m ittee

This bill ie a very im p o rtan t one, because 
i t  is in tended  to  m eet difficulties th a t a re  
likely  to  occur under tbe novel condition  of 
po litical affairs ex isting  in th is  S ta te  a t  this 
tim e. E very  parish  in the S tate, from  pres­
en t appearances, is likel.y to  have  tw o 
c la im an ts  fo r every  position ih a t is to  be 
filled by  appo in tm ent o f  th e  G overnor. This 
com es from  hav ing  a  G overnor an d  Legis 
fu tu re  an d  a  p re tended  G overnor an d  Legis­
la tu re . W hen th is  con ten tion  was confined 
to  the  c a p ita l o f  th e  S ta te  i t  w as lim ited  
for m ischief a u d  cou ld  he con tro lled  by  a  
few  *“m- n in  b lue bu t wbejf it is allow ed 
to  sp read  in  tlieo o u n try  parishes  i t  is do u b t­
fu l w h e th e r, w ith  this n id  o f  an 
in tru sion  ac t, such  as is co n tem p la ted , it 
w ill bo an easy m a tte r  to  se ttle  tbe sp irit of 
con ten tion  w hich is a llow ed to  diffuse itse lf  
th ro u g h o u t tbe S ta te . I f  Mr. M cEnery, 
who Is p lay ing  G overnor, and  th e  gentle  
men who aro p laying  L eg islatu re in O dd 
Fellow s’ H all, do no t m ean m ischief, why- 
do th e y  p re ten d  to  have  th e  r ig h t th a t  can  
belong on ly  to  the  law fu l G overnor and  
L eg is la tu re  of a State? The m a tte r, it is to 
he feared , is g e ttin g  beyond the con tro l of 
an y th in g  sh o rt o f  bayone t law . It th e  
sp irit th a t has an im ated  the fusion p a r ty  in 
th is  c ity  is to  sp read  in th e  co u n try , an d  
every  parish  is to  be cu rsed  w ith  a  set o f 
p re tenders , such as have ho* n perm itted  to  
cu rse  th is c ity , the re  is no Te ling  w here 
the m ischief th a t has been allow ed to  ta k e  
ro o t hero  will end. C ongress a n d  the 
P residen t should determ ine  a t  d ic e  th a t 
such a cond ition  of th ings cmj no t ex ist 
w ithou t in ju ry  to  a lt th e  parties  concerned!

T he V icksburg  JHmcs. noticing  the recen t 
decease o f a  jo u rn a lis t in th a t  city , say s :

Mr. Jam es M Swords, for m any years 
connected  w ith th e  jm  ss of M ississippi, 
died of consum ption sh o rtly  a fte r  m idn igh t 
y es te rday  m orning, ilo  was a na tive  of 
P ortsm outh , Ohio, rem oved to  M ississippi 
iu ea rly  boyhood, w here he has since re ­
sided to th e  tim e of his dea th . He was a 
p rac tica l p rin te r, hav ing  been connected 
w ith several d .fferent new spapers in V icks­
b u rg  and elsew here in the S tate, am ong 
them  -be V icksburg  VLh.ig, Am erican Timce 
and Southerner. In  18.VJ he s ta r te d  the 
Citizen, a daily  evening  jo u rn a l, n eu tra l in 
polit es u n til th e  presiden tia l cam paign of 
1860, w hen it becam e an ac tive and ea rnest 
D ouglass organ. Mr. Sw ords continued tbo 
publication  o f th is  paper un tii th e  cap tu re  
o f V icksburg in 1863 D uring  th e  m em ora­
ble siege it  was called the  Illustrated Citizen, 
then  a  sm all four page w eekly, tw o pages 
of w hich, how ever, only bore the  im press 
o f *: pes, th e  n tlicrside revealing  the figures 
of o rd in a ry  w a llp ap e r . At the  su rren d er 
the p ape r suspended publication until some 
tim e ea rly  iu 1804, when Ira  A. B itferton  
got possession of the  m ateria l and com­
ment:. d the publication  of the Herald, bu t 
in a  short tim e it was res lo red  to  Mr.

Messrs 
L ongs 'ree l, H erron, Bovee ami the son of 
the w itness have been nppinted to office by  
Mr. . inch back  since the board canvassed  

Mr. P inchback was a  oa.ndidat’O 
for C ongressm an a t  la rge, and the board  
coun ted  him in. O utside o f the city  o f New 
O rleans th e  U nited S ta tes supervisors, 
upon whose re tu rn s  the board  ac ted  
w ere th e  Republican supervisor-; does no t 
rem em ber w hether any  re tu rn s  w ere signed 
by both Republican anil D etnociatio super­
visors; the records w ill show; iu souie in ­
stances the  board  took copies of the  .returns 
m ade by p riva te  persons.

Mr. T ru m b u ll—D id you have official re ­
tu rn s  accord ing  to the law s of tbe S late! 

Mr. Lynch—No, sir.
Mr. T rum bull—You counted , in some in ­

stances, votes never cast 1
Mr. L ynch—Yes, sir; did so u n d e r th e  

law# of the U nited S ta tes  and  in obedience 
to  the princip les o f justice ; th inks  the affi­
d av its  coan ted  wi re  g enera lly  stru ck  oft 
from the sam e press by Me. Ray; the reason 
why the board had no official re tu rn s  w as 
because the G overnor re 'u se d  to  give them  
in parishes know n to he D em ocratic; th e  
D em ocratic count was taken  w h in  th e  
ooard had  no re tu rn s; p resum es all th e  
S tate  officers of election w ere opposed to  
th e  R epublican  party ; Mr. B lanchard  was 
requested  to  appo in t R epublican o< maiis- 
si'.ners, b u t refused.

