It however, such opportunity should not 
present itself within the space, of throe 
Sionths, counting from the day of the ar­
rest. the deserters shall he sot at liberty, 
and shall not again be arrested for the same 
cause.

In ;he a-osenoe ot an agreement to the 
contrary between the owners, freighters 
and insurers, all damages suffered a t sea by 
,hc vessels ot the two countries, w hether 
they enter port voluntarily or are forced by 
stress of weather, sh a ll 'b e  settled by the 
Consuls Genera), Consuls, Vice Consuls and 
Consular Agents of the respective countries. 
If, however, any inhabitant of the country, 
or citizen or subject of a third power, shall 
iai interested in the matter, and the patties 
( jut not agree, the competent local authori­
ties shall decide.

ARTICLE XVI.

In the event ot a vessel belonging to the 
G overnm ent, or owned by a citizen of one 
el' the two contracting parties being wreck­
ed or cast on shore, tin the coast of the 
other, the local authorities shall inform the 
Consul General, Consul, Vice Consul, or 
Consular Agent of the district of the occur 
icnee, or if there be no such consular 
a.relief, they shall inform the Consul Gen­
eral, Consul, Vice Consul, or Consular 
Agent of the nearest district.

All proceedings relative to the salvage 
af American vessels wrecked or cast on 
shore in the territorial waters of the Ger­
man Empire shall take place in accordance 
with the, laws of Germany; and, recipro- 
e#lly, all measures of salvage relative to 
German vessels wrecked or cast on shore in 
the territorial waters of the United States 
shall fake place in accordance with the 
laws of the United States.

The consular authorities have in both 
roUQtries to intervene only to superintend 
she proceedings ha ving reference to the re 
pair and revictualing, or, it necessary, to 
the sale of the vessel wrecked or cast on 
shore.

Kor the intervention of the local author­
ities do charges shall be made except such 
as in similar cases a r e  paid by vessels of 
tbe uatioi).

In case of a doubt concerning the nation 
ality of a shipwrecked vessel, tbe local 
authorities shall have exclusively the direc­
tion of the proceedings provided for in this 
article.

Ail merchandise and goods not destined 
for consumption in the country where tbe 
wreck takes place shall lie free of ail duties.

* ARTICLE XVII.

With regard to the marks or labels oi 
goods, or of their packages, and also with 
regard to patterns and m arks of tnanufae 
tore and trade, the citizens of Germany 
shall enjoy in the United States of America, 
and American citizens shall enjoy in Ger­
many, the same protection as native citi- 
tens.

ARTICLE XV tll.

The present convention shall remain in 
force lor the space of ten years counting 
from the day of the exchange of the ratifi­
cations, which shall be exchanged a t Ber­
lin within the period of six months.

la ease neither party gives notice, twelve 
months before the expiration of the said 
period of ten years, of its intention not to 
renew this convention, it shall remain in 
force one year longer, and so on, from year 
to year, until the expiration of a year from 
the day on which one of the parties shall 
have given such notice.

an action punishable by tbe laws of his 
original country committed before his emi­
gration, saving always the limitation estab­
lished by the laws of his original country 
and any otber remission of liability to pun­
ishment.

In particular, a former citizen of the 
Austro-Hungarian Monarchy, who, under 
the first, article, is to be held as on American 
citizen, is liable to trial atid punishment, ac­
cording to the laws of Anstro-Hungary, for 
non fulfillment of military duty:

1. If he has em igrated, after having 
been drafted  a t the time of conscription, 
and thus having become enrolled as a 
recruit for service in the standing army.

2. If  he has emigrated while he stood 
in service under the flag, or had a leave 
of absence only for a limited Time.

3. If; having a leave of absence for an 
unlimited time, or belonging to the reserve 
or to the militia, he has em igrated after 
having received a call into service, or after 
a public proclamation requiring his apjiear- 
ance. or a iter war has broken oat

On tbe other bund, a former citizen of the 
Austro Hungarian Monarchy naturalized in 
llie United States, who by or after his 
emigration has transgressed the legal pro 
visions on military duty by any acts or 
omissions oilier than those above enum er­
ated in the clauses numbered ooe, two and 
fhree, can, -on his return to his original 
country, neither be held subsequently ro 
military service nor remain liable to trial 
and punishment for the non-fulfillment ol 
hie {pilitary duty.

T he convention for the mutual delivery

longer be required; but a person who has iu 
tha t manner been recognized as a citizen of 
the other country shall, Irani tbe moment 
thereof, be held and treated as a Swedish or 
Norwegian citiz it, and, reciprocally, as a 
citizen of tbe United States.

2. Relating to  the second article of the 
convention.

I f  a former Swede or Norwegian, who, 
under the first article, is ta be held as an 
adopted citizen of the United States ot 
America, has emigrated after he has a t­
tained tbe age when he becomes liable to 
military service, and returns again to his 
original country, it is agreed tha t 1><> re 
mains liable to tri ll and punishment for an 
action punisliable by the iuwsof his original 
country and committed before his emigra­
tion, but not for the act of emigration it­
self, uuless thereby have been committed 
any punishable action ‘against Sweden or 
Norway, or against a Swedish or Norwegian 
citizen, such as uou-fulliiltuent of military
