Bastrop and Ar!ca»' 
sas Railroad CenipfcnyT ab>o, «  b*B to ir»  
corporate the Monroe B u  lge Company. ,

• A l»il! was introduced to revoke and 
annul tbe chatter o f the Louisiana State 
Lottery Company, and to repeal an a"t to 
increase the revenue of tbe State and to 
authorize the incorporation and establish­
ment of the Louisiana State Lottery Com 
psny. and to repeal certain other acts now 
in force, it  was ordered to lie over.

Tin House did vary little but discuss and 
finally pass the b ill—known as bill No. i n -  
creating the parish o f Algiers. This had 
been made The special order of the ti.ty for 
yesterday. Shortly after Speaker Lowell 
had called the House to order a«d aouororn 
announced. Mr. Bonham, o f Carr#;’, was 
called to the chair.

Mr. Dum ont, o f Algiers, Mice caiiet* up 
the bill creating the parish o f Algiers, and

He was not in 
favor o f  creating new parishes in this way 
at a cost o f  from $15,000 to $’~‘0,OO0 4  year  
for eael. additional parish thus created to 
yhe people. H e said there ha 1 been m any 
applications for dividing parts hot*, and it: 
Too many instances tb *y bail succeeded. 
This is generally done by men who want to 
be. parish judges, sheriffs, etc. Air. Ma­
honey said sic war opposed to ow atitig  
these small parishes, not only because they  
are a  heavy expense to the T>t»t,e, put be­
cause they create too many offices rand itu' 
poverish the people,. He w ould. therefore 
move that tbs* bill be indefinite!" post­
poned.
. Mr. Dumont replied to the gentleman  
front Plaquemines .'Mr. Wain ney . and «x- 
fnbit'-d a memorial signed by numerous 
T'diz fts o f Algiers, asking fo r a  separate 
parochial and municipal governm ent for 
that portion o f The parish o f Orleans sit :- 
at*'h on the left bank oi th e Mississippi 
liver. Mr. Dumont charged that- Sir. 3?a 
honey hail changed his views but recently  
«,n the subject, and was unable To account 
lor his opposition t<* Tre bill now before the 
House. His vaceilatiou <4loi;!d not be au 
impediment To tho wishes The people 
living in the district That would constitute  
the parish o f Algiers, if  the bill passed. Mr. 
Dumont concluded by renewing his *uo 
tam to have the bill p'.ivet! a not ire third 
and final reading.

Sir. Rodrigues, ol ( trie.ms, Was »ne» t« -  
nliiitically opposed to creating new par­
ishes by dividing old ones. i!e  heartily in­
dorsed tho v iew s «? the gentlem an from 
PlaqneniiBes upon this subject, and hoped  
members would not vo le  to burden the 
people with additional taxation by passing  
bill* like the one under consideration.

to this way o f doing business in the Legisla- j 
ture. That branch o f the sta te  governm ent 
had already had too much sin laid at its 
door by those w lie are ever ready to  find 
fault w ith the acts ot a Republican majori­
ty; and legislation o f this kind would toed  
U  strengthen the charges that have been 
made against the Legislature by tbe ene­
mies of Republicanism. For these reasons 
be hoped the bill would not pass w ithout 
being amended, l ie  voted no

ill adopting the title o f the bill there was 
an ineffectual attem pt made to amend it.

It was expected that tho insurrection 
w ould soon be ended, and that tlie commu­
nication w ith France, which was now inter­
rupted. would be restored at an early day.

Port au P rin ce , January 20.—There has 
been an attem pt to create an insurrection  
in Hayti for the purpose ol preventing au 
election for President. The demonstration  
was soon suppressed and the ringleaders 
arrested, five of whom were executed.

A'l-txvv vt.L, January 20.—A terrible hur­
ricane visited this portion on the eighteenth, 
and did much damage. The schooner
