in New Orleans during the last election; 
told him about two weeks ago tha t he could 
make some revelations concerning the sev­
enth and eighth wards that would unset 
the whole Kellogg party; was very mad at 
the time because promises made had not 
Been fulfilled; said he had a notion to blow; 
Manner, State register iu the ninth ward in 
18'»S and 1870, told him similar facts con­
cerning these elections.

To Mr. Morton—These officers were ap­
pointed bv Governor Warmoth.

J’o Mr." C a rp e n te r—C o n sid e re d  th e  o a th
4>f office as supervisor a mere m atter of 
form, snd of no consequence.

To Mr. Morton—Registrars in 1872 were 
not generally the same as those in 1808 ami 
1870.

To Governor W armoth—These registrars 
who acted as described were iu the Repub­
lican party iu 1S72; those mentioned by 
name bv United States marshals.

To Mr. Carpenter—Made these dis­
closures because I am disgusted with the 
whole affair.

To Mr. Morton—Did notm ake disclosures 
because he was not reinstated jn the 
Custom House. Cauld bring friends to 
prove tha t he had determined to quit the 
business on the first of February. *

To Mr. Carpenter—First made disclosures 
To friends, and did not th iD k they would g > 
any farther. Had no expectation of auy 
reward.

To Governor W armoth—In 1870, 1400 
votes were cast and 2600 or '7700 counted; 
loses were stuffed.

Governor Warmoth—Who was present!
Answer—General Sypher; he brought the 

ii< xes there himself; there were twelve poll­
ing places in the parish in 1870.

Mr. Logan moved tha t the testimony con­
cerning Gem nil Sypher he excluded, for 
the reason tha t he was a member of the 
other house, eoncerning whom the commit- 
tee hail no right to inquire; witness exam­
ined by Mr. Ray in relation to the issuing 
duplicate certificates of registration; said 
they were issued only to persons who had 
the light to vote in 1868 and 1870; the only 
wrong being, they had no tig lit to vote on 
them in 1877.

Mr. E. J .  lim kdall sworn—Was United 
Slates commissioner of Washington parish; 
resides in New Orleans, 100 miles from that 
jtarish; the election was conducted to the 
satisfaction of both parties; thinks *100 or 
700 votes were cast; was sent up through 
Sypher and J. L. llerwig; returned to New 
Orleans alter the election; subsequently 
went to the parish of Tangipanor to 
take testimony; no one seemed willing 
to  complain of fraud; some colored 
men complained a little, but made it all 
satisfactory: on the way back met Wands 
and fold him everything seemed fair: 
Wands said it woundn’t do; it would defeat 
l iu, anil he must get testimony of fraud; 
gave him about 250 names, but he did not 
report them; an inteiligcuit man said he did 
not see anything very wrong, ‘nut 
there had been considerable intimidation; a 
white man bad shot a  colored man; 
told him to make an affidavit
to that effect which he did; W ands got two 
Germans to swear to intimidationand fraud; 
witness found one German who was not 
penui'ftcd to vote on old registration pr 
jfr« ; 1 hi got the papers changed and a 
mistake was made in- the ward, and the 
commissioners would not let him vote oif if; 
witness took his affidavit; he made a ge.o- 
erel statement of intimidation and fraud; 
did not swear to the report; signed it; did 
not believe tLe report true; nothing but the 
sympathy lie had fur the party induced 
him to make a false rejiort.

To Governor Warmoth—Thinks he re­
ported the statements. They were what he 
learned in conversation.

To Mr. Morton—Don’f  know Lo^ 1 come 
to be summoned: had spoken of the man­
ner in which the election was conducted on 
the streets; General Sypher promised to 
get witness.a position in the Customhouse: 
Sypher did not fulfill the promise: tha t is 
not the. reason why lie has told how the re­
port was made.

Members oi’ the Cabinet and di­
plomatic corps were present a t the cere­
mony.

Paris, February 3.—President Thiers 
attended a meeting of the committee of 
th irty  to-day, and, at considerable length, 
presented his views on the constitutional 
project which the committee submitted to 
him. He said the scheme contained ill-dis­
guised attacks on himself, but he would ac- 
cejit it if certain amendments, which he 
declared indispensable, were adopted. 
After a searching criticism of the project in 
detail, he urged the necessity of being free 
to address the Assembly on questions of 
general policy, and concluded as follows:

You humiliate me; I accept humiliation, 
but 1 will not become a jiolitical mann:kiu. 1 
am only a little Bourgeois. But the power 
your conditions leaves me would be con- 
temptible.

President Thiers will again apjiear before 
the committee on Wednesday.

Q u e b e c , February 3.—The courthouse 
was destroyed by fire yesterday, entailing 
a loss of all the records of the province 
since its foundation, together with title 
deeds and other im portant legal docu­
ments.

Erie Iron Company’s works burned. Loss 
heavy.

Norfolk, February 3.—The steamship 
Canadian, of the Allan line, from New Or­
leans for Liverpool, put in here to-day for 
coal aud passengers.*

Louisville, February 3 —The stage run­
ning from Mitchelsburg to Harrodsburg, 
Kentucky, was attacked Thursday niglit 
about eight miles from Harrodsburg by four 
men, one of whom ordered the driver to 
stop aud deliver the mail, and a t the same 
time he endeavored to climb upon the stage. 
An iuside passenger shot the robber through 
the head, killing him instantly. The bal­
ance of the robbers retreated, but two of 
them were afterward captured and lodged 
iu the Harrodsburg jail. Considerable ex­
citement exists in the vicinity over the dar­
ing attem pt.

Halifax, February 3 —The steamship 
Cuba, Irotu Liverpool for New York, put in 
this port yesterday afternoon and sailed 
again for her destination this morning. The 
Cuba experienced very heavy weather and 
two of ber boats were injured. Her- deck 
house and bulwarks were also slightly dam­
aged. All well.

P h il a d e l p h ia , February 3. — Colonel 
James Collier, a prominent lawyer and 
politician of Ohio, a soldier of 1812, and the 
first Collector of California, died a t his resi­
dence at Steubenville, on Snuday, aged 
eighty-four years.

This afternoon E. N. Marks and John 
O'Brien were found guilty of maintaining a 
gambling saloon.

William Kaas and William Liver, com­
mon counciluieu, were put upon trial 
charged with a similar offense. They jum ped 
their bail, and were brought to this city 
from New York this morning.

Salt L ake City. February 3.—Great imb­
ibe interest is manifested in the new Mor­
mon settlem ent in-Arizona, near the thirty- 
fifth juirallel railload. About 200 saints 
have been ordered there as pioneers. I t  is 
thought this movement will expedite the 
settlem ent of the Indian question iu Ari­
zona. and contribute much to tho progress 
of railroads.

The m arket ojiened with a moderte de­
mand, but the movement was checked by 
light supplies and buyers claiming conces­
sions which factors would not admit. The 
business during the morning was, conse­
quently, of limited extent, not exceeding 
1200 bales, and although later in the day 
parties came together more freely, yet there 
was a t no time much animation, and the 
moderate amount noted above was in excess 
of the general expectation. A jiart of the 
business was a t prices which caused the 
brokers to report a decline of %c on all 
grades below strict good middling—some 
said % a %c—but the bulk of tbe sales, 
although in favor of buyers, showed no 
quotable variation. The higher grades, oil 
the contrary, being iu scant supply and 
good request, commanded fuller prices, and 
very good styles sold above our quotations.
