A30LI3HING THE GOVERNMENT.
The more desperate of the fusionists 

who are now catching at everything that 
looks like a straw, endeavor to persuade 
themselves to believe that the recent re­
port of the Senate Committee on I’rivi- 
l- g •- and Elections has virtually abolished 
the Supreme Court of this State, leaving 
every man to be the judge of the law in 
his own case, and relieving him from obe* 
di-moo to any mandate that doe- not run 
in liis own interest. Because a majority of 
the* committee could not find any analogy 
betwe :: the decision of the Supreme f ourt 
a, to which was the legal returning hoard 
and tin d.-oiston of the latter as to which 
were tie- duly elected presidential electors, 
it is taken tor grunted that the Senator., 
regarded the decision of the court as of 
no account, and that every man forhirn- 
-• If may fikc the same view in ali matter- 
in which ho i, interested. This looks 
to u.s lilt- a new outbreak of the 
old spirit of nullification iu a fresh 
plac*.," 11-retofore tin* idea was to 
nullify an obnoxious United States law by 
the so-called sovereign power ot a State 
in convention assembled; whereas, nowit 
i- proposed to abrogate all the machinery 
of a State government on the authority 
<>f the opinion of a congressional eouimit- 

This would not be sound doctrine, 
«*ven if the committee liad really reported 
against the* authority of the Supreme 
Court, which they* did not do. On the 
contrary, we find iu the report a positive 
recognition of the legality of the Lynch- 
Longstreet returning board, which recog­
nition was, of course, based upou the de­
cision of the court:

The election of the Greeley elector* was 
certified to by the Governor of the .State, 
but the oflicia! returns of the election have 
not been counted by the returning hoard 
created by the loos of Louisian* Jor that 
purpose, and the persons who in tac­
tile examination in the count had no legal

who in fact made

authority to do so. the election ot the
Grant electors is certified by the Lynch re­
turning board, but that board did not have 
the c fficial returns before them, and their 
election is not certified to by the Governor 
of the State, as required by the act of Con­
gress. .

Thus the Greeley electors were rejected
because the returns of the election had 
not been counted by the returning board, 
and because those who made the count, 
Messrs. Bragdou. Woodward. Wharton, 
DaPcmte. Hatch .* Co., had no legal 
authority to do so. The election of the 
Grant electors, it is stated iu this report, 
is certified to by the legal (the Lynch) 
board, but failed because the certificate 
dul not ha-e the Governor's signature. It 
will be borne in mind that our Supreme 
Court did not pass upou the case of the 
electors, but only upon the proper officers 
to make the returns. Therefore, the Sen­
ate committee has not, as the fusionists 
claim, called the authority of the Supreme 
Court of this State iu question iu the 
slightest particul ir. The premises being 
false, the structure must fall.

But to admit, for the sake of argument, 
that the report of the committee was just 
what is claimed for it. are the people of 
this State prepared to accept that as a vir­
tual nullification of the laws of Louisiana? 
It has never been contended that there is 
aiiv authority in the United States supe­
rior to that of the Supreme Court of a 
State in any case arising under State laws.

For the purposes of local government, 
what the local authorities direct is the 
measure that the citizen must respect: 
lor even iu our intercourse with the na. 
tional authority we are to receive our 
orders from tin; general government 
through our own agents. When the fed­
eral legislature enacts laws that supplant 
our own, it provides pla ce ot enforcement 
for the same, as it cannot use a singie 
ofiie n  of the State except with the consent 
of the State. When the State enacts 
a lavr it proceeds in the same way 
to provide an agency to enforce it. not be­
ing authorized to call iu the services of 
the federal officer who stands idle at the 
corner. The two systems are distinct iu 
their orgaaizatious and entirely separate 
iu their operations, and our Supreme 
Court does not require recognition from 
the federal judiciary auy more than the 
latter require recognition from the State 
tribunal. And above all, what the citizen 
of Louisiana is required to do is this, tiiat 
until an absolute and undoubted revolution 
has taken place, he is bound to abide by 
the decrees of his own officers, not only 
because they represent himself immedi­
ately, but because they represent the 
national authority presumptively. Every 

decision emanating from the public au­
thorities ol Louisiana is based upou and 
must be sujiporte 1 by the entire national 
treugth until the same is reversed by 

subsequent and superior instructions. It 
- apparent, as a proof of this, that when 

the federal soldiers respond to Governor 
Kellogg's request, as they have done and 
will do as occasion may require, the su­
preme power of the government recognizes 
his authority an 1 will sustain the same.

