VVhi'e Italy was under the military ct n- 
trol of France a disturbance occurred n one 
of our regiments 111 gurricou at Livornia. 
It was a very serious affair—tnncii more 
grave than a mere meetin g. The Emperor 
was It lea ' ly provoked when tie heard this 
news, and determined to tm»ke a severe 
exam pleol the offenders, i"  Murat was 
couiuiittod the punishuient. ol this demoral- 
i/..-d iegiment. The ordeis were precise 
and terrible. He did ii"t order a court 
martial, hut the immediatec\e< ution ol the 
offender*. Murat arrived at Livornia and 
ordered the regiment ou j> trade. He ait- 
fiouuced to tbesoldiers that he had received 
orders from the Emperor to punish them,and 
that their punishment was :nevi*a!de. H.s 
earnest language, impetuous and threaten­
ing manner, and, above all, the awe of ins 
Very name, had already subdued the rebel 
Iioum command : the soldiers ltd! upon their 
knees. "1 hey were hum hie and suppliant. 
Mina? was moved. So kind of heart was 
he! Hut his orders were imperative. He 
restrained Ids emotions. He preserved the 
angry expression oft ointenance. atnl tn a 
menacing tone exclaimed, " i shall have 
every tenth man shot !’" You may well im­
agine, the consternation was very great.
'1 he regiment, imprisoned in their barracks, 
sent ttianv deputations to Murat to demand 
pardon. Officers and men swore to seek 
death tit the lirst battle, ruder the eye of 
the Emperor. Murat continued inflexible— 
jit least, in appearance. At last he seemed 
touched with such deep contrition. Hut the 
often e was so great and t he order so positive 
that he ordered that three soldiers, chosen 
from the principal offenders, should expiate 
with their lives the crime oi tne regiment. 
The three victims were soon selected, placed 
in the guardhouse, and tin ir i xecution art- 
niuinceil for next day. 'I lie r» ginn-nt re 
luained under arrest. At midnight Murat 
ordered the officer of the guard, in whom 
he had perfect confidence, to bring the three 
soldiers before him.
