Tu:j Nenate was iu session yestenlav.
The bill iucorpciratinj; the Ieiui-iana Cen­

tral Ilaiiwav Company is still iu the lianas 
of the Committee on Railroads; but the 
liituiils of tiie bill th ins tin- committee will, 
before long, brin^ it before tbe Senate.

Immediately after the reading of tbe 
journal iu the House yesterday. Sir. Mon- 
ta 'do, of Orleans, called for the special 
order of the day. House bill Xo. l'-'b enti­
tled an act to amend and re-enact section 
two of ati act entitled an act relative to the 
Louisiana Levee Company, etc. Speaker 
Lowell announced She bill to be upon its 
third reading, and called J 'r .  K eating to 
the chair.

Mr. (lair, of East Feliciana, called for a 
reading of the bill. The Clerk proceeded 
to read the bill: and after reading a few 
sections Mr. Mathews, of Tensas, moved to 
dispense with its further reading, and that 
it bo recommitted to committee, with in­
structions to have it printed.

Mr. Dewees wanted the reading of the 
bill finished.

The Speaker ruled tha t the reading of the 
lull must bo completed.

A lter the clerk had finished reading, Mr. 
Montaldo moved the final passage of t- e 
bill. A cal! for the previous oucstion was 
lust by a very decided vote of the House.

Sir. Mathews here obtained tbe floor, and 
said that if the hill is a good one. Jet us 
have it; but he wanted to be satisfied that 
it is a good one before voting for it. His 
constituents were deeply interested in the 
building of levees. They live in a district 
of the State where the lands without levees 
would l>a valueless. Yet he is opposed to 
passing the hill before the House a t this 
time. lie  wanted time to consider it prop­
erly.

Mr. Gair followed in a similar strain. He 
wanted members to refieet before voting 
for tbe bill. lie  hoped its friends, observ­
ing a proper respect for the interest of the 
people, would pause before deciding to tax 
the whole people of the State to build 
levees in parishes bordering on the Missis­
sippi. He for one would certainly object to 
being taxed four and a half mills on the 
dollar to improve the property of men liv­
ing in sections of the State liable to inun­
dation. He should, therefore, move to have 
the hi!! recommitted and printed lor the 
use of members.

Mr. Lowell was the next speaker. He 
explained the condition" of the bill, and 
stated why the Louisiana Levee Company 
asked for its passage a t this time; said the 
season for high waters in the Mississippi 
was fast approaching, and the people living 
near its banks were already beginning to 
dread the danger of ari overflow. The 
State had made a contract with the Levee 
Company to have levees built and kept in 
such order as to avert the dangers of over­
flow. Therefore, tlie State could not avoid 
its responsibility in this m atter any more 
than the Levee Company. It might sutler 
injunctions to be placed upon the fund 
raised to pay for the building of levees, and 
thus interfere with the w ork of the com­
pany: but it can not evade entirely the con­
tract it has entered into with the Levee 
Company for the protection of one of the 
richest and fairest districts of country upon 
God's earth . Mr. Lowell said he was per­
sonally interested in the work o! the 
Levee Company, lie  owns a plantation 
Ihat needs that protection which the Levee 
Company is bound to give to all property 
holders and planters living on the banks of 
the Mississippi, or contiguous thereto, it the 
State does not break faith with it. Mr. 
Lowell asked members to carefully con­
sider tin: hill; take it up and read every 
s ction of it: yea. more; read every line— 
yes. every word. He would have them 
read and understand it thoroughly, lin t 
he wanted the bill passed as soon as practi­
cable in order tha t the Levee Company 
may be enaided to go to work and guard 
the people living on and near the Missis 
sippi against the dangers that usually 
threaten them in the stuing of tin- year and 
early part ot the summer. The hands of 
tbe company are now lied because an in ­
junction has been placed upon the levee 
fund collected and placed in the State 
treasury. It is impossible for the company 
to proceed with the work unless it can avail 
itself of the funds collected to pay for it as 
it is finished. It is believed the bill before 
the House will relieve the company of an ­
noyances experienced in the past, and en­
able it to proceed with its work with even 
more effect than at any previous time.

