FALSE TO THE FAITH.

It is one distinguishing peculiarity of
the professional politician that he bas
really no settled sense of principle. He
will denounce or applaud, as the act may
profit or damage the party to which he be-
longs. Me has no sincere comprehension
of moral principle, for he will censure a
dangerous doctrine o a corrupt deed in &
party antagouist, not becanse the poli-
tician thinks anything worse of the pro-
fessor of the doctrine o2 the perpetrator
of the decd, but becanse he thinks hone
est people may be prejudiced agninst the
wrong-doer by their abhotrence of wrong.

There are many among u$ who claim
that the States are independent of the
Federa) government in all things in which
a power to legislate Lus not been directly
given to Congress. They cling to the ex-
treme doctrines of State sovercignty, yet
they did not hesitate to resort to Congress
to invade the altar of State right to decide
» domestie qnestion, and even now urge

that Congress should et aside two
State governments, each claiming  to
be legitimate, and condact an

eloction under its own laws and suspices.
This inconsisteney is enhanced when the
seme partisans assert that the government
of the United Stutes is tyrannical and
corrupt, and charge that its purpose is
consolidation. Now if this last suspicion
were true, what rendier mode could be
adopted to obliterate the last faint lines
whithy separate statehiood from federalism
than the assumption yecommended?  Per-
haps no stronges example of this incs-
pacity to appreciate en's own professed
principles, when manifested in o political
opponent, ean Lo given than in the con-
temptuous treatment of the views em.
bodied in the report of Scantor Morton
by the nltra State rights politicians of our
city. He asserts that the decree of the
Supreme Court of a State is paramount,
when it does not eome in conilict with the
powers grauted to the federal government
by threo States. He maintains that
Lonisiana has a government republican
in form, whose legality isin contest amonug
her own people and before her own courts.
He says there are many and modern ex-
amples of this same disturbance in various
States, but urges that this family quarrel
0 long as it does not disturb the peace of
the country affords no reason for the per-
potual intervention of federal authority.
He almost apologizes for the intervention
of the federnl government when the Sonth.
ern States were without any formal gove
ernment, and so far from moeking this
exercise of power 4 ground of further en-
cronchment, he attributes it toa “constitu.
tional and political necessity.” Naturally,
the advoeate of the rights of the States
wonld hail this as the doctrine of & con.
vert, or wonld congratulate himself upon
an advoeate so powerful in the councils of
the country, What, 1t us ask, could
prescut o more amoderate doctrine than
this: .

The theory of onr eystem s thut every
State government has the power and ma-
chinery to correct the wrongs and frouds
within itself, practiced under cover of, or
in open violation of, its own Iuws, and that
the decision of its own tribunals, ereated
by ita constitution and Iawa, {o5 such pur-
pose, must be seceived as tinsl,

Or this:

A Stute in which there is profound prace,
