C0KGRESS CAN NOT INTERFEEE
The sole inquiry that Congress r an make 

in regard to Louisiana which, will justify 
that body in taking any notion looking to 
an interference with our local authorities 
is this: “ Has the State a republican form 
of government ?'* S-> long its we. the peo­
ple, fulfill this duty, and mainti :n a re­
publican form of gov - rnm- tit. the State 
ot Louisiana mu t to r v r r--nie.!-» exempt 
from federal interference, under the pres­
ent eye.tern of tho American government. 
We n i i iv  convulse out selves to the verge of 
bankruptcy and rapine, urn! the nation 
must and will k*-*-p its hand-; ofl. units* 
w e rail for h"lp. A ll w.- have to do in the 
pr’-mists i* to maintain •* republican gov­
ernment, vvLi< ii m. ans u gov. rnrneut ol 
the people. V  c suoriiit that t!,.* al-ov*- is 
a fair interpretation ot the law and the 
ancient traditions i:i regard toih*' subject 
mutter under e-, -,-b ratu-n. it * -'tigress 
should attempt to interfere. i:t nuv other 
case than the one w - Imv.

J’r. Miming that our postulate w ill not 
be denied, v.t proc> »-<t to the next proposi­
tion, that since 'Louisiana has a govern­
ment that is republican in Iona and es­
sence', where can <’<>t!gr.:s» find any war­
rant that w ill justify it  in inter.cring to 
set aside tho authoiiti. s that we have 
chosen for ourselv.s? V.'o had an elec­
tion, We employed tie u-'fiil ay-tieies to put 
it through that were employed in other 
States, fraud was attempted, the remedies 
against fraud were employed to <1. teat it, 
the result was iholur.-il, and accords with 
what all sensible men believed to be inevi­
table before it  was announced, at:d yet, 
out of this .stateni- nt of facts it is sought 
to obtain an order from <’ongn*-.s setting 
asido the election in order that a simi­
lar procedure and ft similar result 
may be produced. And the m«-u who 
always insisted that the l--d.-r.il gov­
ernment possessed no power to act in the 
premises are demanding ol t! to .to this 
extraordinary and illegal thing.

In  what particular does the g> vemment 
of Louisiana <iif!'--r front that of its 
neighbors and sister Slates of the I ’nion ? 
I f  there is any variation from repub­
licanism, it is in odder States than our-, 
for while Kentucky refuses to !■ t one class 
of people vote, Georgia refuses fo let any 
class vote unless they can show thc.r poll 
tax receipts. I.o'ii i..na is tin- mo-.t lib- rai 
of all the S ta te " ,  *) -rhape. pt .*• .iitla
Carolina, and is both theoretic; ily and 
pructicaily r< pnbli-au in '!.•• lovir. and 
practice of her government. This being 
the case, the right of Congress to inter­
fere with us ends, for we till the only bill 
r< ouired to be till-, d l y the laws and cus­
toms of the country.

As to how we came by tbe government 
that we have, that is another question, 
and it is one Congress lias no authority to 
inquire into. It  is for the people ot the 
Ftab s to regulate tlu-ir own domc-die con­
cerns to suit their own notions of right 
and wrong. In  s -me States the intelii* 
genre and integrity oi the voteis rresutl;- 
cient to prote.t the ballot box lr  s.i 1 eing 
u s d  as the i n ins of elevating rascality 
and ignorance into the control of the State, 
while in other communities a large p- r- 
tion <.f the cufjrrg-ins .‘.re so bi't-.r 
in tli.-ir prejudices. ;,ud so in d gnant 
in their de.-iei^, that they w d  cor­
rupt their ballot boxes in order 
forward their injustice. h > law of 
Congress, whieh was gi iera! in i:-; pro­
visions, couh.l mod two such c.’-'i's m  
these, and therefore it is well that the 
communities are left, to their own re­
source.-. in th ..ling with the evils that ! e- 
set then. I f  Cong: , -s La i the power to j 

inquire; how vr«- eame by a go d govern­
ment in the faco of a wicked conspiracy 
to prevent it, the same power might abuse 
its authority by undertaking to inquire 
into the validity of the government of a 
State where the people had too much re­
spect for thc-ir own rights to attempt to 
degrade and corrupt tli-m . S >, under the 
law, the national legislature : . limited to 
inquiring into the form of government, 
and there it is required to stop.

We defy Congress to discover a flaw in 
the form or til the practice of our gov­
ernment, and besides that we defy the op­
position to dispute its validity. It  repre­
sents the people. The frau Is tha.l have 
been unearthed and which were com­
mitted to defeat K- ilogg, pro'v t in t •>d - 
logg was the choice of the people. Else 
why the frauds? Wherefore were the re­
turns held above inspection, why were the 
officers manipulated as they w- re r.nl it 
was to change the to-nit that the ballots 
declared, and which were again! 
MeEnery ? The plainest rule of law. and 

the one that stares every litigant the 
face is this, that fraud throws suspicion 
on all who attempt it, and v.:i it os all ;v 
that are tainted with im c enoivo t -h.

The railroad sys­
tem of Mexico i* explained, and the co­
operation of American capital and enter­
prise invited.
