Chicago, 111., February 13.—Mail advices 
from the little town of New London, Wis­
consin, brings news of ti e discovery ot a 
terrible tragedy near Perry's Mill's.

The 
probability seems that the unfortunate limn 
was a lumberer, going from one camp to

The immensely deep snows 
and consequent scarcity of game have 
tuade the wolves, usually cowardly, des­
perately fierce, so that the miserable man's 
fate must have been what conjecture, shud­
dering sets it down.

|G eneral N ature—No. 3.1

An act for the reduction of officers and ex­
penses of the interna', revenue.

He it enacted by tbe Senate and House ot 
Representatives of the United States ot 
America in Congress assembled. That on 
the first day of July, eighteen hundred and 
seventy-three, or at such time p: :or thereto, 
in the districts lespectivelv. as the Commis­
sioner of iuternai Revenue may find practi­
cable. tl,,- offices of assessor and ^assistant 
assessor of iuternai revenue shall cease to 
exist: thereupon ail duties imposed by law 
on assessors and assistant assessors, except 
as hereinafter otherwise provided, be. and 
the s iiu- are hereby, transferred to and im­
posed upou collectors of internal rev­
enue. to ho perfoimed by them or their 
deputies; and that all returns and re­
ports required bylaw  to he mode to the said 
assessors and assistant assessors shall he 
made to the said collectors, or to their dep­
uties; and that each ■>: said assessors shall, 
prior to the date aforesaid, and a t the time 
set therefor by the Commissioner of In ter­
nal Revenue, transfer to such revenue offi­
cer as may ha designated by tin; Commis­
sioner ot Internal Revenue for th a t pur­
pose ail books, papers ami other property 
belonging to the government in his ’posses­
sion, or in tha t o f any of his assistant as­
sessors. and shall file with hi* final account 
an inventory thereof in detail, with the re­
ceipt ot said revenue officer therefor; and 
from the time set tor said transfer, his 
office and tha t of his assistants shall cease.

Upon tobacco, snuff'and cigars, provided 
for in section sixty of an ac-t entitled “ An 
act imposing taxes on distilled spirits 
and tobacco, ami for other purposes," 
approved Ju ly  twentieth, eighteen hundred 
and sixty eight, as amended by section 
thirty-one ol an act entitled “An act to re­
duce duties on imports and to reduce in­
ternal taxes, and for othe r purposes.” ap ­
proved June sixth, eighteen hundred and 
seventy-two.

Upou legacies and successions, and of all
