Go vet uer W alker, of Virginia, takes very 

Itindlv tc» the propet of having Congress 
assume ti e debts of the Southern States. 
Tn get the project in a more palatable form, 
he moves to amend by including the debts 
of all the States. This is decidedly fairer 
than the first proposition, and will be more 
likely tn commend itself to the country 
than that put f* • tli a fortnight since. Still 
the natural query will be. why should the 
government do this thing! Except with a 
lew Southern States, there is no trouble in 
Um etiug existing obligations in the form in 
which they now stand. If knavery and 
improvidence have wrought miscbiet in a 
few of the States, w hy should they seek a 
remedy at the hands of the federal govern­
ment ! Virginia has a heavy State debt. I t 
is one of her own mak:ng. She has not the 
excuse that it is the product of reconstruc­
tion . It was contracted almost entirely be­
fore the war, and her ability to meet it has 
not bet n d miniehed by the war, Had she 
started out with the right policy a t the 
close of the war, she would have had a 
great influx of valuable population. 11 she 
has a riot’d p r o  quo  for that debt, why should 
she complain of it as onerous?

Here is a State tha t has no debt. li.wa, 
tor instance, is virtually w ithout a debt. 
Some other States are in the same position, 
having no indebtedness that they could not 
at once liquidate if they were so disposed. 
11 the government assumes the debts of the 
States, Iowa has. according to the Demo­
cratic theory of the effect ol our impost du­
ties, to bear her share of the burdens of 
her more improvident sisters. Is that just t

New States coming into the Union may 
Jind it necessary to incur debts for the con­
struction of improvements and the develop­
ment, of rt sources. If so. may they not fairly 
auk that they shall be treated as the older 
States were, treated T

It js worth while to  inquire what Would 
lie the effect ol such an assumption of ad­
ditional debt upon the nation's credit 
For two months past the income of the 
government has failed to meet its expendi­
tures. Granting tha t this result is due to 
tem porary causes, is it a t all likely tha t 
such an added volume of indebtedness 
would la- provided for w ithout increasing 
taxation in some form ! Are non-debtor 
Elates ready for such additional burdt ns ! 
Would no! tie- more assumption; carrying 
with it us it would a conviction of this de­
ficiency to  be in some way provided for, 
have the effect to im pair the credit of our 
national securities ?

Jl tilts tendency to centralization is al­
ready a  subject of peculiar alarm to the 
States of the South, it seems strange that 
they, of all others, should be the first to 
press a movement that has more of a cen­
tralizing character than any act in the his­
tory of the nation. It imposes upon the 
whole the burdens of each State, disregard­
ing all considerations of inequality in condi­
tion, and opens the Way for kindred move­
ments in which the distinctions, of inde­
pendent States would be almost oblite­
rated.

Punishing extortion in office by the public 
officers of the State of Louisiana, of par 
ishes, judicial and other districts, and of 
cities and town* incorporated or having 
governments authorized by law.
S ec t io n  1. Be it  enacted by the Senate 

and House of Representatives of the State 
of Louisiana in General Assembly con­
vened, That m v  public officer or employe 
authorized by the constitution and laws of
