F.iiit o r  R e pu b l ic a n  :

I will ask tbe indulgence of again using a 
space in your journal.

The subject of immigration is of such 
vast importance to Louisiana that it should 
be freely discussed in all its phases. lu 
this morning’s issue of the R e pu b l ic a n  I 
tind a communication in answer to what 1 
had stated on the subject. I certainly did 
not do it in an unfriendly spirit toward the 
Immigration and Homestead Company, nor 
to any gentleman connected with the same. 
I would ra ther have this company than 
none a t all. But I believe, and facts bear 
me out, th a t no enterprise of importance 
has ever succeeded without governmental 
aid—nor ever will—because any enterprise 
of importance undertaken by companies 
from their nature are speculative and liable 
to abuse, the statem ent of correspondent 
*• K ." notwithstanding.

Would tho Mont C’enis tunnel, the 
Suez ship canal or the Pacific rail­
road have ever been built without the aid 
of the respective governments controlling 
the same 1 I believe not.

The era of immigration into the United 
States may pioperly be stated to have com- 
menced in 1840. From tha t time forward a 
constant stream of emigrants from Europe 
poured into this country, settling in new 
States, and adding by their industry to the 
wealth aud power of the United States. 
B at those emigrants were not landed into 
ports where no preparation had been made 
for their cheap transportation to Ihe locali­
ties destined; nor did they come in contact 
with a laboring class homeless and despised. 
The great States of New Y'ork and Ohio 
had already established their artiiieial 
arteiies of water transportation to the far 
West, and a friendly and homogeneous p. o- 
plo awaited aud welcomed then; to their 
new homes.

Louisiana is r o t  w ithout a parallel in the 
history of nations. I  he. w riter himself was 
horn iu a country where xercile labor was 
th e , established system, and I am oid 
enough to remember when in 1832 Prussia 
finally abrogated th a t system in th a t part 
of the country the  had acquired Ironi 
Poland. Prussia wisely recognized the ne­
cessity of an independent yewmanry, and a t 
once created the same ot the liberated 
serves by making them freeholders upon 
the domains th a t were confiscated, or npyu 
those they Were Jiving on, guaranteeing 
the proprietors the paym ent ot the same; 
and to-day th a t part of Prussia has a 
healthy, ioyai and prosperous peasantry, 
equal to any in her kingdom. Louisiana 
must he equally ju s t aud litera l. The 
.State should provide out of her doma n 
homes for the homeless — without 
prejudice to color or condition, an equal 
chance to blacks and whites, upon tin- 
terms such ns ! have set fo: tli in my 
former communication, and then the negro 
w ill not be crowded from the soil of Louisi­
ana, intentionally oi not. Then le t immi­
gration come ai.u strive together which 
shall contribute most to the prosperity of 
the State.

By establishing a homestead bureau and 
endowing it with a end;*, the Slate ri es 
no* increase her debt—si e lends to herself, 
and reaps the benefits. I am not a royalist 
by blood or inclination, and cau not, there­
fore (had I even the means), contribute roy­
ally to an  enterprise which is a t best cal­
culated to established monopolized corpo­
rations, and maintain a landed aristocracy 
to the exclusion of 400,000 of an unfortu­
nate class who deserve our sympathy.

His priu- 
eipal iorte was trugmly, Hamlet being bis 
favorite character; but subsequently lie 
alternated tho ,.iin: ip..! ••i.aruct* rs with 
Edwin Forrest. He was also distinguished 
iu genteel comedy, and g.lined the appella­
tion of •"Hamboiue Gue Feuno." On .loin. 
!*. 1839, he married Miss Ada C ooley , 
daughter o f Franklin Cooley, o f Provi­
dence, Dy* whom he bad one child, which 
died young. While playing in Cincinnati 
in 1842 lie lost his valuable wardrobe by the 
burning of tlie chi American Theatre, and 
subsequently, while managing a theatre at 
Washington, of which ho was the lessee, tu­
bist everything bv a tire.

In 1847 he placed leading characters at 
the Olympic Theatre, in this eity, then -un­
der Hie management of Mr. Mitchell; and 
iu 1849 he made a voyage round Capo Horn 
to San Fram fco. While on thi- voyage 
he wrote a series o f papers entitled "Sea 
Foams and Sunny Lands.” wJii h were sub­
sequently published in Putnam's M oymlm. 
Being a good and tl .ienf spea ker ot Freiu h, 
Spanish and Italian, he went To Europe in 
Isu8 as The speaker tor the panorama -if 
Italy and the Continental Tour. On hisro- 
tn rn  to this country he became attached to 
Mrs. General F. \Y. Lander's troupe, and 
in I fiii? went with it. to I bn one. In  Jan  
nary, 1888, ht* married Marie do Mar­
guerites, daughter of Mine. Ju lie de Mar­
guerites. bat she died a t« w yi a s  a g o , leav­
ing no clJIdreu.
