FALL IN THE THEHMOMETEH.
The Picayune has for souk; time pvst 

sought to make a national issue out of a 
State question. It has denounced the fed­
eral government as oppressive, and coun­
seled a course leading to violence a* a 
means ot compelling tin? decision of this 
issue. These counsels were directed to a 
forcible expulsion of a government sanc­
tioned by the highest State tribunal, and 
since recognized as formally in possession 
bv the federal executive.
’.Such counsels wer- naturally disap­

proved by people who took to pence fin 
their bread and business. That these co m  
sels have not met their approval is evident 
from the attendance at the meeting on 
Fridav night, the c aucus of McEnery ieg- 
islators U])on the proper terms of fusion 
with the Legislature at the State House, 
but especially b.v the late utterances of 
the P ir a te .  An article headed "The 
Folicv of Louisiana.” is so moderate, so 
different from the inflammatory appeals 
of the last fi.-w weeks, as to authorize the 
inference either that its writers have an 
extraordinary degree of self-command, 
with great flexibility ot the quill, or that 
there is a new hand at the bellows or 
stops of this organ. The article referred 
to recites that the piper regarded the 
past conflict as a "Louisiana contest,” 
as "a contest between the different organ­
izations of the white race in Louisiana" - 
whatever this last may mean. That "un­
prepared to enter into a physical contest 
with the government of the l nited 
.-states," it "sought redress from Con­
gress." The government having prac­
tically taken part in this contest, "it is no 
longer a civil, but a military contest." 
**0 f course," says the ricwjai.*, "we 
deprecate such a contest as we did 
at first." Ko, there will be no
fight, and all the appeals to the
people of Louisiana to nullify the de­
crees of the State courts and stand by the 
government returned by the board of the 
Picayune, were never intended for blood, 
shed. AVe are glad to hear this disclaimer. 
It will allay much anxiety or doubt among 
those who believed in the desperate conse­
quences to result from the cleaning out 
process. The logic of this State rights 
organ is a little odd. First, it asserts the 
right of a citiz-m to refuse obedience to a 
State court, if he conscientiously believes 
that he knows better wliat that court should 
have decided than the court itself; then 
that the same "right of private judgment'* 
exists iu the breast of the taxpayer, who is 
under no obligation to pay his taxes, Unless 
be shall lmve been conscientiously cou- 
vinced that they will be properly applied. 
Then the report of a .Senate committee was 
assumed, even in the Legislature of Mr. Me* 
Euery. to be a warrant for an executive 
proclamation enrolling the militia, to in- 
force a government whose claims were 
pending on its ow n motion bef ire ( ougi ess, 
and now we have tliL:

The resolution* put forth by the people at 
Lafayette squat* rrqmrr [our italicsj cither 
that tic* government of the L nited States 
withdraw its military intervention, or else 
that the.

This authority L of more force thau 
either of the others. In any point ot 
view it is the petition of mote or less citi­
zens, and so entitled to congressional at­
tention. The language of the resolution 
"asks'* the attention suggested: it does 
not "require" it.

B'e are happy, however, that the Pu t- 
'rt. e "decline; to wage aval with the gov­
ernment of the United States, and con­
tents itself with giving its moral support 
11 the State government which i» deems 

It stands ' ‘pr.-pared to approve 
of any eff o t made to extend justice or to 
give peace to our people." The *-rightful 
government of the people” is also relieved 
from its military obligations of last week. 
It is honorably discharged with a certifi­
cate that it lias "nobly struggled to cast 
off the incubus of despotism;" "that they 
have not won their great cause," but 
"have done all their circumstances of 
weakness .permitted." This last admis­
sion is ;a sa l commentary upon the threats 
to "clean out" those who are weaker, or 
supposed to be weaker and worse armed 
thau them selves. It conveys an assertion 
of domestic despotism, coupled with a 
depreciation of outside force. It is as a 
man who would beat his wife, if the 
policemen will withdraw. This is neither 
chiva’rou* lior American: and it is tiie 
scorn to be a parti to .-.uch :i:i unmanly 
policy, at. ! not the f ar <ff federal force, 
that restrains the people of New Orleaus 
from adopting it. However, we ! ok with 
plea litre o:i this full of the th'■rinoiiieter 
from the fighting to the freezing point. 
It indicates that the temperature around 
this belligerent arsenal has so far changed 
that there is no danger of spontaneous 
explosion. It menu.-* a good deal more 
than mere change of style. The mer­
chants an l men of business are by no 
means interested iu making the levee and 
the I'ottou Exchange an-I Canal street the 
arena t i  .settle these vast questions iu 
which it is said thj whole nation is so 
deeply concerned. I. I these questions 
be referred to legislatures and courts. The 
duty iff a republican iltizeu i> to obey 
these decisions, not to evade them.

