Therefore your 
committee are unanimously of the opinion 
tha t sound public policy and a due econom­
ical regard for the interests of the State re­
quire that legal steps should be taken im­
mediately by the Attorney Genera!, 
through the courts of tlie country, for the 
maintenance of the State prerogatives, as 
the first ami best creditors of tbe said 
company, and if anything should be leit 
from the financial wreck of said corpora­
tion, the balance residue thereof should 
go to the benefit of the unfor­
tunate laborers and artisans who have 
been such great sufferers by this 
gigantic swindle. In furtherance of this 
view, your committee would make public 
the fact tiiat they learn by an advertise­
ment in the newspapers of kew Orleans that 
some of tlie State bonds of this company, 
amounting to nearly £ 150,000, are to he sold 
at public auction immediately for the bene­
fit, as we are advised, of some fraudulent 
preferred creditor of tbe said corporation, 
hence we hope the General Assembly will 
immediately enact the accompanying law 
so that the said bonds and other liabilitii‘3 
can be legally* proceeded against for the 
benefit of the State. Iu conclusion, your 
committee regret their inability, for want 
of time, to further lay bare tlie monstrous 
outrages and criminal actions of this com­
pany, but in view of the facts presented 
and the premises considered, they ask lor 
the enactment ot the accompany iug act into 
a law, as affording the only and best means 
to protect the State from the effect of tl is 
swindle and tlie future preservation of the 
State franchises from corrupt and unrelia­
ble corporations. Ail of which is respect­
fully submitted, by order of the committee.
