Sa l isb u r y . March 9 —The funeral ot M ies 

Shockley, the victim of the murder ol Fri­
day last. took place thin morning. Above 
1000 people attended. The coroners ju ry  
rendered a verdict of death a t the hands of 
George VV. Hall.

The evidence shows tha t the deceased 
left school accompanied by four small 
children. About 100 yards from the school 
llali met her, and after a conversation 
about a letter, he asked one of the children
if Miss Shockley's brother, Elijah, a youth 
of sixteen years," was a t school. Receiving 
a  negative reply, he turned to Amelia, and 
said he was goiog to shoot her. She re­
plied: 4 Pshaw, George Hall; you can t
frighten me.’’

Hall then directed the little gii! standing 
beside Miss Shockley to get out of the way 
and deliberately raised bis gun and fired. 
The load took effect just under tie- shoulder 
blade and entered the heart, ih c g i lex  
claimed "Oh Laird !" and fell.

Isaac S. Adams, the schoolmaster, being 
notified hastened and found the girl in the 
middle of the road iu the agony of d< atb 
and unable to speak. She died in a 
few moments. Two hundred dollars re 
ward is offered for the arrest ot Hall, fie 
is nineteen years old. sallow complexion 
and burly form, has large gray eyes wi h a 
cast in ooe of them, long straight hair : hau 
on a gray mixsd fustian suit and slouch
iiiit • - 11

The deceased is a  daughter of 
Shockley. The murderer is a sou of t  hihP 
VV. flail, both most respectable lamilies, 
who are plunged in the deepest gnel over 
this most terrible affair. A man answering 
the description of Hall threw himself under 
the  train a t Kingston station on Saturday 
night. Parties have started to view the 
body. . .

Salisbury, March 10—Tbe body of the 

man who threw himself under a freight 
train on Saturday evening last, has been 
identified as that of George W. Hall, the 
murderer.

Salisbckv, Md., March f0.—George VV ■ 

Halt, tiie murderer ol Miss Shockley, pur- 
p isdv threw himself under the south hound 
freight train, between Westover and Kings­
ton stations, on the K. S. railroad on .Satur­
day evening, and was instantly killed.

The body was mangled in such a manner 
tha t recognition was impossible until the 
remains were brought to Salisbury by ibe 
10 A M. tiaiu to-day and examined by bis 
leiatives. who proved without doubc that it 
was Hall. An immense crowd gathered 
around the depot on the arrival of the 
train. The body was handed over to his 
father and this afternoon buried, and so 
ends this horrible tragedy.

Captain Holder, master of the bark Liz­

zie Raymond, ol and for Liverpool, from 
Galveston, before reported abandoned, re­
ports: Left Galveston November 23; pro­
ceeded until December 20, when it com­
menced a gale from north-northwest; two 
hands to the wheel, shipping tremendous 
seas, foresail split and went to pieces, fore­
topmast staysail tack gave way and sail 
split and rail entirely under water. Next 
day perfect hurricane, ship taking in great 
quantities of water. At 2 P. M. same day 
the sea burst, in the lee deck house doors 
aud completely gutted it, taking men’s 
clothes, beds and bedding and cooking 
utensils: swept off deck cargo, water tank 
and casks, together with all spare spars on 
board. At 5 P. M ship settled to port side, 
so that it became impossible for men to 
stand at the pumps. Cut weather foretop- 
must backstay to try to get ship’s head to 
sea and right h tr, hut it was no use. Had 
to cut away foremast, which went four feet 
above dee-k. taking mainmasthead and 
mizzen topmast with it, which caused ship 
to tight a little. At 7 P. M. sea broke over 
and split main rail, broke several stanch­
ions, rose covering hoards, carried away 
top ol deckhouse, two boats and everything 
movable about main deck; rudderhead anil 
rudder gone from stem  post. I t was im­
possible tor the crew to stand upon deck. 
At 8 P. M. sea broke in cabin skylight and 
cabin windows, tearing away part of top of 
cabin and tilling it with water, destroying 
almost all the stores. Pumps constantly 
attended to when practicable. Seven anil 
a  half feet of w a te r  in the hold, and all our 
salt provisions and water washed away with 
the e x c e p tio n  ot about thirtv-tive gallons 
wafer in a e a s k .  January29.7P. M .,latitude 
I- 29, longitude 25- 32 , three-masted 
sc h o o n e r Joseph Daniels, of Swansea, sont 
his boats a n d  ottered all the assistance in his 
power. Also Peter Juynson. Watson, for 
Falmouth, sent their boats alongside, when, 
after consultation with officers and crew’ 
we determined to a b a n d o n  the ship, more’ 
particularly as the decks were becoming 
so hot that we feared s p o n ta n e o u s  conT 
bustion. A c c o rd in g ly  we. a b a n d o n e d  her, 
but previous to doing so we fired the ship 
in order to p re v e n t  d is a s te r s  io  p ass in g  
vessels.
