The New H a rb o r in Sandwich Islands.
The bay of Pearl river— which sounds 

very much like the title  o f one of Mrs. 
Bouthworth’s romances—is said to be the 
name of the harbor in the Sandwich Islands

' » naval and coaling station. It  la situated 
about ten miles from Honolulu. _ I t  is re­

A short dis- 
tanoo inside there is an island, a lter pass 
ing which vessels have ample protection.
