This to continue for ten years at 
the expiration of which time the market 
Louse and ground on which it is built, and 
so milch of the surrounding ground as has 
been left open for passage around the m ar­
ket. shall he turned over to the city ol New 
Orleans, and said city shall be placed in 
full possession ol ownership of said m arket.

Sec. 6. Be i t  further ordained, etc., That 
this market shall always be tinder the 
supervision of the proper city officers, and 
be subject to such ordinances as are :n 
force regulating the saie of meats, etc., ami 
regulating the charges for the use of stands 
amt stalls.

An act supplemental to anil amendatory oi 
au act entitled "An act to prescr.be the 
mode of obtain ng evidence in eases of 
contested elections.” approved February 
nineteen, eighteen hundred anu l : tv-one. 
Be it enacted bv the Senate and House of 

Representatives of the United States ot 
America in Congn ss assembled, i hat in all 
contested election cases the time allowed 
for tak ing  testimony shall be ninety days, 
and the testimony shall oe taken in the fol­
lowing order: The contestant shall take 
testimony during the first forty days; the 
returned member during the succeeding 
forty days: anil the contestant mav take 
testimony in rebuttal oniy during-n* n  
maining ten days of said period.
