That the President shall appoint, 
By and with the advice and consent ot the 
Senate, or in the recess of the Senate, a 
register and a receiver oi public moneys for 
naid district; and said officers shall reside 
in the place where said land oilice is lo­
cated; and they shall have the same pow 
ers, pet form the same duties, and receive 
the same emoluments as are or may he pre­
scribed by law in relation to laud offices ot 
the United States in other Territories.

That the 
circuit court of the United States in and lor 
the eastern district ot Missouri, which was 
created by the act of which this act is 
amendatory, is hereby vested with full anil 
complete jurisdiction to hear, determine, 
and dispose of, according to lily usual 
course of judicial proceedings, all suits, 
causes, motions, and other matters whiea 
were pending in the late circuit couit of 
the United States in anil for tlie districts of 
Missouri at the time the act ot which this 
act is amendatory took effect, and aiso all 
other matters which have since arisen that 
pertain to said suits or causes, and also to 
make ail orders aud issue ot all pro­
cesses which said last named court might 
have done if it hail not ceased to exist; and 
said circuit court in and for said eastern 
district of Missouri is hereby vested with 
jurisdiction aud authority to do all and sin­
gular that may in the due course ot judicial 
proceedings pertain to any ot said suits, 
causes, or unfinished business, as folly as 
the said circuit court in and for the districts 
of Missouri might have done it said act had 
never been passed.

Sec. 2. That the service of process, mesne 
or final, issued out of said circuit court ot 
the United States in and lor the district of 
Missouri, which service was had alter the 
act ol which this act is amendatory took 
effect, aud all levies, seizures, and sales 
made thereunder, also all service, seizures, 
levies, and sales made under any process 
which issued as out of said court alter the 
said act took effect, are hereby made valid, 
and all said processes are to he deemed re­
turnable to said circuit court of the United 
S;ates in and for the eastern district ot 
Missouri as of the return day thereof.

Sec. 3. That either of said United States 
circuit courts in ami for the eastern and in 
and for the western district ot Missouri 
may order any suit, cause, or other matter 
pending therein, anil commenced prior to 
the creation of said new court, to be trans­
ferred for trial or determination to the 
other of said circuit courts when, in the 
opinion of the court, said transfer ought to 
be made; and the court to which said 
transfer is made shall have as full author­
ity aud jurisdiction over the same from the 
date the certified transcript of the record 
thereof is filed as if the same had been 
originally pending therein.

Sec. 4. That the clerk of said circuit 
court in and for the eastern district ot Mis­
souri, and his successors iu office, shall 
have the custody of all records, hooks, 
papers, and property belonging or iu any 
wise appertaining to said circuit court of 
the United States in and for the districts 
of Missouri, aud, as such custodians aud 
the successors of the clerk of said last 
named court, they are hereby invested with
