Taking the assets at their nominal tam es 
and amounts, and deducting irtuii t ’. i . lia­
bilities the capital stoca. and :t w.,: appear 
tliat the assets exceed the !:abilities by the 
sum ot $13,017 33, but the es|i!aaations to 
be seen on the general statement of assets 
show that they are only good for$:'2!V.T C. 
thus leaving a deficiency ot $1S< ••">< 49.
I think my estimate of the assets is 
lull as high and favorable as facts 
will w arrant. The probability is that 
they will be less rather than more 
than the sum $":.“.l.g|3 97. As to the ms- 
counted paper in schedule A. ! may remark 
that the letters O B and 1). stand respect­
ively for the words good, bad and doubt 
ful. and ti.e paper was thus marked by tin- 
directors at a meeting shortly prior to my 
first examination of the bank. My nephew. 
K. K. Case, is better aei(Uanited than I am 
with the business houses ol the city and is 
able to verity the judgment •: the
directors. You will notice that consider 
able of this paper has a lo n g  time to ru n . 
some ot ;t not. falling due until March. IvU. 
and part of this being the paper ot the «.- 
rectors of the bank.

May have something more to say on tats 
subject hereafter.

In lids connection your attention t.» also 
called to the several items of discounted 
paper transferred from portfolio to sundiy 
banks and bankers, and amounting iu 
the aggregate to $-JiM.3i7 G9. It appears 
that these se.veral parties had bought the 
sterling bills of the Crescent City National 
Bank, upon the house of DeLirardi A Co., 
of London, and about the twenty-sixth and 
twenty-seventh of February last, having 
learned ot the failure ot the latter house 
and anticipating tha t the bills they had 
purchased would come back dishonored, 
they called upon the Crescent City Bank 
for" some security against their expected 
losses, and the president in order to secure 
them transferred discounted paper .‘roiut. • 
portfolio to the amount charged to the se.v­
eral parries. In tact the Citizens Buna 
took a transfer of discounted paper to the 
amount oi $13,000, more than the general 
statem ent shows, and for which the ( res­
cent City Bank received currency, which, 
as I am told, was paid out to depositor"

W hether it was in the power of the Cres­
cent City Bank thus to attem pt to secure 
the holders of its sterling bills to the 
amount ot $ii'2b.3l7 t>9, leaving holders et 
the same kind oi paper to neat iv tio i.de 
that amount and ail other creditors unse­
cured. is one of the im portant puesfams 
which meet me at the commencement of my 
duties us receiver. Probably it will have 
to be settled .judicially. It is understood 
that, the paper thus transterred as a Dove 
was of iii-- shortest and lies’ in the portiwko

Accompanying schedule li is also a list of

A lew minutes betora two o'clock this 
morning after wr.tmg upon the dearth ot 
meal news, the last sheets of the Asso­
ciated Press dispatches were brought in, 
announcing the wreck of the steamship At­
lantic, Captain Williams, from Liverpool 
bound to New Y orlc. while going into Hali­
fax to coal The A tlantic became a total 
wreck, anil of about 1000 souis oa board 
upward of T.J0 were drowned.

The cabin passengers numbered about 
fifty, and the steerage passengers upward 
of 909. Only about £30 persons escaped 
death. The narrative of one of the sur­
vivors is Thiiliing and painful. Not a sin­
gle woman or child was saved, and most o! 
those who perished were drowned iu their 
berths.

This is one of the most terrible ship­
wrecks recorded *u fke legends ot tne sea^ 
The dead went ouictly to tue.r silent homes, 
suffering little a ite r the ship struck the 

eaclierou* rock. But who can tell the 
agony of the Lving relatives oi those who 
were so suddenly swept out of existence T 

These relative.' consist of lathers and 
mothers sisters and brothers, sols and 
daughters. They, as well as the mo-t of 

rose who perished, are of the humbler 
walks of life. But They have hearts to be 
.aeerated by tlie anguish of their terrible 
calamity, and to Them the tirst day of April 
will hereafter be a sad day in their memory.

All the details received may oe found iu 
the dispatches published this morning. 
They communicate to the people cf our 
whole country one of the saddest marine 
disasters o: which they ever read.

The steamer experienc'd  tne — 
torous weather during the passage, but ail 
went weil until noon Monday, this th irty  
first of March, when tho supply of coal lore 
came nearlv exhausted. ^

Brady scrambled in to the m iz f  tj fag­
ging, which was above the water, and see­
ing be could do nothing there lio thou w ent 
forward and unwove the halyards, living 
assisted by  Q uarterm asters Speakroat* and 
Owen. Brady then took the halyards and  
all three swam to  the rock.

A line was hauled ashore, ai d a nntnisT  
of passengers landed by it . A num ber bait 
got on the, rock, b u t as the tide was rising; 
their position was no better than  on thu 
vessel. J u s t then fishermen on th e  sbor* 
came out in boats and rescued tho-,« on th#  
rock and a large number from the rigging. ’ 

Bradv remained a t the scene until uoor* 
to day, when all who were alive on board 
had been saved except the chief officer. Mr. 
Frith, who was in the rigging shouting for 
help. Brady tried  to get the crew to  go t»  
the rescue of Mr. Frith, but the sea wa* «■» 
heavy tha t nobody would volunteer.
