THE STATE AUDITOR.

T ht war between tliis orticer and the 
brokers has lulled somewhat. leaving up to 
this time, the Auditor the m aster ot the 
situation. The poik-e temporarily on duty 
a t his office have been withdrawn, but the 
police board have invested an athletic oook- 
kceper with a commission as special patrol­
man, and the brokers seem slow in masmg 
any new movement against h:s works. 
Meantime the Auditor is making his settle­
ments with the tax collectors and consider­
able money coming into the treasury. < >: 
the twenty-one and one-half mills of State tax 
two mili* are payable in general fund war­
rants and two mills iu legislative,preference, 
warrants. Tile former are worth about 
forty cents on the dollar and the la tte r 
about eighty. In making his settlem ent 
with tax collectors it has occurred to the 
Auditor lo register ami cancel the prefer­
ence w arrants received by him before sign­
ing the order on the Treasurer to receive 
the same in settlement; this to prevent :n 
anv way the war rants of tha t class coming 
back upon the market. On Friday last he 
put this plan in operation, and since that 
time the .State Treasurer has persistently 
refused to receive any of the canceled 
warrants in s-ttiem eut. alleging that the 
cancelling of warrants is a prerogative of 
himself alone. W hat the motive of the 
Treasurer can be for tliis course is a m atter 
of surmise. Certain it is tha t -,'n.ier the 
law the Auditor alone is authorized to make 
settlement with tax collectors, and i nly a.- 
he directs can the Treasurer decide and 
enter up against the various credits provid­
ed by law the amounts paid in.

A Mississippi Senport.
A bill is pending in the Mississippi Sen­

ate to change the name of the Vicksburg. 
Pensacola and Ship Island railroad to the 
Mississippi Valley and Ship Island railroad, 
aud defines the main line of the road to be 
that extending from Vicksburg to Ship 
Island, instead of to Pensacola, the object

An Episode in St. Louis—J. IV, Overall 
Heard From.

0  :r whilom fellow-citizen. J . \V. Overall, 
has had a little persona! atiair in Nt. Louis, 
where ho is now employed as dramatic 
wxiter on the daily G'»be. The St. Louis 
I'rpnbl'nan gives this version of the story:

Among the pleasant incidents of the late 
ext.aoruinarily successful engagement oi 
Miss Adelaide Neilson in our city, was the 
presentation by her of sundry- diamond 
lings to sundry of the dram atic editors on 
the Nt. Louis press. Among those favored 
was Mr. John W. Overall, ot the Gfobt. 
Nhortly after this presentation a Democrat 
reporter was moved to allude to it by 
saying that a certain dram atic critic had 
received a diamond ring from the fair ar- 
t::-,re, which ring he had deposited in a sale 
lor safe keeping.

Now there was nothing upon *he surface 
ot this assertion which looked like a rasas 
belli. It seemed to be a little announcement 
as innocent of ill-intention as any local 
item possibly could be. Moreover, there 
was no personal identification in it w hat­
ever. But Mr. Overall seemed to imagine 
tha t the charming Neilson had selected him­
self as the particular object of her g rati­
tude, and tha t iu n;> other case had the 
critical or laudatory acumen or ability of 
tin; St. Louis press been recognized in the 
shape of gratuitous diamonds.

W restling with this absurd and errone­
ous supposition Mr. Overall next reached 
the conclusion that he must necessarily be 
the person alluded to and be detected, be­
tween the aoparently iurocent lines of the 
Democrat'd ’’laocai Short-stops,” a fell pur­
pose of iudiguify and contumely.

Mr. Overall addressed a note to Colonel 
McCuilagh, of the Democrat, demanding a 
retraction or a rendezvous, naming Mr. 
Bohle as his friend. Colonel McCuilagh 
refetred the m atter to Mr. Eddy, city edi­
tor of the Democrat, who called a t the Globe 
office ut a late hour of the night to inter­
view Mr. Overall.

W ith them I can have nothing 
more to do, for it is a pitiable and unworthy 
act for any one to send others on an errand 
which they have not the courage to under­
take personally. _

Here I leave tin* whole m atte r and the 
parties themselves in a position far more 
unenviable than I ever trust to occupy.

I i rc u la r  to  T ax  C o llec to rs .

Sbito tax  collectors aud genera! readers 
wtl! find some interest in circular No. o, is­
sued by the Ntate Auditor. These collectors 
are required to make their settlements with 
tiit* Auditor iu person, whenever it is prac­
ticable : but when this is not practicable, 
tax collectors in the country parishes may 
settle bv a deputy, or by some citizen of 
the parish holding a duly executed power 
of attorney to make such settlem ent.

Tax collectors :n New Orleans and con 
tiguous parishes are required to settle in 
person or by deputy in all cases.

Theso rules will effectually prevent the 
intervention of brokers and speculators in 
the settle ment of tax collectors’ accounts^ 
The additional rule that whenever all or 
any part of settlem ents made with Auditor's 
w arrants on the Treasurer, these w arrants 
must be subm itted for recordation and can­
cellation in the Auditor's office, will be 
another stumbling block in the way of the 
brokers.

