Among tne 
distillers are Samuel V,’. Hammond, John 
Henderson and Castendyk, and :f there 
were any frauds committed by them our 
own internal revenue Oli vers wouid dis­
cover and check them.

this office shaii have learned the postoffice 
address.

Therefore. I respectfully request that you 
will inform claimants within your reach, 
and request them to send their names, with 
postoffiee address, and the designation of 
the company and regiment in which the 
service was rendered, to the Adjutant Gen­
eral United States army, Washington, Dis­
trict of Columbia.

It should be distinctly understood that a 
claimant need not semi his or her came, 
etc., unless Le or she shall have been noti­
fied from the Treasury Department that a 
certificate in his or her favor i.as been is­
sued, this office not having to do with cases 
prior to that action.

Tour aid in this matter, as indicated, will 
not only benefit the colored claimants, but 
prove advantageous to the public service,
