M eeting o f  the Chamber o f  Commerce.
The meeting was called to order at 6even 

o’clock last evening by the president. J. U. 
Oglesby, Esq.

The minutes of the previous meeting 
were read.

The committee on inspectors reported 
that they were opposed to making any 
recommendations for appointment, and 
were discharged.

Colonel Foster, ol Indiana, having been 
appointed Minister to Mexico vice Minister 
Nelson, the president stated he had written 
to Colonel Foster, inviting him in the name 
of the chamber to visit New Orleans.

Mr, J. H. Kennard offered the following:
W hereas, The recent mud blockade at 

the mouth of the Mississippi river seriously 
damaging the commerce of the port for the 
past six months, has furnished new ami con­
vincing proof of the urgent necessity for 
early construction of the Fort St. Philip 
canal, and the entire inadequacy of dredge 
boats to afford needed relief

Resolved, That the committee on obstruc­
tions to the mouth of the Mississippi be in­
structed to collect and collate carefully and 
authenticate the evidence connected with 
the blockade and report to the Chamber at 
its next meeting.

The resolution was adopted.
Mr. W. M. Burwell offered the following:
Resolved, That a committee of three be 

appointed to wait on Mr. Creswell, Post­
master General, now understood to he in 
the city on business connected with the de­
partment, and represent to him the depiora 
ble want of direct postal communication 
between the city of New Orleans and the 
ports of Mexico and Central and South 
America, with a request that he will, if con­
sistent with official propriety, recommend 
that New Orleans be provided with po3ta! 
facilities adequate to her position and com 
merce.

Notice was given of an intention at the 
next meeting to call up a reconsideration 
of the matter of tare on sugar.

Suggestions were made that an excursion 
he organized to spend one day viewing the 
state ot affairs at the mouth of the river, to 
which the distinguished Cabinet ministers 
and members of Congress who will be pres­
ent in the city he invited. In view of the 
great good to be accomplished by interest­
ing these influential gentlemen in the im­
provements necessary, the project met with 
universal favor.

Ou motion of General Bussey, it was re­
solved that a sufficient sum be appropriated 
to defray the expenses.

A committee, consisting of General Bus­
sey, Judge Howe, and Messrs. Sundidge, 
Sandtord and Greenwood were appointed 
to extend the invitation and make appro­
priate arrangements. The -president was 
added to the committee.

Mr. Haber introduced Mr. G. \V. Brown, 
of Camden. Arkansas, who presented a 
memorial suggesting a connection with the 
Cairo and Fulton and Camden and Red 
River railroads. First, a continuous navi 
gation of the Ouachita river to Camden, 
Arkansas; second, by the construction of a 
railroad from thence to tap the Cairo and 
Fulton railroad at some point, as may he 
best determined by actual survey, in the 
county of Nevada. The communication 
was received.

The following resolution was offered by 
Mr. Sandidge:

Resolved. That the chamber indorse and 
recommend to the citizens of New Orleans 
as worthy ot their support and assistance 
the proposition to connect the navigation 
of the Ouachita river, at the city of Cam­
den, by a railroad to the Cairo and Fulton 
railroad.

The rules were suspended and Mr. Charles 
Hallo way elected a member.

Jud«e H ead ’s Opinion.

Judge Head, of Sparta, Louisiana, was 
president of the convention of Democrats 
which m this city last fall nominated 
.John McEnery for Governor. He is edi­
tor of the Rural Times, published in Sparta, 
and i» more than any other man iu North 
Louisiana looked to by the Democratic 
masses for sound, conscientious, judicious 
counsel. Here is what he says to them in 
his last number on the subject o f  “Tax Re­
sistance:"

We publish * circular from Governor 
McEnery. urging the people to organize as­
sociations in each parish tor the purpose of 
resisting the payment of taxes to the Kel­
logg government, amt we have been re­
quested to announce that there would be a 
meeting held at this place, for the purpose 
of taking into consideration this matter, on 
Monday, tbe seventh instant. It will be 
seen aiso that we have copied articles from 
the New Orleans Times indicating a disap­
proval of such a course in some quarters. 
It w’lll also be remembered that similar ex­
tracts have been reproduced from other 
paper* before. We always abide by the 
action of our own people, and whatever 
course they choose to adopt, wo are with 
them; hut whenever we feel called upon to 
express our opinion ©n any question of ex­
pediency. within the limited sphere of our 
influence, we do not hesitate to perform 
what we conceive to be our duty ra the 
the premises.

