ABDUCTION OF MR. CALHOUN

STATEMENTS OF STEAMROATMEN,

The steamboats John T. Moore und La
Belle bring some intelligence of the ¢
Colfax, in Grant parish. The former boat
passed that place Monday, and the otficers
state that they saw a large body of colored
men, srmed with shotguns and other
weapons, on the bank, and they did not
lund, At Montgomery, twenty-five miles
above, they hud taken on board Judge W.
R. Rutland, who stated he had been forced
to flee from Lis home. He states that Rep-
resentative Ward bas taken armed posses
sion of the courthonse at Colfux. Judge Rur-
land, feariug be would be assassinated if he
remained there, went to Montgomery and
remained there until taken on board by the
John T. Moore. While away from homo be
learned Lis house had been sacked. As the
boat passed Colfax it was hailed by Mr.
Calhoun, but did not take him on board,
being unable to make the landing on ue-
count of the violent wind. On arriving st
Alexandris they learned the LaBello, which
had passed them, had tuken Mr. Cullioun
on board, but that ke had been taken off
again under arrest by the sheritl at Pine-
ville. At Alexandria were a body of wbout
200 armed men who were going to Coltax to
attack the rioters. These men took & six-
pound eannon frowm the boat, and proposed
to tuke it with them. They also tovk from
the Durfes eleven casks of bacon and twen-
ty barrels of tlonr. It was reported at
Alexandria that the rioters were shooting
ull who refused to join them.

The La Belle, coming after the John T.
Moore, made a landing a little below Col-
fax, sud took Mr. Culboun on hoard wt
Curry Point, very near his own plantation.
Mer. Calhoun said he had been in the woods
sinco Tuesday of luat week, that bhis
bouse had been seized by the noters,
aod be obliged to get away. At Col-
fax the boat was hailed by & woman.
Mr. Calhoun stated that she was =
@ teacher, from New Orleans, in a priva‘e
tamily. On reaching Pineville the Bulle
wus boarded by armed men from Alexun-
dria, who took Mr, Calhoun off with them.
They told him no harm would come to him
if he was innocent, a8 he said he was, of
creating the viot. He waa searched, snd o
letter found on him from Representative
Ward to Governor Kellogz, reciting the
existing di-torbance and wssking lor as-
siatauce. The Belle was obliged to come
down and leave Mr. Calhoun in their haunds,
and it is feared he will suffer violence.
The cause of the riot seems to be the dupli
eate commissioning of the parish officera.
Governor Kellogg had, at the instigation of
Rutland und others, commissioned Nash
sheriff, and others ho ran on the Fusion
ticket. Some of thosa on this ticket wers
of the party who are charged with having
burned the house of Judge Phillips und
murdered Recorder Whits Seprember 25,
1570, Mr. Ward represented thess fuots to
Governor Kellogeg, who thereupon issued
other commissions to the elected Repub-
licans. Mr. Ward took the commissions,
went to Grant and demanded the wificea.
Heo wawe refused possession of the cours

honss and then took it. Richardson
and Rutland, who, it is alleged, had
been  in communication with  the

piney woods Democrats, sent to them
for nssistanes to  retaks tho offices.
Mr. Ward then ordered Rutlund aud Kich-
ardson to leave town, Dr. €ockrell and
My. Paul, the Fusion candidate for sherifl,
wre leading the men from Alexundria, who
nre going to Grant to fight, 1t is belivved
that they will be reinforced from the par-
ishes of Catahonla, Natchitoches, Sabine,
Winn and Rapidea, Hadnott, the member
of the Odd Fellows' Haull Legiclature, is
said o be among the active mewmbers ol tho
banda from the piney woods,
ATATEMENT OF JUDGE RUTLAND

Judge W. R. Rutlund, who arrived hers
yesterday morning on the steamboat Joln
T. Moore, furnishes the FPieayune with the
following version, In reference to the
statement that he wrote a letter tothe New
Orleans RevuBricaw, which we refused to
publish, we can only say we never received
any communication from him:

The Lynach retarniog board ignored tho
election of our parish officers, nnd Mo Kel-
logg wppoioted @ set of men to till the we-
cancies, but who did not quulify according
to law, aud allowed the time to elapss in
which they wre required by law to do it
in. Mr. Kellogg, st my instance, commis-
sioned ull ofiicers who were elected, includ-
ing both Republicuns snd Fasionists, whitn
aud colored, except & parish judze who bad
wlready qualified wod was a Republican.

Ward, & member of the Dryades street
Legislature, learning that Mr. K-llogg was
going to issue these commissiona, hastenod
to Culfsx and took viclent and foreible pos-
seasion of the courthouse and offices with »
mob. Thers was w proposition to hoid o
muss meeting of the people for the purpose
of expressing their condemnation in »n
quiet way at the course pursued by these
men, but when the day arrived for the
mesting to have been called together
there wrre such violen$ demounstrations
made by Ward, Register and Flowers, and
the armed band tost wus backing them,
thut the tew white peopls who bad
the wutter in bhand did oot pretend
to do anything, but quietly returned to their
homea withoat going mear the courthouse,
or assembling snywhere. Afeer this I was
advised by friends to seek safety, ss my
lite was in danger. & took their wdvies aud
started te cross the river to Mr. J. C.
Morsutini's place, but when § got o the
river § was interviewed by another friend,
who told e that it wonld aot be «nfo for
me to petara to this eive of the river that
night. Atter erossing the river § was et
again by persons who told me there wus o
deterwinagtion to sssassinate wme o 1 pe
turned $o the Colfax side of ghe river,

At twelve o'clock ot night § funond out
that the mob hisd sscked my house anud that
they were going to sttept to erosa the
viver and arrest me, § made my escape by
Mr. Morantint furnishing we with & burse
and guide, and § went to Moutgomery,
where 1 found @y family, whick bad pre-
ceded o by bost,  Sines that tme  have
been gnist and have done nothing, femsin.
ing st llunl,'umv-?'. § did not zo vut ot
