RECORDERS' COURTS,

Open from T A. M. te 6 P, M.

Ordinance No. 2096, adopted by the City
Couneil at its last meetivg, provides that
hereafter the recorders of this eity ehall
open their eourts ab seven o'clock in the
morning, and keep the same open for the
transwction of businesa yntil eix o'clock in
the evening,

This sotion of the Council 18 most judi-
ciovs and praiseworthy. Heretofore, the
recorders have, many of them, conducted
their offices a8 though they were the mas-
ters aud not the servants of the people.

Frequently with a dock full of prisoners,
the resalt of the previous might's vigilance
on the part of the police, and with @ court
rovm full of oficera waiting to appear
againgt those shey have arrested, it has
been ten or even eleves w'clock befure the
recorder went vpon his bench. Thus the
officers, having been up all night, were de-
prived of their reat during the best part of
the day, and when they went apon their
beats again were in an unfit eondition w
perform their duty, and, if noy found by
their corporal sitting down and asleep frow
sheer exhaustion and want of rest, were at
least indifferent about taking 1a prisoners,
which act would compel them to under
jo sgain the wnooysoces of the previous
dB_T.

Again, the prisener, perbaps arrested for
a simple “drusk,” s is the case with four
ont of five, having slept off bis debauok, ap-
pears sober before the magistrate, remained
im the dock uwatd the day was half gone
bafore his case could be disposed of. 1If a
poorluboring man—[or all others are better
troated—he not only luses a day's work,
but often his sitnation. Thus the custom
beretofore obtaining has worked iejustice
%0 both officer and prisoner,

Uuder the new law, by the time the nighs
platoous have come in from their beats to
the cap room, and the men have answered
roll eall, they will go av once into court,
the resorder will try wand diapose of the
wrrests of the night, and the officers having
got through with their cases are dismissed
until their time comes to go on duty agsin
ut might The unfortunate eccupant of the
owll haa paid his fine and gone to his work,
or is remanded back to the lock-ap to await
the arrival of the “Black Maria,™ which
transfers him to more comfortable quarters
in the Workhouse or Parish Prison.

Again, under the new law, persons who
kave oceasion to appear im eourt to make
aftidavits or procure the issnance of writs of
arrest will find herealter the efficers of the
oourts on dudy during the day to suit their
eonvenience, and will nud be compelled to
go and eowe again on suy pretext of office
kours.
