W hatever wrongs 
men of the la tter class have Raftered at the 
hands of Kellogg and the Republicans, 
they have been guilty of rebellion from the 
moment they resisted the mandates of the 
courts of the 1tate« They ought to have 
submitted months ago, hut they counseled 
resistance to the Kellogg government, and 
advised the people not lo pay their taxes as 
a means of breaking it down. Doubtless 
these gentlemen .expected precisely what 
has happened. They knew the ignorant 
and the violent nature oi the lower classes 
of the whites ol‘ the State, and their recent 
address, like the conduct ol the ' Citizens 
Committee" which issued it, was incendi­
ary, and ««> i.a  Jiot at 1.11 surprised *f the 
result.

From such wretched motives nearly one 
hundred poor men were hurried to a violent 
death. Conciliation may properly be show n 
to penitent offenders, but such wretehes 
as the m urderers of Colfax will listen to 
no argum ent ir fluence b u t force. The 
blood of their victims cries for vengeam e, 
anil its cry should not be unheeded. Wo 
hojie tha t speedy, stem  and fearful pucielt- 
njciit may convince the guilty men and their 
sympathizers tha t the day wheu men can 
lie slaughtered merely because they are 
dark skinned has passed away forever. T he 
government orders have the l ight ring, and 
we tru s t they will he ieitrlessly ami thor­
oughly enforced.

troubles tha t when anybody is killed it is a 
negro who is so unfortunate. The plain 
fact of the case is tha t one party  has m ur­
dered a large number of the opposing party , 
and for such au act there can be no possible 
excuse. It is the duty  of the general gov­
ernm ent to preserve peace :u they States, 
ind cur of n regard lor feelings o f _a class 
n i l ,  will not be satisfied, the adn;inisti*a- 
iiun has been too tolerant.

The plain, unvarnished tale is th a t in the 

town of Colfax, whi -1: lias now become as 
historic illy bloody as Fore Pillow and the 
lava beds, the F'usion party  resisted instal­
lation o f the regularly constituted and 
elected county officers, who. with a large 
party, took possession of the courthouse, 
from which they were finally driven by 
f lin g  the building. As they rushed from 
the burning structure upwards of one hun­
dred negroes were remorselessly massa­
cred, and we are told tha t "now there is 
not a colored man within miles of the 
town.’* i t  is difficult to find language in 
which to fitly characterize this inhuman 
butchery. I t  is an act which calls for the 
severest and promptest measures upon the 
part of the United State*, if the government 
of Louisiana is not, as it would seem to be.
