dredging. The channel may wash out 
deeper and it may till uO. tendering the 
present depth a onatteo 06 tLe greatest un­
certainty.

It must ho seated here t?a t the figures 
for all the soundings are exactly according 
to the lead, hut the reader will bear in 
mind tha t there is always a foot or more of 
mud that Is available for navigation.

A t two o'clock Sunday afttrnoon tbe ex. 
cursion started up the river, stopping at the 
upper end of the bur to exchange courte- 
s:»o w:;b the passengers and crew of the 
steamship Memphis, then waiting iolavor- 
able opportunity to get over.

About seven miles below F o r?6 t. S?hi®p 
Captain Howell gave the party an opportu­
nity to see the river<jnd of the proposed 
canal. As far as the eye cfiuld rea^h the 
ground seemed very favorabltflfor tlie work, 
and fully justices tbe recommendations 
made by him ;n favor of this locality.

The next etoiping place was Fort Jack- 
son, which was examined to ascertain 
whether the soil ol the lowfr river would 
sustain the lock at the river end of the 
canal. The appearance of the work fully 
C lotirnied the opinions of the engineers on 
this subject. The fort has been greatly im­
proved and strengthened since the late nn 
pleasantness, am! it looks as though the 
present proprietor intends to maintain un­
disputed possession of his claim for all time-

Major Howell w as then called upou, and 
briefly responded by calling attention to 
the present condition of Pass-a-l'Outre with 
that recently reported there before com­
mencing weak. He also spoke of the present 
condition of Southwest Pass, and said that 
it was almost impossible to render any effi­
cient assistance to commerce unless there 
was more liaimony and co-operation be­
tween the various parties using the bar. 
He closed by urging the construction of the 
Fort St. Philip canal.

The next speaker was Mr. Cyrus Bussey, 
who urged greater towage facilities, ener­
getic aud active co-operation in urging up­
on the government the necessity of takiDg 
steps to preserve its work after completion 
a t the passes, and closed by endorsing the 
canal project.

Mr. J. II. Kennard followed in a vigorous 
speech, advocating more trade facilities, 
more water on the bar and a reformation of 
tbe abuses connected with oar shipping fa­
cilities.

9:nce entering upon the discharge cf t ie  
duties of his office Auditor Clinton has had 
a great many embarrassments to contend 
with—more, probably, than have obstructed 
any former incumbent of the office : and 
had he not possessed a most sanguine tem­
perament he would have succumbed lorg 
ere this. He has, however, succeeded in 
removing one obstacle after another from 
his path until he is now thoroughly the 
master of the situatior.

To begin with, previous to the last rea r 
the largest delinquent tax list ever known 
amounted to about $373,000. For the year 
recently closed the list amounted to the 
enormous sum of $2.500,GOO, of which 
about $1,250,000 belonged to tLe in­
terest fund. Tbe whole annual interest, 
per year amounts to $1,493,358; of this 
amount $1,217,000 was paid, leaving the 
balance unprovided foro Eor the settle­
ment of this amount money Cvas advanced 
by Mr. Gaines, in bebalf of the fiscal agent, 
and as soon as the money was received, Mr.

The Auditor is resolved, if in Lis power, 
to Lave this fund expended for the purpose 
for which it was collected, and hence de­
cline? to deposit it until this can be guar, 
anteed. He is confident th a t an arrange­
ment may be made by which this m a y b e  
done in a very few days, and, a t the rate 
the taxes are now being collected, he is 
sanguine of making these payments prompt­
ly hereafter.

T errib le Accident— D im sler nt n Hnj». 
tism—A Bridge Give* Wny nnd Fifty- 
three People Drowned—llo«ll> Women 
nn^ t ’h ildren—Every House in .Monrn- 
Ina-R odfes Rcing R erovered -T hc  Cor- 
ene r’a Inquest.

Dixon, I! 1 , May 1.— \  terrible accident, 
involving a fearful loss of life, occurred 
here this afternoon. The rite of baptism 
was being administered to a number of 
recent converts to one of the Baptist 
iV,niches here at a point in Rock river just 
below the Truesdel] iron bridge. About 
200 person?, including many ladies an I a 
number of children, had gathered on the 
bridge to witness tli« ceremony, when sitd 
denly, without warning, the bridge gave 
way and precipitated its liv.yg freight into 
the stream below.

The scene which ensued was indescribably 
terrible, as struggling victims vainly en­
deavored to free themselves from the ruins 
of the bridge and from each other. Large 
crowds of [Qq lo on rue banks rushed wild­
ly to and fro. many of them so distracted 
with terror as to be unable to  render any 
assistance. Others, more seif possessed, 
speedily brought ropes, planks end boats, 
and went nobly to work to rescue the li-ing 
and recover the dead.

Sane of those who were on the bridge 
when it fell, were so near tho edge tha t 
they were able to reach the bank without 
asiistance. while others were fortunately, 
in reach of those on the ©.ore. Rut .q, to ti 

"*• M. thirty-two dead bodies ho i been 
taken from the liver, au d it is almost certain 
there are fitiu rs still under trie wreck of the 
bridge. (>t those saved fwentv four were 
resiled alive, but more 01 less ii juri if, some 
fatally.

Dixon, I!)., May 5.—The number of per­
sons lost by the giving way ol the Trues- 
deil iron bridge i? es*imated at ninety. 
Bodies were found six miles below the 
scene of the disaster.

Every Louse in the <?-itv is in mourning. 
Several persons who w. re ii j ued have 
since died. Derwsks are being elected to 
lift the wreck. \Vncn the full l«p.s of life 
shall be ascertained, it is thought many 
persons from the eoun'rv around not re­
ported missing will swell the I"ss terribly. 
The bridge wa? torn and broken at each 
end. Men, women anil children were 
crushed into jelly, while a t the northern!, 
where the loss ot life was the greatest, the 
bodies were held firmly to the bottom of 
the river in tbe net work of the iron.

1 here were several buggies on the 
bridge, but. strange to say, none o f  the 
vehicles or horses were injured. A horse 
and wagon are still on th* bridge and food 
for the horse has to be carried to it.

All those reported missing are probably 
in the net work of the bridge a t the bot­
tom of the river.
