professions of civility. It was immediate- 
}y after the visit c-f Northern representa­
tives that the unhappy conflict occurred 
in Grant parish. It contradicted t i l  the 
professions of pence uttered upon that 
festive occasion, ko the opinion cf the 
North will be made up upon other evi­
dence, and need cot be expected now. 
2. Phi a visit of the Congressional con­
vention is made under the auspices and 
efforts cf business men. the partisan j oli- 
tician has nothing to do with it. He 
should not mar its harmonies, or interrupt 
its purposes by thrusting forward l-*s 
grievances, when men are in council upon 
the gravest interests of the city. Already 
our commercial interests uave suffered in­
finitely from the perversion of time and tal­
ent to political strife. Already street fights, 
tax resistance and robberies have disar­
ranged industry and repelled capital. Al­
ready has the want of due knowledge on 
the part of Congress induced the precipi­
tate recommendation of a mode of im­
proved cutlet which has not received the 
sufficient sanction of practical or scientific 
interests. Let us allow these visitors of 
the merchants to examine the interests of 
Louisiana, and adopt opinions bated upon 
nn intelligent knowledge of these interests. 
Let there he a trac-e in party politics, and 
a harmonious concurrence of all parties in 
securing for Louisiana the most just con­
sideration which can be given by the dis­
tinguished guests expected to visit her.

EXCUSES EOS FAILURE.
!t could not reasonably be expected that 

such a fussy war as that which recently 
broke out in St. Martin parish would pass 
away into forgetfulness without the usual 
official report “ on the other side." tfe  
have therefore been looking lor a letter 
from Colonel DeBlanc, and it has come 
at last. TLis distinguished “commander 
of the St. Martin militia-' addresses his 
report direct ty ••Governor" McEnerv, 
thus passing over the Adjutant General, 
provided they have such a.n ornament in 
the McEnery household. But we have 
nothing to do with the etiquette oi this 
occasion.

There is quite a* much antagonism be­
tween the statements of the two opposing 
forces, as shown in their official dispatches, 
as there was iu their movements in the 
field. But the points at issue are of detail 
rather than substance. The gratilying 
fact appears from both reports that there 
wr.« no serious fighting No killed are 
reported on eithei -ide. and but two men 
were wounded. II..*1 there 1-. n any cas­
ualties in Colonel DeBlanc's command it 
would have been Lis duty to report tlcni, 
an l as none i*rc mentioned xve may 
a-.ume there were none. The campaign 
was therefore fruitless of bloodshed end 
that false glory which springs from gory 
battle-fields. This happy outcome is at­
tributed in part to the presence of United 
States troops, but as General Badger was 
in the hostile country for rifarly a week 
It fore Dtdvlyne arrived with his command 
we are forced to look to other causes for 
this immunity ln-n» destruction enjoyed 
by the Metropolitans before the timely ar­
rival of the regular troop*.

V.'e conceivt the primary reason to be 
that there was a want of that unanimity 
iu the public min i in favor of the move­
ment against the Kepublican officials 
which Colonel DeBlanc evidently expected 
to find. For with the assistance of many 
volunteers from the surrounding parishes, 
added to the citizens of .St. Martin, he 
never once found Liwstlf iu position 
strong enough to attack Badger. At least 
such an attack, if contemplated, was never 
made. The result of the fuss was there- 
fore bloodless, for which we sincerely re­
joice. without feeling much interest iu the 
little items of detail which, in the opin­
ion of Mr. DeBlanc, may have conspired 
to produce it. ________

GENERAL BADGES'S OFFICIAL REPOST.

The official report submitted by General 
Badger to the Adjutant General wae given 
to our readers yesterday. It relates in a 
straight-forward, soldierly manner Lis 
military operations in the Attakapas coun­
try, which, with the exception of the in­
stallation ol the officers in St. Martins- 
viile, was uneventful. Owing to the flut­
ter occasioned in the public mind. Loth iu 
New Orleans and along the banks of the 
Tecfce, the Geneial was obliged to adopt 
the ordinary military precautions against 
any attack that might be attempted by 
the misguided people. This little com­
mand proceeded iu obedience to orders 
from the Governor of this ritate. Every 
foot of ground passed over belonged to 
the State of Louisiana; the officers and 
soldiers of a State were marching through 
their own territory, and yet they were 
compelled to adopt the precautions used 
when invading a hostile country. The 
gallant General and Lis command en­
countered the usual swagger and bluster 
characteristic of braggarts, hut met no 
foeman worthy of their steel. But they 
are entitled to all honor for their noble 
bearing and gallant conduct, and tLe 
grateful people will not fail to accord 
them the mede of praise due to courage, 
tempered witi» forbearance and soldierly 
qualities, combined with sound statesman­
ship.

It is as refreshing as it is gratifying to a 
Republican to rea l such a sentiment as 
this from a representative mawlike Colonel 
DeBlanc:

We did not intend or wi^h to eotne in 
conflict with federal authorities and federal 
troops, and by so doing assist those who 
Lad a ’dan to place ns iu the alternative of 
submitting to the police or committing high 
treason against the United States.

Such language would have rounded 
very strange here some years ago. But 
we are referring to a period when there 
was a party in the South tl at placed the 
authority of the State paramount to that 
of the nation and subordinated treason to 
the United States to disobedience to a 
State law. The war Las changed all this, 
and has carried some of our people so far 
in the opposite direction that they openly 
refuse to obey a State authority until 
such obedience is enforced by the pres­
ence of a force of United Slates regulars. 
This is conceding more than i„ necessary. 
The “United States' will be entirely satis­
fied with all citizens who yield obedience 
to the governments of the States, when 
fetich governments are in ac-cord with the 
national government. It is not required 
of them to defy the local authority until 
the assent of the nation is manifested by 
the march (I its armies to the scene of 
dispute. If Colonel DeBlanc and his 
political friends had me-i General Badger 
and the Metropolitans as the duly accredit­
ed representative s c>f Louisiana, and obeyed 
the orders communicated by them, they 
would never have incurred the* faintest 
suspicion cf being guilty cl “high treason 
against the United States.” A timely 
recollection of this caution will save them 
much trouble on .my future occasion of 
the kind. _  _*

• TLe quiet citizens who Lave noted !ht 
frantic attempts of some of our stay-at- 
home warriors to meet Colonel DeBlanc 
and the other St. Martin prisoners 
with an ovation, were reminded of the 
celebrated “Battle of the Handkerchiefs.'1 
But this time it proved to be a tame affair. 
The ladies did not respond with the en­
thusiasm that was expected. Verily, the 
spirit of “ this people" shows signs of 
growing weary of sen-'ele.ss parades and 
fuss.

Since the Democracy of Louisiana have 
conceived such a sudden love for the 
United States and wholesome fear cf 
off*, tiding its laws, we may hope the good 
feeling will scon extend to the friends of 
the national government. Let the “scala­
wags." ». Union men, and the colored 
people com** iu for a share of this good 
feeling. Uncle Sam's motto is: ‘-Love 
me: love mv friends."
