New Or­
leans: that tlie contents of said package w as one 
gold w a tc l: that it was well and carefully packed 
in a box, which was wrapped with paper and lied 
with twine: th a t Mr. Bessac was advised by his 
firm on the day of shipm ent by le tters sent to him: 
th a t the package referred to was sent by Adani6 -x 
Co.'s express, and tney now hold their receipt for 
the  package; tLat he estim ates the  value of tbe  
watch a* at least s£D‘0, tliough many persons 
m ight vn!ue it at a h igher price; th a t the package 
was m arked “C. A. Bessac, care of Biuke \  Tower. 
New Orleans. Louisiana.'*

James E. Weir, another m em ber of ti  e firm of 
Fellowes k Co., testifies th a t on the th ird  of March. 
1871, he forwarded for his firm a package by ex ­
press to  Charles A. Bessac. of Natchez. Mississippi, 
to care of Blake k Tower, New Orleans; th a t the 
contents of said package consisted of a gold hunt- 
jug watch: th a t be put up the package himself.

The freight 
bill of fifty c n ts  was paid on the nin th  or ten th  
of March,*1871; aud several demands lur the  mits 
irg  package were made of the  officers of the boat 
thereafte r ar d before this suit was instituted. 
Two witnesses, Charles V. Taylor aud J. W. C. 
Love, corroborate rhe evidence of Bessac as to the 
failure ol tb«- boat to deliver the package up to the 
tw entieth  <t March or th e  early part of April of 
said year.
