buve doue so. This law was amended by
an et of the General Assembly, No. —,
of 1571, by which holders of such obliga-
tions were authorized to sue one or wmore
obligors separately for his virile share ol
the indebtedness, without making his joint
oblizors parties to the suit. The plaintittin
this suit professes to have brought his action
under that act. The note sued shows ipon
its fuce that the makers are liable only as
such, and that the indorsements created no
pew mor additional obligations, and that
they were essential to the completion of the
note. They were, therelore, originul eons
tracts only in the sense the signiog of the
note was; in fact, they were onc aud the
same act.

The ease of Bell va. Massey, reported in
11 An. ut page Sil, and which was cited
by plaiutifi’s counsel, does not sustain Lim
on principle, The court there held that
“when & note, payable to the order of two
persons, ia indorsed by each gepurately,
they will in the absence of proof to yh.e con.
trary, be presumed to be commercial parts
ners, and %o liable for the whole note,
Without stopping to discuss the logie by
which the court was authorizZbd to deduce
such @ presumption trom such an indorse-
went, .t is evident that bad they not
presumed the indorsers were com roial

artners the court’s ruling would have
woen ditterent. 1o this case there is no
allegation that the makers and indors-
ers of the note sued on are or were commer:
cial partners. In the absence of such an
allegation 1 can not, even under the anthor-
ity of Bell vs. Massey, presume that the
pote here sued on is solidary, Solidarity is
er presumed, except in the obligations
of commercial titms. The note bemng for
