•eutafives of the W est and South, to he 
Jield in St. Louis to see what can be done in 
th e  way of advancing W estern interests 
•tml facilitating commerce by river and rail, 
lirotuises well for the future. The section 
to  be. represented has long been under the 
ban of the old fogies east of the Alleghanies, 
b u t a  change, and a radical one a t that, 
m ust now conte. Fifty members, represent­
ing in p a rt the States of Alabama, Missis- 
aippi, Arkansas. Illiuois, Louisiana, Michi­
gan, Missouri, New York, Nebraska, Ohio, 
Pennsylvania, Tennessee and Wisconsin, 
have already signified their intention to 
attend , and we presume the list will be ma­
terially swelled the day of meeting.

The time has come when all t h ' interests 
bearing upon the Mississippi valley are 
equally ami vitally concerned in prompt 
and earnest action, and we hope when the 
convention assembles, its deliheYations will 
be conducted independent of party  strife 
o r sectional prejudice. We understand tha t 
on the part of Mississippi, Senator Jam es 
I,. Alcorn will attend, aud no man is better 
calculated to present the prostration of the 
.Mississippi valley—a prostration which is 
yearly returning to the wilderness the im­
provements aud civilization of -00 years. 
O n the part of Louisiana, the convention 
will have Captain Frank Morey, Repre­
sentative from the North Louisiana district, 
who. as chairman of the House Committee 
f,n Levees, took a deep interest in the 
neglected wealth along the river. Being 
full of facts and figures, and zealous on the 
levee question, ho w,ll prove a valuable 
delegate.

The restoration of the immense country 
lying on both sidos o f  the great river has 
engaged his brain for several years, and we 
hope he will bo able to solve the difficult 
problem in the council of wisdom. The 
levees of the Mississippi demand earnest 
and practical attention. The present sinu­
ous and  frail line of river embankment 
broken in innumerable places, affords but 
little protection to plantation property of 
great value, and something should be done 
to stop the farms, once the haunts of busy 
industry  and happy life, trom being swept 
over by the pitiless floods and sinking into 
the ev» r-deepeuing shadows of their prime­
val forests.

Wo should have protection as complete 
and reliable as the sea dykes of Holland or 
the levee em bankments ot the Italian delta, 
hu t the initiative must come from Congress, 
and we tru s t Senator Alcorn and Represen­
ta tive Morey will press such action in the 
convention as will bring the whole subject 
prominently before that body in December. 
Congress could take no action more accept­
able to the entire country, or tending more 
d irectly  and practically to reclaiming the 
■waste places, than by adopting a wise and 
liberal policy, leading to early results. No 
relief could come more timely or more 
grateful to a deep suffering people.