By Mr. T rum bull—By “ D em ocratic re ­
tu rn s” w itness m eans the re tu rn s  pub lished  
iu papers opposed to the R epublican  cand i­
da tes  ?

F rom  tw o w ards in  New O rleans th e  
board m ade no re tu rn s; don’t  know  w ithin 
a  thousand  votes how m any votes w ere 
east in those w ards; is his im pression th a t 
they  w ere G reeley w ards.

By -Mr. M orton—It is witness' im pression 
th a t the voles iu these w ards w ere coun ted  
for P res iden t and G overnor and  th row n o u t 
ol the vote for m em bers o f t he L eg islatu re.

By M r. R ay—On the S atu rday  preceding  
the day of the election w ituess w ent to the 
place o f reg istra tion  to  reg iste r his vote; 
tbo reg is tra r  could no t he found; con tin ­
ued his search d u ring  the week, b u t could  
not find him ; finally a  friend of tb e  regis­
t r a r  to ld  him  t b a t i i  he would ind icate  a t  
w h a t hour on the following day he w ould 
he a t  h.s house, the  reg istra r  would be 
there; n ex t day  w-itness m et him  near his 
house, and  ho and  some s ix ty  of bis n e ig h ­
bors wi re registered; notices of the 
tim e and place of reg istra tio n  was pub lish ­
ed, but the reg is tra r  could not be found a t  
the tim e am i pluoe advertised ; s im ilar com ­
p la in ts  w ere m ade in  o th e r p a rts  o f th e  
S tate; m ost of th e  voters had to tra v e l as 
much as ten milt s to be registered; i t  was 
ev iden t th a t the  polling places wero c o lo ­
ca ted  as to be inconvenient o f access.

II e re 'fo llo w ed  some question as to  the 
population  ot the S tate , the proportion  of 
w hite am i colored nnd R epublican an d  op- 
posi'iou  voters, iu reply  to which w itness 
could not giA'C clear and defiuiic aunwers.

W itness th e n  testified th a t  no  pub lica ­
tion was m ade of tbo places o f voting in 
bis parish; no paper wa- published  iu th a t 
parish; th e  ev idence before th e  w itness 
board was th a t, iu  all large R epublican  
localities every  obstac le  was throw n in the 
way ot securing  a  full vote; w itness saw  a  

( 'le t te r  trnin G eneral Mi-Millen in which bo 
’ com plained th a t he hail been p reven ted  

voting, and  o f th e  U nfairness w ith
which the voting  was conducted.

G eneral M cM illan explained  th a t  th e  
-mafters of w hich ho com plained iu  sa id  
le tte r  wi re co rrec ted , and th a t th e  vo ting  
was fairly  conducted the reafte r. A leng thy  
exam ination  disclosed the  fac t th a t  the  
witue.-ses, aoording to  the evidence before 
the w itness’ board , showed th a t th e  ob­
stac les throw n in th e  way o f vo te rs w ere 
aga in st Republicans—not on accoun t o f 
r a c e ,,o1it  o r previous condition o f se rv i­
tude,

Gi neraT McMillcn nam ed tw o com mit* 
sioners of election whom the  w itn* ss a d ­
m itted wore Republicans, and  o thers w hose 
politics he <1 ill no t know.

W itness th o u g h t there w ere tw enty-five 
w h ite  Ri publicans in C arro ll parish ; d id  
not know  th a t there w ero fili.v; the re  prob ­
ably was not as m m y there as in any  o th e r 
parish  on .side ot Now O ilcans.

G eneral MoMi eu  asked several questions  
Concerning ihe vote m Ntfw O rleans, which 
the w itness said tie could mu answ er, and  
referred  his in te rro g a to r to tin: record . 
\ \  ituess could n o t tel) how it was th a t  his 
board ie 'tu n e d  '1D00 less vol. s for M cEnery 
ia New Oi leans than  w ere  retu i neci by o the r 
boards.

G eneral McMillcn subm itted  ce rtifica tes 
c f  the. U nited  8 a les supervisors th a t the 
re tu rn s  of the S ta te  officers iu New O rleans 
w ere correct.

W itness said  th a t th is  w as rim m le, b u t 
th a t tin re w ere exceptions in which the 
United S tates supervisors noted e rro rs  upon, 
the  back ot the returns.

G eneral Mr IL Ii n su b m it t 'd  evidence to  
p ro ve  tlie da tes anil nianm r o f the dem ands 
upon G overnor W arm oth  for tho official r e ­
turns.

Mr. M orton d irec ted  witn-.-a t • look a t  
the syn pets ol the  evident.-.- token before 
ins ts iard  as published  in the rn-M Uent’s 
ua-ssaae aud say al. a li.tu r. tuno wlioihor 
i t  is, or is nut, a fair s ta tt inesir.

G eneral Jam es L m gstreet s.vorn and  e x ­
am ined by Mr. Alta ton; \Y -  a m em ber o f 
the Lynch re tu rn in g  board; m ade an  offi­
cial dem and  upon G overnor W arm oth  lor 
Uio official re tu rn s  o f th e  election on the 
day the Durc.il decision was re n d e re d :