If the representatives from Maine or 
Georgia tould recommend the construc­
tion of the Mississippi outlet canal, it 
seems strange that Galveston should be 
indifferent to its construction, and if it 
supports the Florida peninsula canal be- 
eau.e •• fifty million dollars of Gal vest* iu 
commerce now seek the markets of the 
world” by way of Key West, how can it 
expect distant States to support its special 
in’*:*rest ‘

It is certainly a very narrow estimate of 
the value of a national work to say that 
the Mississippi canal “does u it affect the 
interest of this State to auy appreciable 
extent;" tmt Texas takes a different view 
of the matter. A great deal ot goods 
consumed in Texas is shipped from New 
Orleans. These goods will come cheaper 
to the consumer with improved facilities 
of importation. The first rail connection 
with interior Texas will increase the im­
portation and distribution of coastwise 
and foreign goods by way of New Or­
leans. Almost all the immigrants into 
Texas arrive at New Orleans by ocean 
steamers. New Orleans exports a very 
large amount of Texas cotton, hides 
and other products, all of which com­
merce will bo greatly promoted 
by deeper water at the river outlet. Gal­
veston has usually less than twelve feet 
w ater on her bar. New Orleans has main­
tained all this winter nineteen and a half 
feet, and a vessel drawing twenty-two feet 
has crossed the bar. It is natural that the 
products of upper Texas will come by rail 
to New Orleans, and that its coastwise and 
foreign trade will be distributed by the 
same means. The rivalry of Galveston 
does not excite a passing thought, but it 
is not neighborly for her to withhold ap­
proval from a work iu which New Orleans 
is interested, and certainly not wise to 
proclaim a selfish preference for auother 
work as an argument why other commu­
nities. not interested in that work, should 
come to the assistance of Galveston.

LOUISIANA IMMIGRATION AND HOME­
STEAD COMPANY.

MW* have received a copy of the charter 
of this association, the objects of which 
are to introduce immigrants, foreign and 
domestic, into Louisiana and encourage 
their settlement upon lands owned or con­
trolled by the company; to facilitate and 
aid the owners of real estate shares to 
dispose of the same iu the interest of im­
migrants and of all persons desiring home­
steads. It is also proposed to assist iu 
the organization of home industries and 
handicraft, and to aid settlers in the de­
velopment of the mineral and agricultural 
resources of the 1 inds on which they 
locate.

We anticipate much good from an asso­
ciation ot respectable citizens manifesting 
such patriotic purposes, and therefore 
commend it to the consideration and sup­
port of the people of Louisiana, without 
respect to past condition or color. It is a 
move in one important direction. It says:

The immigration of an intelligent, virtu­
ous ami tolling class ot people is the only 

troubles can be solved.
present feasible plan by which our political

The solution of “political troubles" is 
indeed an important consideration. The 
homestead feature iu this plan favors 
greatly that object. The laborers of the 
State desire to establish themselves as, at 
least, th** cotters and peasantry of other 
lands with this difference here, that they 
will own their own little holdings in fee 
simp! *. This may be favored greatly by 
the subdivision of lands as contemplated 
by the association. Nothing will tend 
more to invite the confidence of capital 
and labor than this care of the laborer. 
Nothing will increase the immigration of 
labor from the worn lands of the Eastern 
planting States than to make it known 
that within the beneficent climate and fer­
tile soil of Louisiana homesteads may he 
had payable in labor. It is the system of 
day labor so well understood iu France, 
where the farm laborers live in villages 
and go daily to their work iu the adjacent 
fields. It lias been even introduced in 
Plaquemines parish, where strips of land, 
running from the river to the swamp, and 
laid off iu lots fronting on a street, divid­
ing the strip along its whole length, have 
been sold to t'.ie colored people. Each 
family has here its own independent home, 
and carries its labor to the daily market.

V.'c cannot impress upon these gentle­
men too strongly the importance of tolera­
tion toward.- the civil, religions and po­
litical opinions of those who come among 
them.

Since that time lie has been the cause of 
six other families settling here, aud a great 
many others have been induced to visit inis 
section with a view of settling. The other 
instance was that of a Northern gentlemen, 
who settled here about two years ago. He 
met with the same kind reception, and with 
similar result*. He is now exerting all of 
hi* influence upon some of bis Northern 
friends, and we have the prospect of having 
several Northern gentlemen •>: wealth aud 
influence to settle here aiso.

This is infinitely better than to wait on 
a new arrival to know what ticket he voted 
last, and to salute himself and family* with 
a charivari if his civil and religious senti­
ments do not exactly accord with those 
that surround them. We anticipate the 
influence of the gentlemen who compose 
this association in favor of toleration, and 
neighborly offices, with a genuine and 
genial welcome to all who may, come from 
whatever part of the civilized world they 
may have emigrated. This is not merely 
the best solution of our domestic troubles, 
but of our financial embarrassments aiso; 
t*i double the value of our lands i- to 
halve the rate of taxation which rests 
upon them: to increase the laborers aud 
tlia customers of our merchants and me­
chanics is to diminish the cost of their 
licenses by enabling them better to pay 
them.