Mr. Davidson, of Livingston, followed 
Mr. Lowell. He said he hail leng hern the 
triend of a levee system for protecting the 
fertile bottom  lands bordering tfie M -.-ii- 
sippi river. W ithout protection against 
inundation a large am ount t l  property 
would become valueless. Yet us much as 
he might be iu favor of protecting the peo­
ple against the dangers of an overflow, be 
could not consent to tax his people in a 
m atter of this kind without fully under­
standing w hat he is doing. lie is respon­
sible to his constituents for his conduct iu 
the Legislature, and lie must tin able to 
render a satisfactory account ol his stew 
ardship here. lie  said it would not do to 
tax the peoplo of the highland parishes at a 
higher rate than was necessary to build the 
levees. It was true, he said, th a t he had 
voted f .r the bill incorporating the Levee 
Company, but he did not propose to vote 
for the bill under consideration without 
being satisfied that it is a good bill.

Sir. Uenham, of Carroll, was happy to 
observe the bright lights that were spring­
ing up and illuminating the subject tinder 
di'ci'.ssMB. lie  bad heard the gentleman 
trout J  ftVrson (Mr. LowellJ and the genth 
in n iii,in Livingston (Mr. Davidson) with 
a g  -it <b al t-f satisfaction. Mr. llenham 
sani if was t ine tha t much ot the most 
valuable lands in Louisiana would be 
v oitliicss without level «. and. therefore, he 
y.m>:*> t them ;<t almost any price. The 
gei.th man from T< t.s.is (H r Mali ‘w») had 
stall d he tax tor levee purposes amounted 
to eight and a half mills. He (Mr. 13jc 
ban.) -v is satisfied the people would pay 
;l i-  ■ .-tugly in preference to being exposed 
to ti • damaging cflects oi i \ erilows. The 
the t.tne would coni", he hoped, when the 
nati ' i.'l government w u lo take the great 
work ii hand atid at. -i : tcotection against 
iaua.la tn  ns to ail * tizens i f the 
Mtsso-cppi valley; b it an .1 that time comes 
tbe p% o; k-oi .. -.isiuna miiEt be protected, 
at ', the bi s; ,.r ; o»t effectual way to ob­
tain tha t now. he tielieved, was through 
the Levee Company. He confessed the con­
duct of t< i ii.ti K'icodi of tbe bill la waat-

ot tire previous ouesttonhad prejudiced him 
and other members against the bill, yet the 
u-marks of the g*-nrleinaa from Jefferson 
(Mr. Lowell; had ibsDc.ied toat prejudice 
and left him sensibly impressed with the 
necessity for immediate action upon the bill. 
In order to avcit impending dauger, mem­
bers should pass the bii! without delay, and 
place the Levee Company in a condition to 
go to work upon a scale commensurate with 
the interests involved.

Mr. Uryant. ot E ist Baton I’ouge, was 
not opposed to the building of levees, but 
wanted thorn built at as low a rate as pos­
sible. lie  was under the impression the 
work could be done a t twenty-five cents 
per cubic yard, hut it ;t could not be ilone 
tor this ho would vote lor the bill under 
consideration if he Lad to do it under pre­
test. He would like to have time, however, 
to duly consider the hi!!, and. therefore, fa­
vored the motion to postpone and print. 
Mr. Bryant concluded by according the 
balance of his tune to Mi". Sewell, of Or­
leans.

Mr. Sc we”  said the gentleman from Jet- 
ferson had spoken eloquently and told :;s 
about the mighty waters of the Mississippi 
tha t might come rushing down upon us 
from the mountains and overwhelm the 
people of New Orleans before members had 
rime to pass the bill under consideration, 
hut lie thought there was something hidden 
ir. the bill—something that should cause 
members to consider it carefully before 
passing it.

Mr. Young ta d  listened very quietly and 
carefully to tin? debates upon the bill, and 
he did not believe members understood it 
m y  better now than before the discussion 
took place. He wanted the bill dui_4 con­
sidered and passed with as little delay a" 
possible. The levee company, as the gen­
tleman from .Jefferson has very properly 
told us, has its hands tied: the levee fund 
has been enjoined, and for the want of 
money the company has been compelled to 
almost cease operations at a season ot the 
year when the danger of inundation is 
greatest. This is hut poor encouragement 
to the planters of cotton and sugar whose 
plantations lie near the Mississippi. They 
are anxious to have the work of the levee 
company go on, and in order that it may 
go on it is necessary to pass this fill. The 
levee company does not ask to have the 
price of the work increased. On the con­
trary, it offers to reduce the price from 
sixty to fifty c*nts per cubic yard. Mr. 
J oung concluded his remarks by urgmg 
upon the members the necessity for speedy 
and final action upon the bill.

Mr. Montaldo thought the gentlemen who 
were clamoring for time to consider the 
bid and wanted it recommitted were taking 
tins course to kill the bill, and not for the 
purpose of considering it.