THE PENALTIES OF REPUDIATION*.
The pr-.ffens * i< ago in gravely set up

tiou. The uece-iities ot the case whi h 
lej the revolutionary fathers to repudiate 
the oblig iUoai of the Coutineutal t'eu-

gress have been urged time and again to 
jus'ifv an act of undoubted bad faith. In 
those days the general government had 
no legal right to exact tribute from tLe 
citizen, but was entirely dependent upon 
the good faith of the several .States to fur­
nish the amounts respectively assessed 
upon them. And as there was no 
power to coerce a sovereign State 
to perform even an act of the plainest 
duty default set in. and one State after 
another rapidly fell into the bad example, 
leaving Congress powerless, and the pub­
lic creditors unpaid. This condition of 
affairs had a powerful influence in the 
formation of the "more perfect union" 
that was established by the constitution 
of 17^7. Few if any of our statesmen 
have ever attempted to defend the morality 
of the repudiation of the Continental 
debt. And the whole nation suffered 
severely, and paid dearly iu consequence 
by the bad credit of tiie United States 
during the war of 1812. To do wrong, 
no matter under what pretense, is to vio­
late a natural law. and the penalty of such 
wrong doing is hard to evade or escape 
from. There is no doubt that the United 
States government has been compelled to 
pay in full the whole Continental debt in the 
shape of discounts on loans and enhanced 
rates of interest. But while the people 
have paid the full penalty of the great 
wrong which a mistaken sense of patriot­
ism once made popular, the suffering 
creditors failed to receive justice, and the 
account remains unbalanced to the pres­
ent day. The State of Mississippi is yet 
suffering from her refusal to ratify tiie 
acts ot her agents, who negotiated large 
loans in Europe and misapplied the pro­
ceeds. And she stands to-day as really 
one of the richest States of the South, full 
of undeveloped resources, without credit, 
without commerce, without any great 
manufacturing centre, unable to borrow a 
dollar, to build a mile of railroad, or to 
even erect a public building until the 
money to meet the expenditure is first 
placed into the treasury. This unhappy 
condition of affairs has been produced by 
a mistaken zeal to repudiate the pledged 
faith of the State under the specious pre­
text that her own agents had cheated her. 
NVe do not cite these cases as parallels to 
the present history of Louisiana, but de­
sire to show that there is no power great 
enough or strong enough to sanctify a 
wrong, or to deny justice without suffer­
ing at last for violation of natural laws.

The case of this State is different. Ve 
owe a great debt, partly for bonds issued 
iu aid of railroads projected before the 
war. and for obligations since issued iu 
continuation of the system inaugurated 
year-i ago. We are. it is true, paying in­
terest on bonds issued to railroad compa­
nies which never spent a dollar on their 
projected roads, eveu to have them sur­
veyed. We pay interest on the Jackson 
and the Opelousas railroad bonds, but we 
have some little compensation in the one 
case in the eighty miles of railroad to 
Brashear, and an equivalent, perhaps, iu 
the other, in a connection with roads lead­
ing to all points North and East. Fur­
thermore we ran behind duting the war, 
and were compelled to sell State bonds io 
take up past due coupons, certificates iff 
indebtedness, and to pay a great many 
claims of rather doubtful morality. Most 
of the local troubles are traceable directly 
to our own fault, and we have so trumpet­
ed our weaknesses to the world that our 
credit for steadiness and good sense is 
none of the best, and it only needs some­
thing like repudiation to precipitate us 
down to zero.