H alifax. April ti.—The agents of the 
S tar Line have ordered a hundred coffins 
for the bodies which have already floated 
ashore.

The captain of the Atlantic attributes 
the disaster to the rate of speed of the ves 
sel, which must have been more than nine 
knots, to get so ta r out of her course.

The captain seetna overwhelmed with sor­
row. He said to a reporter: “To think that, 
white hundreds of men were saved, every 
woman perished: it i* horrible. If I had 
been able to save even one woman, I could 
bear the disaster; hut to lose all, it is ter 
rilde, terrible " He seemed to fioiy realize 
tha t the world would hold him to strict 
account.

The latest accounts report 1b. saved, Stift 
lost, including 37»fl women and children. 
The lost ship’s cargo consisted chiefly ol 
fashionable dry goods valued at $7,00,000.

Harrowing detail* of the awful scenes 
attending the loss of the steamship A tlan­
tic continue to be received. All the women 
who were asleep a t the time the si ip struck 
were drowned in their berths. The heavy 
sea which constantly poured over the ves­
sel an*i filling her prevented them front 
reaching the deck.

Some of the women, who showed remark 
able presence ol mind, and an appreeia’ion 
of the awful situation, reached it only to 
be washed into the sea and drowned soon 
at'rer.

Some ni-tt on shore wrote on a Mack 
board: “ Cheer up. Boats are corning t<» 
your assistance." The announcement was 
responded to by hearty dice; a from the 
ship.

After half an hour o f awful suspei -s tin­
men were seen on the island, carrying ;* 
boat over the recks, and soon it was 
launched, and took of three boat loads from 
the outlying rock.

While rescuing these tii”ti Captain Wil­
liams anil the passengers called loudly to 
the crow of the boat to come to the ship 
and take them off first, as they were in 
most imminent danger, the captain saying, 
“ I will give $7*iM» for every boat load res­
cued."

The boat afterward made for the vessel 
and took off two boat loads: hall an hour 
later another boat came and rescued many 
of those clinging to the rigging.

Third Officer Brady, who hail succeeded 
in reacning the shore over a line carried 
from the vessel by himself, organized a 
crew arid m aterially aided m the work of 
rescue.

Some o |  the passengers got in the life­
boat.*. the davit tails being cut away to a l­
low the boats to float clear of the "davits, 
in expectation of gettin g clear of the vessel 
by that means, but the sea broke on board 
and washed the greater portion of the pas 
sengers who were in the boats out The 
boats were stove, aud those who ventured 
in them perished.

i he t bird officer (Mr. Brady) and quarter 
master swam ashore with a sw iii line 
which enabled a great number of tho pas 
sengers and crew to get on shore. I got on 
the rock soon afterward and aiso Robert 
Herring, second, John Hodgson, third, W il­
liam Patterson, fourth, Samuel Davis, sixth, 
and Robert M cFarlan, seventh engineers, 
aud we anu others of the crew and pas sen 
gers assis t'd  others to proceed from the 
vessel to the rock. A great many people 
were drowned while coming from the vessel 
by the rope to the rock.

The cold was so intense tha t some of 
them, being benumbed, were unable to hold 
on to the rope, and they let go aud we were 
unable to render them any assistance. The 
rock that we were on was covered with sea 
weed, which made it very dangerous to 
stand upon, and its edges were round. All 
on the rock being soaking wet aud cold, 
we were unable to render any assistance to 
those who were in the greatest peril. A 
number of them were washed off the wreck 
aud drowned, aud a number who were try  
ing to get from the rock to the island by 
the line were also washed from it aud 
drowned. YVe could perceive people falling 
from the ship’s side and rigging.

The three boats which were carried across- 
the island rendered assistance in carrying 
the passengers and crew from the vessel 
anil the rock to the shore, .several persona 
who became completely exhausted, laid 
down on the rock and died. Some of the 
passengers became maniacs, foamed at the 
mouth, and tottered about like children. 
We were very kindly received aud treated 
by the people ou the shore.

At eleven o'clock tho same morning the 
sliqi was breaking up and the cargo wash­
ing ashore. Corpses were also washed 
within reach. We started  a t two o’clock 
yesterday afternoon for Halifax, and ar 
rived in town at 11 P. M., whore we were 
well cared for. The fifth engineer. Thomas 
Grant Urquhart, belonging to Dumfries, 
Scotland, is among the drowned.

Incidents of most heartrending character 
occurred. A little fellow, the only child 
saved from the wrecked vessel, rushed 
upon deck with the stream oi passengers 
when the first alarm was given, his parents 
and the other members of his family were 
still below. They perished when the ship 
tilled and fell over on her side. Hustled 
about along with tha t struggling mass of 
excited humanity, the piteous screams of 
the poor little fellow went to the stoutest 
heart. He leaped upon the back of one of 
the men, in the hope of being saved by him, 
b u t the man shook oft' the wailing hoy. His 
cries at last attracted the captain, who 
perceiving the tenacious manner iu which 
he was struggling for life, called out to the 
men who were surrounding the lines tha t 
led to  the rock and to safety to endeavor, 
if possible, to save the boy. The poor little 
fellow was immediately passed over the; 
heads of the struggling mass of beings and 
placed in a boat. The kindly men who’ 
were trying to save life almost wept fot-’ 
sympathy as they put the lad on shore safe 
in body, though sadly affiicted by his pi* 
rents loss.