A resistance to taxation !s a resistance to 
government, for government and taxation 
are inseparable: anu in the present instance 
the government of the State of Louisiana 
i» fortified with such laws, made since the 
era of reconstruction, in view of the wide­
spread antagonism of the people to the 
State authorities with which they have been 
outraged during the last five years, as to 
render resistance to taxation impracticable 
without open revolution. Men ot all trades, 
occupations and professions have to obtain 
a license from tbe tax collector before they 
can pursue their avocations without in­
curring penalties and forfeitures. The 
lawyer is compelled to procure such a li­
cense betore he is permitted to practice in 
the courts: and tne owners of real estate 
must pay their taxes or have their lands 
forfeited, aside from the power of the 
collector to seize and sell property. In 
view of these tacts, how is taxation to be 
resisted without seizing the reins of the 
government itself? This was the only 
means of successful resistance, and in this 
Governor McEnery ami the People's Legis­
lature have acted well their part, but have 
failed in their object. The Kellogg usurp­
ation is now a fixed fact: the laws passed 
by that Legislature are now in force A 
term of the district court for Bienville par 
ish, legalized solely by an act of that Leg­
islature. has been held, and its decrees are 
now being enforced. They are in posses­
sion of the public offices, archives ami rec­
ords of the State. It is well that this high­
handed usurpation lias been repudiated by 
the people, but their protest Las been fully 
made out and stands upon the record as far 
as it can have any practical effect for good. 
Further resistance in our humble judgment, 
would tend to strengthen rather than 
weaken the usurpation.

The Sugar Planter gives the following 
account of the recent attempt upon the life 
of Mr. Ricard and the murder of his wife:

A m ost a troc ious m u rd e r w as com m itted 
in th is  pari.--li on M onday m orning  las t, un ­
d er the follow ing circum stances: Betw een
one am i tw o o'clock of rlie m orning in ques­
tion, Mr. R aym ond R icard . one ot the m ost 
qu iet and  inoffensive o f our p rom inent col­
o red  citizens, w as aroused  by th e  bark ing  
o f his dogs in tbe  y a rd  and  open ing  the 
door o f  bis house to  learn  the cause, a 9hot 
trom  a revo lver w as fired a t him. b u t m iss­
ing, it  took effect upon uis wife, who 
w as in bed. w ounding h er so bad ly  th a t  
she died in a few hours a fte r . A 
second am i th ird  shot* were fired a t  Mr. 
R icard, a lso  w ithou t effect, one o f  the 
balls  s tr ik in g  th e  m attrass  of the  h> d aud  
falling  upon the  floor. Several sho ts wore 
tired in  re tu rn  by  Mr. R icard . ap p aren tly  
w ithout effect, a* the ruffians im m ediately  
absconded. The neighborhood w as a t  once 
aroused , an d  although th e  m ost energetic  
efforts were m ade to  cap tu re  the m urderer, 
he is still a t large. He is described  by Mr. 
R icard  as being  a  ta ii. heavy b lack  m an, 
but it was too d a rk  to  discover the features. 
He is supposed to  be th e  same fellow who 
was seen in  th is  neighborhood the  dav 
previous, a ttem p tin g  to sell a  gold w atch 
an d  revo lver under such pecu lia r c ircum ­
stances th a t  Constable Johnson  took 
them  from  him  un til he could prove law ­
ful ow nership, b u t since th en  he has 
not been b eard  of. W hat the  m otive for 
a ttem p tin g  the  life ot Mr. R icard  is a 
m ystery  th a t  no one can  solve, as he is a 
m an ot v e ry  m ild  m anners, and  one noted 
for avoiding difficulties under alm ost any  
circum stances. The only  solu tion  lies in 
the  p robab ility  th a t  the fellow is a horse 
th ief, and, finding h im self de tected , fired 
a t  Mr. R icard to escape recognition or 
a rres t. The fu n era l of Mrs. R icard  took 
place on W ednesday, being followed to  her 
la s t hom e by  her m ourning  fam ily aud  sym ­
path iz ing  friends. Search is s till  be ing  
m ade for the  m urderer, and  the  citizens of 
th is pa rish  offer a  rew ard  of $500 for his 
a rres t. Ail classes of people are  shocked 
a t  th is  te rr ib le  ou trage , and  w hite an d  col­
ored are un iting  th e ir  efforts to b ring  the  
v illa in  to  m erited  pun ishm ent. Should lie 
be caugh t, we a re  inclined  to  the  opinion 
th a t the d istr ic t judge will not be consu lted  
on his d isposition. ____________

Supreme Court.—Hanover vs. Woodruff’. 
Certificate of division from the eastern dis­
trict of Arkansas. In this ease Hanover 
sued Woodruff on a promissory note given 
for a consideration in war bonds issued by 
the Arkansas Secession Convention. On 
the trial the court was divided in opinion 
on the following questions, which were cer­
tified to this court for answer:

First—Was the eonsidera ion of the note 
void on the ground of public policy, so that 
no action could be sustained 1

Second—Was the consideration of the 
note illegal under the principles of 
public law, the constitution of the 
Uni e l States, and the laws of Con­
gress and the proclamation of the President 
relating to the rebellion which existed and 
was pending when the no’e wa* made. 
These questions are both answered in the 
affirmative, the court holding that the issu­
ing of the bonds was an act of open hos­
tility to the United States, deelaiing the 
adherence of the convention to tbe enemies 
of tbe government, and that although the 
bonds were used as a circulating medium 
in tbe sense that any negotiable money 
founded on the public faith in its payment 
is such a medium. Stili they were not a 
forced currency which the people of that 
section were obliged to use. In this the case 
is distinguishable from the case of Thoring- 
ton vs. Smith before decided by this 
court—There the question was upon the 
validity of Confederate money as a con­
sideration. and it was sustained, on the 
ground that it was the only medium of ex­
change of a people under the absolute con­
trol of the Confederate government, and 
was hence a forced currency. Mr. Justice 
Miller concurred, or rather acquiesced, in 
the opinion, although he thought the con­
sideration in this c»3e was within the prin­
ciple of Thorington vs. Smith, and he did 
so because it limited that ease as a pre­
cedent. He, however, reluctantly concurred 
therein on account of the necessity for pro­
tecting millions of people in transactions of 
a term of years. Mr. Justice Field de­
livered the opinion of the court.

The Supreme Court of the United States 
against Tweed, in errorto the Circuit Court 
for the District of Louisiana.—In this case 
Tweed was a government agent, as he al­
leged, for the purchase of cotton on Red 
river. He purchased certain cotton from 
other sources for hi# own benefit, hut it 
was seized by tbe government, and this 
action was to recover for its detention- He 
showed a title to the satisfaction of the 
court below, aud the judgment was in his 
favor.

The government, claiming that the cot­
ton was captured and abandoned property, 
and was taken possession of by Tweed as 
an agent of tbe United States, brought the 
case here, where Tweed’s title is sustained 
and the judgment affirmed. Mr. Justice 
Clifford delivered the opinion. Dissenting, 
Mr. Justice Bradley.

N E W  Y O R K .

L atest from the W recked Steam er—The 
tin s Troubles—The Usury I-aw s—Mur­
der C ases—L ottery  Business Declared  
i lle g a l—The H era ld ’s Cuban Corres­
pondent-Condition o f  A. T. S tew art. 

N e w  Yo r k , April 7.—Harry Jones, an 
Englishman, saw two survivors fighting 
for the possession of a pair of boots on a 
dead body. They finally decided by tbe 
toss of a penny which should have them. 
Two Swedes deliberately chose to die with 
their wives and children rather than leave 
them and swim ashore. Edward Figgins. 
a Hampshire bricklayer, and twelve com 
panions in the compartment with him, 
escaped by stripping off their clothes and 
squeezing themselves through a porthole.

Richard Reynolds, from Queenstown, 
who kept a diary during the voyage, 
charges that many of the crew acted very 
cowardly; he said that one of the men who 
escaped by the porthole was wedged in for 
several piinutes, unable to move either 
way. but finally escaped. Reynolds lifted 
by the hair through a porthole the lad John 
iteiily, the only child saved. The little 
fellow cried out through the porthole that 
his father, mother and brother were all 
drowned ana asked to be helped out. The 
boy was met here by a married sister yes­
terday, and was the observed of all ~ob- 
servers at Castle Garden, the affecting 
meeting between the sister and her little 
brother bringing tears to all the spectators’ 
eyes. William Glenfiebl, from Devonshire, 
lost his wife, and was then robbed.

The strike of the gas men continues, and 
every effort to fill their places with Italians 
from' Ward's island has proved futile. The 
city below Grand street was last night in 
total uarkness, and the newspaper offices 
and places of business were forced to resort 
to candles. No disturbances are reported 
in tbe vicinity of the gas works, which are 
guarded by a large number of policemen, 
with reserves in readiness.

The men employed to fill the places of the 
strikers seem totally unfit for the work; 
they can Dot speak English and do not know 
wliat is lequired of them. The receiving 
tanks are level with the ground, and unless 
other than Italians are substituted, thq 
Strikers must win.

Tire -Stacit Theatre, during the perform­
ance, was left in total darkness.

Two of the Italians taken from Ward's 
i-fandj to supply the places of the men who 
left the works in the New York Gas Com­
pany on Saturday, preferred death to that 
kind of industry and drowned themselves.