A WELCOME TO THE WEST.
Virginia has the reputation of having 

done as much, aud suffered as much, in 
the late war as any of her associated sis­
ters. Somehow* she took her own course 
after surrendering her sword and accept­
ing terms of capitulation. It by no 
means met the approval of professional 
politicians at the North, who insisted 
that she should “fight on, fight ever.” 
and regain by chicanery what she had lost 
by arms. The politicians had their way. 
She calmly held her own course. The 
politicians formed under Andy Johnsou. 
whose administration put Davis and 
Stephens in the casemates of Fort Mon­
roe. and, but for Grant's remonstrance, 
would have put Lee and Johnson along­
side of them. The politicians escorted 
Andy into a rather ignominious retirement. 
They* then commended Mr. Blair, one of 
the most decided invaders of the South. 
They handicapped him with the the repu­
diation of certain federal debt and cur­
rency, and Lad him double “ distanced 
aud drawn.” Then the politicians pre­
sented Mr. Greeley, the particular patron 
of John Brown, the protective tariff, and 
“ on to Itichmond." They played this 
theory to the bottom by nominating radi­
cal and other Republicans for State offices 
for a share of the spoils.

Virginia asked them to leave her hand 
out of this disreputable game. She ad­
dressed herself to her own affairs. She 
was neither rich enough, nor yet needy 
enough, to obey the orders of the Wash­
ington politicians. It is not necessary to 
repeat all the important results of this 
homely policy* ot attending to her own 
business. But while this great city has 
been for more than two months past 
awaiting demi-daily telegraphs to know 
whether we have a legal government or 
anarchy, when our missionaries return 
from Washington with the news that Lou­
isiana has no vote iu the Union, Virginia 
has a more encouraging duty to perform. 
On the thirteenth instant—

There was an immense (leuionstrafiou in 
honor of the arrival of the first through 
train from the Ohio river over the Chesa­
peake and Ohio railroad.

The procession was composed of the First 
Virginia Regiment, tiie lire department, 
various commercial associations, tiie City 
Council, other city officials and many pri­
vate citizens, was formed and inarched to 
the Chesapeake and Ohio depot.

Soon after their arrival the expected 
train came in, and was saluted by two bat­
teries of artillery stationed on tiie neigh­
boring hills, each firing one hundred rounds. 
Several of tiie church bells and aii the city 
bells rang their .joyous pea's, while the 
steam whistles ot tiie engines ol the tire de­
partment kept up a continuous scream.

It is proposed to have another and 
grander celebration in May. The policy 
of restoring the position of a .State by 
development, rather than by intrigue, re­
ceives lure a signal support. This great 
line has been taken up and completed by 
Northern capital and enterprise. It brings 
the trade of Cincinnati over the lightest 
grades, through the most favored climate, 
and by the shortest line to forty feet water 
in an ocean port.

I* distinctly re­
pudiated the McEiieiT government l>v 
declaring that the returns? in its favor were 
unt made out by the proper returning 
board, and that ther fore it had no legal 
existence whatever, not even to make a 
showing iu an issue outside of the State. 
The government further recognized the 
authority of Mr. Kellogg when it placed 
it.-, troops at his dispi -a!; and it still recog­
nizes him by maintaining the same attitu 1 *. 
Let 31 Eu .ry ask ! >r troops or commit a 
disturbance if he is anxious to test the 
matter of his status at Washington. Con­
gress Las adhered to tii • position taken by 
the President in its rejection of the certifi­
cate of Governor Warmotb. Thus the 
executive, judicial and 1 g.-Iative depart­
ments of the national authority have de­
cided upou the status of Mr. Kellogg, and 
the decision by the federal government 
corresponds with that mvi l vonr State 
authorities. The question i therefore, 
closed to all the modes of peaceful discus­
sion. and Mr. 31* Em ry know.- it, for he 
invites into the field the bloody abitra- 
nient of the sword. This demonstrat s 
the desperation of the man and his fac­
tion, and should prove to the people that 
they have escaped a great evil iu escaping 
from the control that such men attempted 
to establish over the State. The men 
who are willing blindly to provoke war 
upon their friends in order to promote 
themselves or to overthrow their enemies, 
are not safe to be trusted with power, for 
they might not be willing to lay it down 
when their day of authority was spent. 
Indeed, it is most fortunate that the State 
has been so thoroughly recognized, other­
wise we might have trouble at the hands 
of men whose disposition 11 hold office is 
superior to their disposition to regard the 
regular forms in obtaining the same.