Mr. Mahoney addressed the House at 
some length, and concluded by moving that 
the bill be printed and :u uic the special or­
der of the cay for to day (Thursday), a* 1 
I*. M.

Mr. Detuas was opposed to deferring ac­
tion upon tlie hill any longer. Ir had al­
ready been in the hands of a committee 
and a favorable report had been made. It 
had been several times before tbe House, 
and final action delayed in order to give 
iii- tubers time to scrutinize th*' amendments 
ii-ked for. He thought sufficient time had 
been given members, anil as ho believed 
the bill ju s t and neei-ssary lie was in favor 
of passing it immediately. He should, 
therefore, move to lay the motion to post­
pone upon the table.

Mr. Gair claimed the right to make the 
closing speech. The Chair 1 aving con­
ceded him the right, he repeated his former 
argum ent in favor of postponement, and in. 
sisted on having the bill printed, exclaim­
ing, what do we have a pub ic printer tor. 
if not to have these bills printed?

After Mr. Gair had concluded, the Speak­
er said, the House, by genera! consent, had 
agreed, when Mr. Gair was done, to come 
to a vote on The motion to lay upou the 
table tlie motion to postpone.

The motion to postpone was then tabled 
by a vote o f forty-five yeas to eighteen 
nays.

Mr. Young then moved tha t the bill do 
now finally pass, and after some more sk ir­
mishing. the bill was finally passed by a 
vote of forty-five yeas to seventeen nays.

The House (lieu adjourned until twelve 
o’clock M. to-day.

W ashington, February 1 '.—Tlie Humid 
special of February It says: The Senate 
Committee on Privileges ami Elections, to 
whom v as referred the ease of Ray and 
M-. Milieu, contestants Coin Louisiana, have 
taken over one thousand printed pages of 
testimony. The report will be substantially 
unanimous. Governor Morton is engaged 
in writing out some of the legal points, on 
which there is some difference of opinion, 
but tiio report, which is very long, and suf­
ficient to till twenty or thirty eolumna of 
the lit raid, is substantially as follows:

The coin mi! tee reviews the testimony at 
length, and gives various extracts from the 
ti -tin.ony. from ‘ lie statutes of Louisiana, 
and from the t nforcem ‘at act of the United 
States, 'i’lie testimony dogs not show that 
voters v ere disfranchised in many instances 
on ace Hint of race or pi* vious condition of 
Servitude, ami therelnie the law ot the gon- 
era! government was not violated sufficient­
ly to authorize •!:• interference of Durtfll. 
"Tie- injunction placed by the Eighth Dis­

trict Court of the State upon the counting 
of the returns by the L \ neh board was 
b gal and should have i.ei n n -p itted .

The whole interference of the United 
States courts in the organization of tlie 
L gislatur« is a gross usurpation. The 
conlitituiion expressly g’. -es to each Slat*- 
the organization of its own Legislature. A 
n: mber has uo tight to contest lor his scat 
fit-lore a i-.iurt ot th*- ! infi ll States. It is, 
therefore, evident that Bitch a  court h a s  no 
authoxi' v to seat a hundred members at tlie 
instance of the Lieutenant'Governor.

In this connection it becomes tbe painful 
duty ot the committee to express their 
Opinion of the action of Judge Durell. A 
proceeding so manifestly illegal has never 
come before Congress for its consideration 
in connection with a court of the United 
States, and the committee fails to find 
words with which to express their abhor 
rence of the action ot Durell.

It now becomes necessary for Congress 
to decide which ol' two courses shall be pur­
sued—

First—To declare the result of the election 
as returned by the Lynch board illegal.

Second—To declare th a t no republican 
gov* rumen’ exists in flieSrateot Louisiana.

The result of the first course would lie 
the overthrow of the Kellogg government, 
'oi if ... demonstrated that U federal inf* r 
ference were withdrawn the State govern­
ment could not exist ten days. The testi­
mony shows that while tins government 
has no legal existence, it has*/. /*;</*> poe-

csion of the Sta’e. The Me finery govern­
ment v lule existing th jar*, was dem onstra­
bly elected, not so much by force, which 
lould bring it iu conflict with the enforce­

ment act, as by craft and cunning.
The committee is of tie* opinion that :t 

fair • xpression ot the wishes "t tlie people 
muld nave elected Kellogg, but this was 
ot had.
The secoa 1 course to declare tha t .» re­

publican government doen not exist, the 
couimit'ee approaches with extreme reluc­
tance. While there is no doubt of the 
powi r of Congress in the ease, it isapow ei 