Our local governments are a neeessi’y 
for the protection ot property. Without 
laws no weak man could he able to call 
anything his own any longer than it 
would take for a stronger to come along 
and despoil him. If property owners re* 
fu.-.o to support the government it will 
soon ensue that they will have nothing 
left to protect, and we shall pass down 
into history with a had name, from which 
nothing can relieve ns. Any appeal to 
force, therefore, to resist the collection of 
taxes should be discouraged from the 
highest motives of policy by every citizen 
who expects to make Louisiana his home-

IGNORANCE TO BE REGRETTED.
We publish below a letter from a farmer 

iu Central Illinois, which displays a la­
mentable ignorance of the character and 
inducements ol our city ns a market for 
bulk grain. It affords us, however, an 
opportunity to call the attention of those 
interested here iu the transportation ol 
grain to another significant specimen of 
ignorance and indifference iu very high 
and responsible quarter* When lion. 
Mr. Shellabarger ma le a report recently 
to the H rase Committee on Commerce, it 
was confined to the means of water com­
munication between the grain fields of the 
vrdley ot the Mississippi and of the lakes 
with the Atlantic seaboard. The first 
work recommended by the com­
mittee was th* Niagara canal aud 
the improv'd outlet iff the Kt. 
Lawrence. The .*.-c-ond is the canal a<* i <»ss 
the Alleghanies, the third across the Cum­
berland mountains to the ports of Chail s- 
ton and Savannah. The outlet canal of 
the Mississippi is not noticed, and the re­
port even g:v«-s an indirect circulation to 
the charge that ours is an unsound route 
for grains to the sea. That the rcspeeublc 
writer of the inquiries addressed is sin­
cerely in search of truth is proved by his 
inclosure of twenty-five cents, for which 
he requ-'.'ts ns to send him "an occasional 
copy of our paper." We proceed, then, 
to correct the error inadvertently diss mi­
nuted in the Congressional report, and to 
attsw* r the iuquiri--* addressed by our cor­
respondent:

!. The Ireight on grain p r bushel be­
tween < kampagn.? county, Illinois, taken 
as a central point, ought to be five < -ids 
by rail to Cairo an 1 eight cents by barge 
to N* w Orleans. These rates, we think, 
w;L be maintained by the Illinois Central 
and the barge lme, v.hich, wo think.

These rat*--can. at all events, be 
rnade, if the i iiuois farmers will turn 
their gram ti.is way iu sufficient qnanti-

Y\ e recommend them to correspond 
with Colonel ■!. T. Tucker, agent of the 
Illinois Central railroad, and Captain J. 
T. Uurdeau, agent of the Mississippi Trans­

portation Company, as also with L. J. Hig- 
by, Esq., owner cf the elevator. A farmers 
committee which can contract for the 
shipment of even oue hundred thousand 
bushels of corn may make a contract, per­
haps, within the figures given.

2. Our river is a sound route for sound 
grain. Why the Illinois farmer should 
have any apprehension that sound grain 
run by barges in six winter days from 
Cairo, should be found damaged on ar­
rival, we cannot imagine. Our route and 
storage is as safe for sound grain as any 
can be. A cargo of corn has been held 
here 107 summer days iu elevator, and 
sold in Liverpool above the rates of its 
grade. We do not doubt but that sound 
grain shipped at Cairo will lie guaranteed 
delivered sound in market here. Let the 
farmers’ committee correspond on these 
subjects. We have given them solid names 
to contract with. It will be well for these 
farmers to attend to their own business, 
and not depend on their commission mer­
chants at Chicago or elsewhere. If they 
will send a committee man here he will 
make a report in favor of our market that 
will not only surprise hut profit them 
greatly. Let our correspondent get up a 
meeting on this subject:

UTILITY.
The fp-tiius of free institutions relieves 

men of any especial awe of antiquity. The 
fact that ouo generation found a system 
applicable to their wants does not entail 
any obligation upon their successors to 
pursue the san e sy t .--, unless it shall he 
found to promote the object for which it 
was founded. The principles iff truth 
being immutable as the physical qualities 
of gravitation an-l attraction, must ho 
maintained by each generation by isuoh 
systems as may befet effect that object. 
Whether these systems may he original or 
derivative is a matter of small considera­
tion. Hence, the modifications constantly 
imposed by Americans upon institutions 
either effete or ineffectual. Hence the 
natural tendency to utilize these institu­
tions by adapting them to modern pur­
poses. Among the innumerable evi­
dences of this tendency, we were struck 
with the entirely new phase of the Mardi 
Gras celebration, imparted by tiie Ameri­
can mode of its observance. Ash Wed­
nesday was, in the early centuries of the 
Christian Church, consecrated as a day of 
mourning and penitence. Men were ad­
monished memento \nod civi.t ts, and 
in their memory that they were 1 ut 
dust. Ashes were sprinkled on th>- 
h-.-aJs of the people. This cere­
monial, while formally celebrated in 
the churches with due appreciation of 
the sentiment it was intended to commem­
orate, had grown to signify a different idea. 
Mardi Gras, or Shrove Tuesday, was in 
like manner one of the days immediately 
preceding Ash Wednesday, ancient days 
of preparation for the penitential time of 
Leu*. The chief part of this preparation 
consisted in receiving the sacrament of 
penance, that is, in confessing and being 
shriven or shrove for the antecedent sins 
committed. An indulgence for relaxation 
having been allowed after the penitential 
acts, it grew to he a season rather dedi­
cated to the ease thau to the mortifica­
tion of the flesh. Here Mardi Gras 
has been celebrated ly  masqueraders 
during the day and by processions 
at night, illustrative ol the* arts, 
history or literature. It had grown to b,- 
a period of revels. The American r une 
prospecting. Being, as a general thing, 
a very hard-headed Protestant, after trac­
ing his lineage from the* persecutions of 
Henry ami Mary, he looks upon tiie pa­
geantry of the day and tha attendant 
thousands as upon any other public spec­
tacle. Now, it occurs to this American, 
usually engaged in some industrial 
interest, that the occasion iff such an as­
semblage may he turned to good account. 
Tin? result of this cogitation is that it 
will he a favorable occasion to exhibit 
the commodity or invention in which 
he may b* interested.

TEE GAME OF DECEPTION*.
We had intended to pass over the meet­

ing of Friday night with the simple state­
ment that it was a failure, supposing no 
oue, however much concerned, would try 
to magnify it into anything else, but the 
irrepressible ardor of the Times in behalt 
of its dying cause forces us to recur to the 
subject.

To begin with, its statement that "if was 
convoked without much of a preliminary 
flourish," is an unpardonable attempt to 
deceive its readers. The city was billed

That hi.-* excellency b© re­
quested anil authorized by this Legislature 
to convoke the people eu masse, and with 
their aid and sanction to proceed to install 
iu the full exercise of their power, and en­
force the rightful authority and processes 
of all officials who derive their powers from 
the tie jure government, and to take all 
other appropriate measures lor the mainte­
nance of the same.

But even the "people's Legislature " and 
"Governor’’ McEnery, backed by hun­
dreds of torches and a brass band, could 
not and did not attract more than one 
thousand of the two hundred am! fifty 
thousand residents of New Orleans to La­
fayette square to protest against the legal 
State government.

The Times claims that there were twen­
ty-live hundred, and admitting that it* 
figures are nearer correct than ours, was 
not the meeting a failure still, the circum­
stances and the authority under which th** 
call ViiS JU»de being considered ? If this 
lie so, then, Is its declaration: "to 
say the meeting was large and respectable 
would hut faintly describe it." an addi­
tional fraud upon the public—"the same 
with intent to deceive."

Nor was the meeting any more respecta­
ble as to "solid worth" than numbers- 
Will the Times tell ns how many of the 
gentlemen named as vice presidents were 
present? Will it explain why "Gover­
nor " McEnery failed to be there to en­
courage the drooping spirits of his follow­
ers, and account for the remarkable 
unanimity with which tiie Odd Fellow*' 
Representatives and Senators stayed away ? 
And will it dare to assert that there was 
not a striking absence of enthusiasm as 
well as unanimity of purpose at this so- 
called convocation of the people?

We reiterate that tin* official attempt on 
the part of the McEnery government to 
** install its officers in the full exercise of 
their powers " through the medium of a 
popular uprising, was a most qompieteand 
decisive fizzle.