Mr. F'oxley. who remained on the rock? 
for several hours assisting the passengers’ 
to land from the ship, says it was extreme­
ly harrowing to behold the sufferings of the 
unfortunate creatures even alter they were 
rescued. Many of them became insane, 
frothed at tho mouth aud toppled off' the’ 
rock into the water and were drowned. 
Others were so chilled and exhausted with 
cold tha t they laid down and died. Some 
died after they had been taken to tho main­
land. All the passengers speak in the highs 
est terms of the gallant conduct of the thirdi 
officer, Mr. Brady, and first engineer in pai® 
ticuiar, who remained ou the wreck fof 
hours assisting the passengers to  reach 
rock.

Two lady cabin fias-wng* «■* Caine «rn *lcc% 
in the excitement, aud stood ne»r the whee* 
house. They hesitated a moment, »s *f 
panic stricken, aud returned to the compass* 
ionway as if looking for something. ITe** 
out ly t hey came out and endeavored t o react) 
the forward part of the ship, from whev« 
the passengers wets- being sent ashore 
lines. At tha t moment a huge wave swepj 
over the ship’s quarter. The men clinging 
to the rigging heard two heart rending 
shrieks, and when they io o k e i again thft 
women had disappeared.

These ate only a Gw ut the terrible IT;el* 
dents of that tearful wreck. Young men 
as well as old became paralyzed, and, oft 
they clung to the rigging or to the sides of 
the vessel, they seemed bereft of all reason, 
and w hen told by the others to  make sums 
effort to reach the boat and .«*'-« them* 
selves, they would roll their eyes, then star** 
fixedly a t the speakers, and ask iu a whirt* 
ing tone, “ what boat Many, again, Xrh<* 
were roused out of their berths, had sr»roe- 
lv time to put their clothes on and rush era 
dei * ere they perished.

< lue cabin passenger, a young titan, * atfltt 
up without a vest on. Ho citing to this 
ship's side for sometime, and finally iolleil 
oil into the sea and was lost.

One man had just secured a flour barrel 
on deck when lo* was washed overboard, 
but not before he had obtained a hold, 
grasping the other end, the bottom being 
out; from it* build it Would be precipitated 
by the sea some distance above the wave* 
anil then fall back, one more than usually 
heavy sea sent the barrel and man at least 
six feet high. He bad lost his hold before urt 
came down, falling into the trough of tho 
sea, but though on top of the waM 
which rose a little furling on. the barrel 
rode buoyantly, the man did not conus 
to light. VVe saw very little of thy women 
and children.

Nays another inform ant: Everythin* 
happened so quickly, and even before those 
who were strongest had got out o f th e  
choked passage way. F emales were either 
so bewildered, or the water had so im ­
peded their progress, th a t very few eamt* 
on deck. Those that did come were swept, 
away before they could fasten themselves 
or he secured by tho others. I saw ontj 
woman in the water w ith three children, 
just as they were washed overboard, tw<* 
in her arms, one an infant with its arum 
about her neck. They went down aiujoiji 
instantly.

William Hogan, of W aterford, tells tint 
following: Was ou deck a t three A. M . heard 
the sailor on duty ery  out. *‘aH’g well, three 
o clock.  ̂ A fter hearing the sailor sa ving 
•‘all* well,”  I went to the  forward steer* 
age and got into bed. About five or feu 
minutes afterwards I heard the watchman 
cry out “ breaker’s ahead.” and almost in­
stantly  I heard a tremendous crash, anil 
the air rushed in anti blew out the lights. 
It was mv impression that tho boiler had 
bursted. I called up some hove th a t wer*» 
sleeping near me. I told them" to tush oix 
deck, and tha t the boilers had exploded. 
Some of them refused to go, and said th a t  
it m attered litti*- •thinking the steam er 
was out at sea;—that it was ju s t as well ti» 
meet death below as on deck. But t  and  
Rat Leahy, my ••hum, determined to save 
our lives if possible, and as all was confu­
sion below. I really can not te i hqw we 
got on deck. Order* wens given, a» in 
a • omtuon thing m steam ships, th a t h ttobeft 
should be *'Io.*eii and no ©no bq permitted 
to ase< nd to the deck.

Thinking tha t our lives were In imminent 
danger, we forced the hatches up  an d  
ascended to the deck. As soon as we wenL 
on deck we rushed to the side of the vessel 
ami saw a rock, as I supposed, about :>(XI 
yards distanl I thought a t first if, wad 
an iceberg we had struck, but quickly 
afterward we noticed the -hip couimenc® 
to heave and plunge, and after three o f  
four plunges she settled, and the w ater 
seemed to be rushing in. 1 surmised th a t 
our safety depended on our being a t the,
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