Others clamored to be returned to the is­
land to await less exhausting employment 

Andrew Casey, a striker, assaulted 
Robert Bloom. as the latter was going boas

from the gas works last evening. Casey- 
was promptly arrested.

The failure of the New York Gas 
Company to supply with light its 
section of the city in which are cen 
tred the important interests of the bank 
ing, insurance aud the wholesale traile, 
causes great and deserved indignation 
among business men. The vaults of the 
banks aud bankers within a radius of a 
quarter ot a mile of Wall street contain 
millions upon millions of dollars' worth of 
securities and cash. V'ben it is remem 
bered that one of the chief instrumentali­
ties in guarding these vaults at night is gas 
light, it will be seen what immense inter­
ests are jeopardized by the action of the 
company, to say nothing of the inconveni­
ence. The question has been raised whether 
the gas company, by contracting to furnish 
light, may not make itself responsible for 
losses incurred by reason of its failure to- 
fulfill tbe contract. Business men are dis­
posed to hold the company to strict ac­
count.

At the investigation bv the legislative 
committee of the Mutual Life Insurance 
Company's affairs to-dav, Mr. McCulloch 
testified that the son of President Winston 
took out three policies in the companv, 
which he subsequently surrendered on re­
ceiving the full surrender value therefor in 
1866. He (Winston) died, when the policies 
were revived and an installment policy was 
issued for $12,000. Mr. McCulloch gave 
other instances of a similar character.

In opening the April term of general ses­
sions to-day Recorder Hackett charged the 
jury in strong terms to deal severely with 
offenders against the usury laws. He said: 
"The theft of iudustry and regular profits 
by means of immoral'and unlawful machi­
nations ot tiie capital of capitalists of 
moneyed institutions ought to command 
your attention much more than ordinary 
larcenies of the prison calendar."

1 here is a full supply of gas in the down 
town districts to-night.

Tbe general term ot the Court of Com­
mon Pleas decided, in the suit of Isaac 
ldelmuirth against Alexander McGarcer, 
that, under the laws of this State, the lot­
tery business is unlawful; that any contract 
which has the effect of abetting it is void, 
aud that the lease of a place of business 
for the purpose of selling lottery tickets is 
invalid in New York.

Rev. A. S. Hunt was chosen 
president of the conference.

Judge Tappan. on application for Hie re­
lease of Mrs. Myers, a witness in the 
Goodrich case, to-dav granted a writ of 
habeas corpus, returnable to-morrow.

The United States steamer Tuscarora left 
Panama on the twenty-third for the Chiric- 
quio, in Darien, where the surveying expe­
dition still is.

A 'Tribune dispatch from the wreck of 
the Atlantic last night says: “All that re­
mains of the ship lies in a circular cave 
nearly parallel with the shore and about 
forty feet from the rock on which the sur­
vivors first landed. The officers of tho 
Coast Wrecking Company, who came 
down in the forenoon full of an 
idea of raising her, at once saw 
that it was impracticable. It is impossible 
that the ship could ever have reached 
this position without the greatest careless­
ness. A careful lookout would have dis­
covered this coast long before the ship 
struck; the rocks are of whitish gray anti 
have a line of snow border. Though the 
wreckers and divers have brought up nu­
merous bodies, many lie in the vessel where 
the bulk of the cargo remains.

Wall street markets to-day were free of 
excitement, money pressure continuing the 
feature, but securities, as a rule, remain 
firm for tbe same reason, known only to 
the bulls and speculators in gold, who 
practically control the market. Gold opened 
at 119V#, after which there was a decline to 
118Vs, an advance to 1187Js. closing at I18rfij. 
Gold loans rates haze been 5 to 7 per cent 
per annum for carrying. Foreign exchange 
is duli. with 70 as the nominal rates
tor prime sterling, the business being at a 
concession of O. Art vices from London 
to-day are favorable, both for money and 
securities. In the money market borrowers’ 
offering approved collateral have ranged 
from 1-16 33-10 of one per cent per day.

The currency movement continues in 
favur of this centre, although we do know 
that the speculators have stopped sending 
legal tenders out of the city, which it is 
suspected they did last week. The enforce­
ment of the usury law is awaited with in. 
terest. With the breaking up of the sys­
tem of lending at fractions of 1 I* cent pet' 
day, and with the national laws in regard 
to the movement of currency rendered op­
erative it is reasonably expected the rate* 
will soon decline to 7 I’ cent. Government, 
bonds have been strong here and steady iu 
London. In Southern State bonds busines* 
amounted to only $17,000, with prices iowei* 
for Tennessee.#.' In railroad bonds only* 
$66,000 changed hands, with prices a sliadei 
easier than Saturday. The stock market, 
with the exception of Harlem and Panama, 
both of which have been weak, has been 
dull and steady.