diich should never he used without u just 
ran*'.-. Congress might to morrow *lei : uv 
ti at no republican government exi.-'s in 
Massachusetts, but such a procedure would 
be arb itrary an*l unjust in the extreme. In 
the case of Louisiana, however, it Congress 
neglects to act. the Kellogg reg.me wil! con­
tinue in existence only by federal usurpa 
tion. I t, therefore, seems necessary th a t a 
tepubiican government should be estab 
lished by the action of Congr' ss. and tc 
this end the committee have prepared a bill 
reciting tbe mode of procedure tor a  new 
election, ander the auspices of the United 
States. The report concludes as follows: 
The people ot tho State *re about equally j

protended governments.
The people of New Orleans, which is the 

seat of government, support the McEnery 
government, two to one, and it is believed 
that it the federal support were w ithdrawn 
front the Kellogg government it would he 
supplanted by the McEuery government in 
ten days. The people ot the State, as a 
body, neither support nor submit to eithe: 
government. Neither government can col 
lect taxes, lor the people have no assurance 
tha t payment to one will prevent the col 
lection by the other government. 1 (asi lie is 
is interrupted and public confidence is 
destroyed, and should Congress adjourn 
without making a suitable provision (or the 
ease, one ol two things must result—either 
a collision and bloodshed between the ad 
hereuts ot the two governments, or the 
President must continue the support of 
tederal authority to the Kellogg govern 
rnent.

The alternative of civil war. or the main 
tenauce ot a Ntaie government by military 
power without the pretense of an election 
is exceedingly embarrassing, and, in the 
opinion of your committee, the best solu 
tion of this *1 illicit! ly is lor Congress to or 
iter a re-election, and provide tor the hold 
ing of it under tiie authority of the United 
States, to the end that a government may 
he elected by the people to which they wifi 
submit, or which, in case of disturbance, 
the United States can honestly maintain.

Your committee have prepared ii bii. 
which they believe will insure ail honest 
election, and result iu the establishment ot' 
a republican form of government in the 
State, and your committee recommend its 
passage.

\ \  e are aware that ordering an election it. 
a State upon the ground tliat an election 
which ha* been held is void, is an exercise 
ol power which ought never to be under 
taken by Congress without stern necessity. 
It will bo said that if such a power reside* 
in Congress it may he exercised improperly 
This is true. But the same may tie said oi 
every power conferred on a government

The people, in adopting the constitution 
of the United States, have sten lit to conic 
upon the general government authority to 
guarantee to each of the States a govern 
merit, republican in form.

Tnis undoubtedly confers the power to  
determine whether a particular State has a 
government, and if so whether it be repub 
lican iu form. There is no doubt Congress 
might to morrow, as a question of mere 
power, declare tha t the government of 
Massachusetts is not republican in form 
and set up in its place a government which 
it might determine to be republican in 
form. This would of course tie a great 
abuse of this power. When a judge hat 
jurisdiction to decide a cause, he has »» 
much power to decide it wrong ns right 
and an erroneous judgm ent is as valid a 
any other unless it be vacated or reversed 
by competent authority.

In cveteising this p o w e r  Congress ongtu 
to act with great caution and prudence 
The clamor usually raised by those who 
are defeated in an election, ought not and 
would not he likely to induce Congress 'to 
interfere ordinarily. Even a govermuen 
elected by lraud but going quietly into th. 
exercise ol power and submitted to tiy th 
great body of tbe people, may betler li* 
left to till its brief term than be interfered 
with by Congress. B it when the trauds 
committed are so glaring and widespread 
as to create public discontent in tlie Ntat* 
and tlie organization ot two rival govern 
ments, threatening civil war, ami it liein* 
manifest that neither government has been 
fairly elected, the existence of this 
power in the national government must b* 
regarded as wise and salutary. It can not 
be maintained tha t a prudent exercise <> 
this power violates the rights ot the States, 
because the States, tor their own protection 
ami security, have conferred the now* 
upon the national government, and thi 
government can not refuse or neglect to 
exercise this power in a proper case w ith­
out disregarding the obligation which t ,• 
constitution has devolved upon it. An.I 
we think, tbe melancholy condition of the 
people of Louisiana, who arc mibstauciail 
in a s ta '"  *>! : mt iiy, makes it the duty o 
Congress to act in the premises. Therefor* 
your committee recommend the adoption of 
the following resolutions:

lfettolved. That there is no S ate govern 
merit at present existing iu the State of 
Louisiana.

ii•<•••■*,/ccd, That neither John Ray nor V 
L. MeMillen is entitled to a  seat in the 
United States Senate, neither having been 
elected by the Legislature of tiie State of 
Louisiana.
